election and a. regular election, and
the problem now perplexing the legal
minds of tho state Is as to whether Judge
Ilorton's successor can be elected at a
general election or Is the constitution to
be construed to mean that no election can
be held to llll a vacancy except at a regu-
lar election. The supreme Judges are
elected for three jears and the term for
which Judge Ilorton was elected expires in
January, 1S37. tho election falling on tho
previous November.

"It appear that the law-- as It now reads
is susceptible of either construction, Boino
action is necessary to determine what shall
be done In the matter and this action will
be taken early next week.

"Governor Morrill will submit the prob-
lem to live of the best lawyers In the
utate, selected by the different political
parties. If tho law vers agree the election
will be held this fall or in tho fall of ISM,
as their interpretation of the constitution
determines which Is the legal tlmo for the
eelctlon to be held,

"If the law vers do not agree as to the
meaning and Intent of the constitution on
the question Involved an agreed case will
be made up and submitted to a competent
court of record for decision.

"The Democrats will have a candidate
In the field it tho election, whenever It Is
held, and If sou want my opinion th
nominee will bo Judge J. D. McCue, of
Independence, I suppose that the Repub-
licans will nominate Governor Morrill's
appointee. Judge Martin, of Atchison.

"On the silver question I am in favor of
the free and unlimited coinnge of silver and
the quicker we can have It the better,"
