Huston Considered by Some u Sfo Criter-
ion to Go By.

Professor Morrison Caldwell presents nn
able argument for the Southern pronuncia-
tion of Lngllsh. "Correct pronunciation," he
says," Is a criterion of culture. To South-
erners the culture of the tiroper pronuncia-
tion of many LnRlish words is a problem
of perplexity, by reason of the fact that
Southern pronunciation does not follow the
standard universally accepted in the North.
Many Southerners nave adopt l the usage
of Boston, belivlns that it is the standard
of Ftiglbh pronunciation tn botn lingland
and America. When we consider the causes
that have contributed to this misappre-
hension, it is somewhat surprising that
manj more have not been induced to aban-
don the accent of their ancestors. At school
the child has placed In his hands spelling
books, rending books and geographies, in
which every word is marked as pronounced
by teachers In the Northern states. Con-
scientious teachers attempt to drill this
pronunciation Into their pupils, under theImpression that any other Is abolutelywrong. Webster's dictionary and most
spilling books teach the child that he mut
pionounce Alabama as thought It weie
wrltten Alabarma, but some geography
makers are not so artosant as to assume
to change the pronunciation of words lo-

cal to the South. It has been the mis-
fortune of the South that both the great

ot America In the past were
edited by men whose vocal chords were
attuned to the cold winds of the North.
They attempted to nationalize a pronun-
ciation prevailing In one of thocountry, but they have not su. be-
cause they essayed an Imposs-.t.l- task. Tho
education of Southerners In Northern
schools or by Northern teachers has not
been without effect In developing a dissat-
isfaction with our Southern pronunciation;
nor has the Northern resident failed to
become a factor In the change of tho past
decade, but by far the most potent cause
of this surrender of our Southern speech
on the part of some of our most cultured
people has been the publication of our
popular novels, wherein the language of
the Southerner Is given with a peculiar
spelling, to show the Southern inditterence
to Italian n's, trilled r's and nasal nR's,
which seems to constitute a holy trinity
for tho adoration of theso authors who
bow the knee to Boston, apparently obliv-
ious to the fact that they are caricaturing
the usage of the best educated society of
London. It will b charitable to
that these critics nf Southern speech have
been misled by that ancient error that
Southern pronunciation owes its peculiarity
to Ignorance and association withMagazine.

The name of the Almighty, standing out
boldly In the original Hebrew characters
on the planet Mars, Shaddal, the name of
Uod, traced by the Martians on tho sur-
face of their world by the Ingenious ar-
rangement of the canals that have been
the subject of so much study and specula-
tion. Is an Interesting obstrvatlon, which Is
the result ot the study of a scientist In the
survlcc at Washington.

Schlaparelli In Italy, Flammnrlon In
France, and our own Lowell, have made
the study of Mars the especial object of
their life work. They have found on our
sister planet such signs of an advanced civ.
Illzatlon that even the most skeptical have
been compelled to admit the plausibility of
the astronomers' statements nnd to con-
cede the possibility of their truth.

Vnder the nebular theory our entire plan-
etary system the sun and all the planets

were ut one time a slowly condensing
mass of rarefied matter, revolving around
a center, now occupied by what we call
the sun. In tho course of time rings were
thrown ott, which, under well known phys.
leal laws, condensed Into smaller globular
masses revolving around the central mass
and slowly condensing Into planets, some-
times having tlrst thrown off subsidiary
rings, which formed moons, All these
planets, with their moons, continue to cir-
cle around the common center, and do so
to the present day.

The planets rotate In the following rela-
tive positions: Nearest tho sun Is Mercu.
ry, then follow Venus, tho Karth, Mars,
the asteroids. Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, and
Neptune, Consequently, when the earth
stands between .Mars and the sun, a posi-
tion known as apposition, the planet Mars
Is In the most tavornble position to bo
studied by earthly observers. It appears
at that time to be almost of the size ot
the Riant Jupiter, and even with smnll tel.
escopes tho brilliant white snow caps on
the Martian poles are plainly visible, nnd
by an evident optical delusion appeur to
project trom the planet. As Mars turn3
Its axis toward the sun. these snow caps
dwindle In size, until during the Martian
summer they nlmost. It not entirely, disap-
pear from view. And at the same tlma
the face of the planet presents a most In-
teresting spectacle.

The larger telescopes, with the advant-
age of a favorite location, says tho New
York Herald, reveal at this period dark
bluish spaces around the poles, and again
some spots of like colors In expansions
having a light oranRo tint, together with
other markings, have perfectly straight
dark lines, crossing often ut right angles,
and forming a perfect network of triangles.
Wherever the dark lines cross, large dark
spots nre visible and the entire surface
looks for all the world llko a miniature
civilization, the dark spaces and lines rep-
resenting oceans, lakes and canals, theorange expansions resembling continents,
and other patches of the same color sug-
gesting Islands In the dark oceans. Some- -

times for weeks these Islands appear sub-
merged, nnd appear to vanish almost en-
tirely from sight, then to be again faintly
visible under a thin, dark veil, suggesting
a few feet of water.

Lowell has observed that after the snowcaps disappear, melting, presumably, the
canals widen out, and after a

few weeks assume a bluish green tint,
as though vegetation had developed In
them. The parallel at once suggests It-

self of the Nile valley, which la Inundated
from the Abyssinian snows, then soaks In
the waters and develops a luxuriant vege-
tation of maize, and grain and vegetables.

One further tact was established In tho
astronomical world a few years ago, when
a series of light Hushes were observed com-
ing from Mars. At one time three such
Hums appeared simultaneously, forming a
reRulnr trlnngle. It was at once surmised
that the .Martians were attempting to sig-
nal to us.

A few evenings ago a ttudent of the Mar-
tian phenomena tn Washington was read-
ing an abstract ot Lowell's Doston lectureon Mars.

With the lecture he had a map of theplanet, on which the canals and artificiallakes had been printed somewhat darker
than they ordinarily appear, through thatelescope, ltcmcinberlng the episode of
the triangular lights ho was led to exam-
ine more carefully the evidently artllicial
outlines of the network of waterways on
thu planet. If an attempt had been made
to communicate by three monster lights,
