I used to think that our smaller birds
were not nfrald of the shilke. that thov did
not know him to be nn a .asn Intent upon
their lives. I have lately discovered thattheynru sometimes afraid of him and miru
to Know his character well. The past season
I frequently saw flocks of gold finches
scntter nt his approach. Tho smaller spar-
rows also hurl led away when they saw
him. Ono day m ntteiitlon vns nttr.acted
to a pair of fdue birds In a lnejnrd near
the road. Tho blids wni bus) ing them-
selves about tho vines nnd posts, when
suddenly they both began crjlng "gult,"
'l-tl- lt , 111 ' nl,l 1,1 ll.irttiml I.i.IaiII.. Intn
the air. Turning In tho direction of tho
supposed danger I saw u shrlko but a few

nrds away, coming "trulght as an arrow
towards the birds. They had discovered
him In time nnd wero eally out of his
roach. 1V gave chase, but to no purpose
The slulKtt Is nn awkward, heavs Iler.
All the birds nvold him easily If they dis-
cover him In time. His tactics aro to strike
when uupercetved. Ono of them recently
frlghtentd m neighbors' canaiy birds
nearly out of their wits. The birds wore
in their rage, which hung against the win-
dow, when tho shrike made a dash at them,
pausing and hovering a moment on wing
close to the glass. Tho poor canaries fell
from their porch and lay for a moment
panting upon the lloor of their cage.

A coi respondent in Ohio sends me nn in-
teresting obseivntion upon the shrike. Heas It Is onlv within the last few jears
that butcher-bird- s have In on recognized In
this lommunlt). their victims weio some-
times found on lodges nnd thorn tiees, but
the liutcher was not known "Last spring,
while plowing corn stubble, many white
giuhs woie tin own out. Tho bird you

visited us even morning, occaslon-nll- j
thiougli tho entlio da , It carried

away the grubs, nt one time making ns
mum as five trips in tight minutes, hang-
ing thorn on a thoin treu near by. Some of
them wero Impaled on the sharp splinted
coin stubblo by tho plowed gioiind, al-
ways run through so that they coul I not
ro ich the thorn or stub und release them-selve- s

"Last October while husking corn from
shocks In which there wore many mice,
this same bird was with us frequently. It
would porch on the top of a corn shock
near, and seemed very lndlffirent to what
was going on. When the shock was husked
and lifted the bird would carry away the
mice killed and left lying on the ground
As many as seven weio counted suspended
on ono tree, and It siotnod to distribute Its
provisions at different points,

"In January while gathering In some bo.
lated shocks of corn, the same bird, which
had not been seen for tome time, appeared
on the grounds, taking up its position on a
shock not more than forty feet away from
us In tearing down a shock a large mead.
ow mouse ran out, when the bird swooped
down upon It like a hank, but struck It
with Its beak, fluttering along over it strlk.
ing it ns It ran until th mouse was so dis.
nhted thnt the bird could keen along with
It by hopping along on the ground. Toward
tne last uie wiru s acuuns irr nui uiiuhc
those of a hen In similar conflict. It took
th shrike fullv a minute to dispatch the
mouse, giving him an occasional pick when-eve- r

It showed signs of life.
"In carrying the mouse nway the bird

caught it up in Its beak and having risen
about four teet from the ground dropped It,
catching It In Its talons as It Hew ; It did
not rise higher than this until it reached
the fence, where It at once began to break-
fast on Us victim."

Theophlle Gauticr, ono of tho most fa-
mous and artistic Trench authors ot the
present century, had an especial fondness
for all animals, but cats were his particu-
lar favorites. In his book called "LaMenagerie Intlme," he describes bis house,
hold of pets.

One of the first was Chlldebrand, a short-haire- d,

fawn-colore- d beauty, striped with
black velv et like the clown In Hugo's "llol
8' Amuse." He had great green eyes,
almond-shape- d and surrounded by bands
of black.

Mme. Theophlle was another favorite,
reddish and white-breaste- and
blue-eye- She dwelt with him on terms
of great Intimacy, sleeping with him, sit-
ting on the arm of his chair when hewrote, following him on his walks through
his garden and always present at meals,
when she sometimes stole attractive bits
from his plate.

He tells an amusing tale about her and a
parrot left In bis chargo for a short timeby an absent friend. Mine. Theophlle
had never beheld a parrot and It aston-lshe- d

her greatly by its gyrations with
beak and claw with the strange motions
of Its awkward green body. She sat for along time as still as an Egyptian mum.
inted cat, watching it with meditation, for
Bhe had neec witnessed such a peculiar
example of natural history. Finally she

She liked
music, too. but shnrp, high notes affected
her nnd ,sha would put her paw upon a
singer's lips when such ft high note dis-
tressed her.

A third favorite was brought to Gauller
from Havana by a friend. This wns an
Angora, while as a swan, the founder ot
tho "White Dynasty." He received the
name of Pierrot. and ns he grew older nnd
more dignified this was extended to Don
Pierrot de NAVarre. He nlwnys loved to
be with people, adored Gautler's literary
friends, nnd used to sit silently when
they discussed great questions, sometimes
putting his head to one side and occasion-
ally making a llttlo cry. He used to play
with books, turning over tho leaves with
his paws nnd going to sleep on top of
them. Like Chlldebrand, he used to sit
by the author when he was fit work and
watch his pen move across tho paper with
Intense Interest. Ho never went to bod
until Clautler returned homo and no matter
how late It was, he would bound out of the
dark to greet him, nnd so soon as the
candle wns lit scamper ahead like a page.
His companion was a beautiful puss, white
ns snow, nnd owing to her celestial purity
sho was named "Soraphlta" for Balzac's
romance.

letln gave forecasts of the storm wnvo
to cross the continent from 10th to 23d
and the next will reach the Pacific coast
about 24th, cross the west of Rockies
country by close of 25th, the great Cen-
tral valleys 26th to 2Sth and Eastern
states 29th.

This storm wave will be preceded by
a very warm period, excessive evapora-
tion and drouth and following; It will
como very much cooler weather, with a
very large Increase of rain and good
crop growing weather In numerous and
extensive parts of the United States.

This and the preceding" storm will bo
above tho average In force and high
winds may bo expected.

The warm wave will cross the west of
Hockles country nbout 2tth, tho great
Central valles 20th and Eastern states
27th.

Cool wave will cross tho west of Hook-
ies countn" about 27th, great Central
valleys 29th and Eastern states July 1.

Indications favor sufficient rnln In
most parts of tho corn belt to make a
fair corn crop and the only probablo
drawback Is the expected low average
of the temperatures.

Indications nre that the last part of
June will be warmer than the first part
but altogether tho temperature will av-
erage below In the great corn, producing
section.

The same condition of temperature Is
expected for July and August, averaging
very cool In the Missouri, Ohio and Up-
per Mississippi valleys with a fair
amount of rain.

The drouth and hot weather of April
and May wero correctly foretold and an
nverago of cool weather though accom-
panied by somo very hot days, and an
average rainfall for tho three principal
corn months may be relied on with a
reasonable degree of certainty.

Killing frosts will come early, not
long after September 16th, In largo por-
tions of the corn producing country and
farmers should finish their plowing early
In order that the corn may mature ear-
ly. Where replants were late the corn
will probably get frosted unless cut
early.

The above In reference to tho corn
crop applies only to tho north part of
tho country drained by tho Mississippi
river and Its tributaries.
