How doe inside Snvnl Ills Wife und Child
ami Kepi I ultli With the Almighty

Mr. Joe WIsble, of Oklahoma, was In the

city )esterday, taking depositions In an
Important ple-c- e of litigation from that
country He completed the work last
evening and returned home. Ha was In
company with United States Marshal Nix,
of that terrltoty, who Is connected with
the suit In which they were taking deposi-
tions,

Mr. WIsble was for many )cars a resi-
dent of this state and was prominent In
politics during the time. Since going to
his new home he was a candidate for con-
gress, but was beaten. When he lived In
MKsouiI his home vns nt Marshlleld, the
city down near Sprlnglleld that was devas.
tated by a. tornado several )ear tlnce,
when so many people were killed. Mr.
WIsble's home away, and every-
thing he had demolished. With his family
he escaped from a terrible death In the
most remarkable manner.

Ills visit to the cit) )esterday, ivhero he
met several old (i lends, caused the events
of that terrible day to be discussed by
them, and inasmuch as It It, a good story
and hns some unusual features, It Is given:

Mr. WIsble was at home and. like the
other citizens, was watching the storm
cloud that was gatheilng. It was Sunday
afternoon There was something about tho

tnat wns unusual and people watched
it. They had heard of tornadoes and they
feared It was one Sure enough. It was.
The storm cloud formed at no distunt point
from the village and cume directly towards
it with a deafening loar. Houses were
swept from the face ot the earth and lost
III the blackness of the storm. Tiees wcieuprooted and carried no one knew whither.

It was a magnificent spectacle of the de-
stroying elements In action. In front cfme siorm was a ciiy witn nunureiis ot tcr-rlll-

citizens, In the wake of the stoimwas u picture of desolation never exellcd
In the state, while In the rrnsp of the
storm was death and destruction In Its
most terrifying form.

As It came swee-nln- g on to the city withgreat speed .Mr, WIsble saw It wns certainto reach his home. Ills wife and baby were
In the house, If they weie to bo saved Itwas to be done quickly.

Fifty yarils from the house was a ravinefour fe-- deep and very narrow. Seizing
his child he ran to the place with his wifewith all speed. Down to the bottom ot Itthey went and lay down. He Hy acrossthem in anticipation of danger. They werescarcely in the place before the btorm wentover them. It was it moment of anguish
while (hey wulted and Mr. WIsble describesIt In the most vivid manner. He was nota church member nnd had never made any
pretense of preparing for the future.

Down there In that muddy ravine ho
ga)s he asked Clod to spare his family
and he would be obedient to the divine
will ever afterwards. He says ho meantevery word of that prayer.

As the storm went over them they seemedto be forced Into the earth with an unseen
force above them. It listed but a moment,
but iu that moment Mr. WIsble sa)s he
lived an age and suffered all of the hor-
rors that seemed possible. Then It deniedaway eind the storm was over. MMie roar-ing storm went on In Its work of destruc-
tion and the gentle patter ot the summer
shower was heard.

People who were unharmed hurried out
to see what had happened. Mr, WIsblewent out of the ravine with his family,
safe, and was confronted with a ierfectpicture of desolation. Not a stone was lefteven In the foundation of his beautifulhome. It was swept from the earth andcarried away.

The homes of his neighbors suffered like-
wise, and us the noise died aw-a- he couldhear (he lamentations of the sufferers andthe shrieks or the injured. For hours heworked with tho deuil and the d)lng, andwhile lie was deprived of his home he feltthat he was well satisfied when he viewed
ihe dead und the Injured of his neighbors,
who. loo, had lost their homes.

Shortly after the storm the memory otthat prayer while In the ravlno came backto him. It was a solemn promise, and hebad never failed to make his word good.
Speaking of It to a friend, he said he hadnever lied to a inun, and he was not going
to tell the llrst one to God Almighty, espe-
cially us he had gotten the best of thebargain. He joined the church, and to thisday there l no more faithful and devout
churchman la th country than Joe Wbble.
