fore then. Moieover. up to nearly sixty
je.irs after 1S1C the business of tin. world
was conducted under the dominating In-

fluence of the bimetallic system. The
of recent cnrs has shown that

Hrltlsh commercial prosperity during this
period was due to tho universal effect of
the bimetallic law and not to tho operation
ot our single standard; with the abandon-
ment of bimetallism our Immense ad-
vantages disappeared. Tho oxperlenoe of
history, the teaching of science and the
conclusions of author!!) as oxpres"ed by
the unanimous report of tlie gold and
silver commission unite In supporting the
opinion that the relative value of tho
metals could be maintained under bimetall-
ism. The recent statements on behalf of
the Fiench government, the resolutions of
tlio German relehstag and the stnto council
of the Prussian diet and the emphatic de-

claration of the I'nltfd States In favor or
International bimetallism nre proofs of
their desire to join Great llrltnln In a
serious endeavor to necoinpllsh this end.

"In the pres-
ence ot the evils which cannot be denied,
we hope the government will not suffer a
hypothetical danger to special Interests, or
a prophetic but unsupported assertion of
lint in to industry or loinmerce to deter
them fiom a heart) with the

who returned from Windsor about 6
