$1W to JJ.OOO each. The only security thotreasurer had was a slip In the cash

Cash was missing to tho
amount of J.10,0iX. Since then this has been
reduced two-thir- by the I. O. L" being
taken up. The council. In the face of tho
situation, refused to depose Ilolln, thoughmany citizens wero demanding his urrest.
