In the building. Ills two
nllffred confederate were put on the stand
against littn, nlitl Rnvo testimony Ihnt thor-
oughly convinced the olllccrs that they
lime the right pnrtlei.

August Tanner, who Is charged with Mm,
Is a KwIps ttmchlnlst ntul gunsmith rim)
export motnl worker. Iln hns long hntl nn
csttibllsheil reputation In ItrooktleM for
line work, nml It Is clalmeil tlmt tho lino
kit of tools captured In one of the "Jobs"
were of lils imike, ntitl that ho wns the
Jimti who used them.

Tho authorities nro convinced Hint tho
work dono nt llrooktldlil wns hy tho par-
ties who nmilo nn elTort to tnp the lievlerpostolllce inter. The drill ntid clamps usedon the lievler safe ntid tho door of tho satoat Ilrooklleld were lioth In evidence yes-
terday and. Ktrangely enough, the drillJilted tho hole bored In tho sulo at Urvok-Hel-

Tanner was nervois while giving histestimony. He frequently cast uneasy
Klanccs ii the sure door, and while ho de-
nied ever Having seen the drill nml clamps
lie wore a worried look when ho saw them
Miowlne up so prominently on the tahle.

Ho told aliout his acquaintance with the
other parties, and of the work he had done
for Harry Htrouile, who was getting tipporno kind of a patent. Ho paid tho work
done on tho snfo was tho finest Job he hadover seen, mid wns done by men who were
expert woikers and knew of the construc-
tion of safes. Ho said that he and Stroudowore accused ot the Job n soon as It was
done, and that a few weeks Inter Stroude
told him that the work wns done by him
(Kttondo) and a man named Frank O Xelll,
and showed him Btimo of tho stamps taken

the olllee. He refused to buy tho
. I, but wns told It was an easy task
t .ilsposo of them In CIiIciiko. Ho said
that Stroudo assured him he had plenty of
muff planted, nml explained how stuff could
he packed In sawdust mid burled In .Mason
fruit Jars and kept for years. Ho said
tlmt Stroudo told him that tho He.vler post,
olllco work was done by him and O'Neill,
nml that they Imil to shoot like fun to Retaway fiom tho fool nlRht watchman, who
KOt sight of them. An effort wns made to
Ret some admission from him concerning
it conversation he had with I'tiglncer Clar-rot- t,

but he held out, and denied any
itnowiciico ot it.

Tho witness follnwInR was Joe I'eavlcr,
who Is a very badly abused man If tlio
statements made hy him are true. He says
that he was with his father at Kumner,
twenty-five- - miles away, tho nlRht tho bank
was robbed, nml had nothltiR to do with It.
Somo days later, when ho camo back, and
was In Tanner's shop, he Rot a clue ns to
who did tho work throiiRh a statement ot
ono John Doruche, and notllled 1'ostmaster
Orntidall. and said ho wanted to see nn
Inspector. Some days later ho was asked
to ro to tho olllee, and wns Introduced to
Paul WIlltnmR, the Inspector, who was
Riven tho name ot Joo Johnson. 'Williams
heard the story, and Rot him to ngreo to
ro Into tho RaitR, as they considered they
were there, and then deliver Its members
Into the hands of tho olllccrs. Ho was soon
In tho RaiiR, and nn ngrcement was mado
to rob tho bank at Sumner, but something
went wrong, and tho affair was nbandoned.

Shortly after, ho says, ho wns mado the
victim of a cunnlne plot nnd Rot a Jail
sentence for robbinR the Rim shop of Tan-
ner, but he declares he had nothinR to do
with the Job, Ho said the RaiiR that was
to rob the Sumner bank was composed of
August Tanner, Hnrry Stroude, John e,

Slnsieton, Peavler and his
brother. IIo says Stroude told him he
helped to do the postolllce Job and that
Tanner was with him and showed him
tho bit used in the drill that was used.
He showed a can ot the stamps that were
kept In Tanner's tool box. Doruche told
him that two men saw the men do the
postolllce Job and hu met the men who
said they were out on a lark that evenlnR
and saw the men ro Into the back door
and crack tho safe. He says Tanner showed
him the drill that was to be used In the
Sumner Job.
Te government officers are attempting

to rovo that Stroude and Tanner did tho
woi'k at Ilrooklleld and also mado the er-
ror to rob the lievler postolllce safe two
week3 later. They Introduced yesterday
afternoon John Price, a coal miner Irom
Jlevler, who said he rode on top of a
freight train from firooklleld to Duvler
on tne mgnt or .vinrcn Ji, anil mat two
men got on the train at Hrooltileld and
rode to lievler on the bumpers. They
stood Just beneath him anil he saw ono
nan, who wore a short overcoat and had n

urip swung over his shoulder, and almost
I'oneenlcd under the coat. The men got
oil' the train nt lievler with him. He be-

lieved that Tanner was the man who car-
ried the grip, but did not state positively.
The next morning he told the postmaster
of what ho knew nnd the matter was Riv-
en coloiiuR by Tom Surdoras saying tlmt
lie knew Tanner, a gunsmith at Hrook-
ileld, who answered the description he
save.
That caused the authorities to arrest

Tanner, and that matter was reported to
I'ostolllco Inspector Williams, when he
came to Investigate the Job that was done.

Thomas Williams, the postmaster at r,

told of tho robbery and how he shot
live times at a man who rnn out of the
olllee. The man wore a short overcoat
and had a small grip swung under his
coat.

Stroudo was nttended by an attorney,
but made no defense, and did little g.

Ho was held under .',000 bond
to tho court In Novembi-- r and returned to
the county Jnll, where he will stay for
some time.

Inspector Paul Williams Is In attend-
ance and will testify y before Com-
missioner Nuekols, when I'eavler has his
Dieliminurv examination if he cor
roborates Pcavler's story of the arrange-
ment to trap the Rang then tho govern-
ment will probably drop tho case against
lvavler.

Tanner's prollmii ry examination will be
lield befoie Commissioner
