Shesuddenly slid off the bank and veeredInto tho City ot Toledo, her Jib boom strik-ing the pascnger steamer Just forward ot
her gangway and tearing away about nfty
feet of her tipper works. As soon ns the
collision occurred a panic reigned on the
boot, tin men acting llko Insane person",
the most of them taking three or four lifepreervers nnd refusing to give them up.

llu olllcers tiid every endeavor to quiet
the passengers, assuring them there was
no danger of the boat going down, and nft-e- r

a few minute succeeded In restoring or-
der. The schooner Was pulled away from
the wreck and the debris cleared away.

WHAT BEAT THE 'SQUIRE,

Ills t.nng Term lnglorloiisly Ihidrd by n
l'hotpluito Case Couldn't Lndtirc

the Smell.
There was no mistake about It; 'Squire

nrlggs wns defeated. The opposing candi-
date for Justice of the peace had received
thlrty-nln- o more votes than he. nnd the
twelfth year of his Judicial life was to be
his lost. Hvery other cundldnte on the
ticket of his party was elected by good
majorities, nnd he knew not how to ac-
count for his ovorthiow.

Thero were a few In the town of Mace-do-

however, who knew the cause. His
defeat was through the Influence of the
women.

'Squire Brlggs did not know this, nnd If
he had he would still hove been in a quan-
dary. He Would Hot have been able to ex-
plain why the female portion of tho town
should seek to cut short his public career.
12vcn tho voters did not know the reason
until they were told of the trials and tribu-
lations of Mrs. Brlggs during the twelvo
long years of that Judicial career. It bad
never occurred to the squire that his of-
fice brought her any additional cores. She
hail never told him so, nnd he could not
be oxpucted to learn such things by In-
tuition.

But Mrs. Brlggs had her troubles, and
they were many. The fact that nhe was
commonly known ns " 'Squire Brlggs' "
wlfo did not compensate her for the sur-
render of her dining room every few days
to the uses of the court, the wear on tho
pnrlor cotpet caused by the many men
who come to see the squire "on ofllclnl
business." nnd the work she did writing
up tlie minutes tnken in the various law-
suits.

serving.

Tho "phosphate case" was without a
precedent In the history of Jurisprudence
In Maccdon. Alone It established a prece-
dent for similar cases. It was the last
case tried by "Squlro Brlggs. Tho plaintiff
was a company that made It its business
to sell phosphate fertilizer. Tho defend-
ant was a farmer who hod been one of Itspatrons. The tiller of the soil hod refused
to pay tho company's bill, because, ho
said, the fertilizer was under weight. Thocompany brought suit before 'Squire
Briggs and was represented by a city at-
torney. The village lawyer looked afterthe defendant's Interests.

From tjie llrst Squire Brlggs did not likethat city lawyer. He was too presuming,
he told himself, and made too many sug-
gestions to the court. In fact, he seemed to
want to llll the dual position of attorney
for the plaintiff and "friend of tho court,1'
sometimes called amicus curiae. At onepoint the man from the city wanted toprove by a witness tho slzo of the bags
containing the phosphate.

"1 object," put Iu the opposing lawyer.
"What possible objection can voti haveto that?" asked the plaintiff's attorney.
"Not the best evidence," was the prompt

reply. "His honor knows that the bags

witness Is not competent. I want the rec-
ord to show that 1 now offer you thosebags If you desire to place them In evi-
dence."
