Sir. Itlnlr's Address.
The last speaker was tho Hon. James

In.wrence Itl.Ur, who spoke on "Patriot-Ism- ,
the Iti'st Legacy of tho ltevolutlon."

Sir. Hlnlr said:
"Permit mo. Sir. President, ladles nnd

gentlemen, to congratulate ou upon the
selection of this dav n the time of your
luinual gathering. It Is a day conspicuous
in our country s nnnuis; it is se'-ui- only
to that which cosunemor.ites the birth of
our national Independence, and It should
ever stand as one of the liberty landmarks
in the nation's life, for If. on Julv I. 1770.
ithe nation was born, it vns on October 10.
ItSi. that it emerged from the baptism
of lire and blood which indicated Its right
to a name and a place among the great
family of nations.

"The story of Independence is one which
we never tire of hearing. Its smallest de-
tails ure Imllowed to us by associations
with names, which have become synon-mou- s

with the greatest virtues, and there
Is no true Atnciican but whose heart
throbs when ho ngnln the Impressive
lines, written In blood and anguish, which
tell f the privations and the death of
thoso co nt'C rated heroes who suffured and
died that our country might live. Tho
throes of that mighty contest, though moie
than one bundled ears have passed sim e
tho last gun was tired, nre felt y in
the heart of every true citizen of the re-
public. Who of us i an l ead y of
the calm and Impressive bearing, the moral
grandeur of Washington, in the blttei
anguish of soul whIUi he endured in danger
and defeat, without n thrill of pride in tht
thought that we have at least that in
common with him that we too are Ameri-
cans. Who can read of the daring deeds of
Greene and Warren without being pioud
to bo numbered among thoso for whom
these valiant deeds were done. Who of us
but exults, while wo .ieall the fortltwk
and valor of Putnam. Stark and of An-
thony Wayne, that in the achievements
and nbovo nil, In the character of the-- e
men, we have our portion ns Joint heirs
of the glories of the American revolution

"There are some woids which wo use
io often that we do not fully nppreclati
their meaning. Patriotism is one of them
It is generally dellned as love of counto
nnd, perhaps, If we understand that in its
widest application, the delinltloii will suf-
fice. Hut in every day life I fear that
most of us restrict Its meamilg to the will-
ingness to do battlo for our country In
caso of nied. I believe that tills meaning
though one of its bet, U by no means
comprehensive. In its broadest sense pa-

triotism me ins not only the willingness to
dlo for one's country, but the willingness
to live tor it and to work for n Coun-
tries, el illv like ours, do not often
need to be dli d for. but they do need to
Ikvvo all their citizens live their wholo
lives devond to their country's interests.
Lius, Institutions, even Individual virtues
villi not siilllco either to make or to pre-
serve ii commonwealth unless those laws
and institutions be guarded with a Jealous
care nnd unless those Individual virtui s
lie applied to public as lull as private af-

fairs.
"Our laws nnd our Institutions are Justlv

our chief julde. Yet of what value ure
thep" laws or Institutions, of what per-
manence can they be, unless wo give them
the tlmo and attention, tho capacity, both
of head nnd heart, necessary to maintain
thiim. The narrowest construction of pa-

triotism is devotion to the Institutions of
th commonwealth, if devotion means nns-thin-

It means, our best seivlee; jet Is It
pot true', that while wo aio ull ready to
light for our country, very few of us, and
that few by no means the best qnalllled,
lire willing to serve hei in any but the
most exalted positions'. And, true as this
1s of our national government, It is even
moro so of our states nnd municipalities.
It t it notorious fact that tho best men
can rarely be induced to take pirt in the
actual labor of government.

"Wiushlngmn the soldier Is no greater
than Washington the citizen for It Is one
of the bist attributes of that marvelous
man that ho was us true to his country
In the sinillest detail of citizenship as in
the bloodiest baltlo he ever foilfclit I
would not have jou think me despairing
of tho present or doubtful of tho future.
1 know the hearts of the American people
too Well to believe that these evils ant duo
to anv hut transient causes. I would but
remind you that without etcrnnl vigilance
this fair fabric whiih wo call our stale
cannot permanently endure; that while
we have no battles to tight, no wilderness
to reclaim and no states to found, wo
havu a hlKher, nobler duty even than
these, Natlonn, no more than men, nro
taken at their own estimate of themselves
Individual dinrncier, titrated public mor-
ula, honorabln rondm t lldellty to these
hoolo Ideals, local as well as natlnnnl pa-
triotism, all the-- o are iietdful to discharge
our trust and to cherish our Inheritance;
and this society, tuning Us lineage, as
it loei. to the fountain head of our na-
tional life, is charged with a special mis-
sion a mission in the fiiltlUtnent of which
1C will best refute that false charge that it
Is nn effort to caste."
