A Chicago grain man, who has Just re-
turned from a trip of four months in Eu-
rope, Asia Minor and Africa, says: "Since
1 left Paris, on September 3, until I sailed
from England, Octobi r 5, I had heard of
but one rain. All Europe is suffering from
drouth.

The latter at bread made from
rye, which is ground whole, Grinding this
way makes the bread very black, but It
contains many of the phosphates which go
to take the place of meat, which the com-mo- n
