there died, nt Concord, Mass , Hphr.ilm
Hull, In his suth yenr a man whoso claim
on the attention of the fruit growers and
consumeis rests nimn the fnct that the
most widely known grape we have the
Concord orlcinntod with and was Hrst ex-

hibited by him at the tsvcnty-llft- h annual
exhlb'tlon of the Horticult-
ural Soilels. on Hoslon Common, In ISM,
nnd fiom that time right down to tho pres-
ent the Concord has gradually and surely
gained a tinner nnd llrmer hold on popular
fasor, llll to-d- there are planted moro
sines of Mils xnrlety than of any other
of the many excellent native gtapes. Its
slgoious health, great
hsudsumc appearance, fully balance. In the
popular mind, all the In-

cluding liability to rot. of the sarlely; and
one othor quality ( spec! illy has assisted

to this end. namely, Its ovsor
of adtptlng Itself to almost any and all
conditions of soli and situ ition.

It was to this grape that tho committee
appointed bv the American Institute, Nesv
Vork. awaided the cash prlo of JIM of
fered bv Horace Greele) for the best pop-
ular grape, a decision of sshich the ssls-tlo-

is as much questioned at the time,
but in the light of later events has been
fully Justified.

Hphrnlm Wales Hull ssas born nt Hoston,
on March I, lint;, nnd some ten .sears later
settled 111 the town where he breathed his
last. Pr. Hull was a mo-s-t enthusiastic

and turned his attention to
the grape early in the forties. For twelve
years he was a member or the Massachu-
setts state board or and until
very re, entlv continued to reside on the
place where he did Ills work on grapes. It
was his delight 10 show slsltois the orig-
inal parent vino riom sshich nil of the Con
cord grapes and their vast progeny of
seedlings have sprung. Ills own slalempnt
to the writer was that ho discovered the
original vine along nn old hedgerow or
fonei and nothing Its peculiar excellent 0
dug it up nnd set It out In his ).trd.

Unfoi tunately this man, like many anoth-
er who has deserved well of his coinpi-Hiot- s,

bv adding 10 ihe eve-sda- wealth
of the public, never prollted materially by
his discos fry; tho later jears of Ills lire
ssere passed alone and In pov-
erty, although happily in comfurt, for the
sunset or his life was spent vslthln the
Home of the Aged.
