It Is said that the railroads, In Bptto
of a eeneral protest, will put In force
tho welshing of live stock for deter-
mining the freight charges nnd bill per
100 pounds, Instead of chaiglng so much
per car as heretofoie 15y to doing they
will greatly lncien.se their fMight re-

ceipts and the Inciease in the freight
money lecehod. It Is thought, will more
than countei balance any expense that
may incur by enforcing the new system.

The Atchison, Topoka. & Santa Fo
somo years ago tried the samo scheme,
but It was so unsatisfactory In Its work-
ings that it had to be abandoned.

Tho commission men and stockmen
hay there ate many good arguments
agalnwt making thu change, but as it
will greatly Increase the fi eight receipt)
It is hardly probable thut the lalhoads
will abandon It, although it would be
greatly to the Interest ot the trade for
them to do so.

At a meeting of the Live Stock ex-
change held Monday evening the rail-
road committee appointed to Investigate
the proposed change In charging freight
rates by tho weight instead of by the
carload, reported tho following, which
va adopted:

"On confeience with our tr.ifllc com-
missioner, Mr A. J. Vnnlnndlnglmm,
and several of the local general agents
of the railroads, wo aie assured that
birch change will be made and tho
weighing! system put "n force. The rail-
road Kople claim that the rales will
not be advanced, 1. e, they will use the
name cnrlo.ul rates now in lorco, de-
termining the olmrge tier car b) taking
tho minimum pounds per car for a r.

This will increase the gross
amount of freight trom ?5 00 to $12.G0
per car, ns now loaded.

"It will bo remembered that the sys-
tem was tried here some years ngo, that
it was wholly and entirely unsatisfac-
tory, owing to the gr ut delay in get-
ting charges to the nrds and In the
rough handling ot rains In weighing.
Unless these facilities be matcrlnlly Im-
proved, your committee bellee.s the sys-
tem will be Injurious Irr a very large
degree to the shippers and patrons of
the various roads in view of the fuct
that tho revenue of the roads will bo
increased from $."50,000 to 51.000,000 per
rirrnum, wo feel th rt no expense should
be spared on their part to overcome
every obstacle to the rapid nnd safe
handling of consignments, AVhen tho
system shnll bo put In operation your
commltteo recommend that every con-
signee keep a careful record of every
shipment In order that a correct com-
parison of the present and proposed
plans may be made "
