Then came the change, and as the cloudloweied and ftpread uui over the city thewind came swerpltig from the north. Therewas un awful roar and a violent full ofruin. buildliiK criuked und groaned inthi: wind and darkness that was ap-
palling settled duwn over the cliy. Therewas a lull during which there was much

lvld lightning and heavy thunder.

Kansas City wa visited by a tornado
bringing death to scores of homes within.,
Its borders. So It was with a feeling of
more than the ordinary sjmpathy that
hut.dred" of cltlsens met In Turner hall
last night to pass resolutions of sjmpathy
ns well as to hear short addresses by sev-

eral person concerning the St. Louis
calamity and the recent destruction of lives
and property in othtr places In Missouri
nnd In Kunf.ia nnd other nelchborlng
states. M.i)or Jone was chosen chair-
man nnd H J. Latshaw secretary, Thl
committee wa appointed to draft suitable
resolution: ileorge W. Warder, Joslih J.
Williams, Mux Mmter, W. W. Morcan and
Webster Bnvl. Here I a copy of the res-
olution presented and adopted:

Mills and
other buildings were unroofed nnd sixteen
barns destrojed- John Walters, Heading
railroad section hand, was killed tn a barn
where he had soucht shelter.

Trenton, X J., May 2S. A heavy storm
thH nfirhoon swept over from the Penn
sjlvanla shore, after having blown down
several tobacco warehouses and barnes In
Latighorne, Pa, At Whltehorsc, south of
Teflon, a barn was blown down nnd a man
named Huffy, who had sought shelter
there, was badly hurt. The storm went on
to .MIentown, Monmouth county, where a
number of rmall buildings were wrecked
and several persons Injured.

At Langhorne, Pa., fleorge Wcnterk was
killed by the destruction of n barn in
which he had sought shelter. The tobacco
houses of James nnd Mmutl Headly nnd
Henry Deckel were wrecked. At Wheat
fhenf, on the Pennsylvania railroad, the
stntlon viae blown down and the tobacco
houses of Jamts Lovctt, Andrew Crosier,
Caleb II. Tajlor. Henry Lovett nnl H. S,
Klrkbrtde unroofed. Near Whltchorie,
George Newell, while driving n wagon, was
caught by the tornado and fatally hurt.
Harrison Dillon, colored, was also badly
Injured.

May 2S.- -A wind storm,
amounting almost to n tornado, struck
near Hanover It demolished six
barns, blew down Albert Perry's dwelling
liQiie und a school house In Pcnnsjlvanta
township.
