
POTATO GROWERS COMBINE.

Atrrce to Hold Tlielr Trodnct for Thir-
ty Days In Hope of Get-tln- tr

23 Cent.
Lawrence, Kas., Aug. 23. (Special.) As

a result of a meeting- of the potato grow-

ers of Kansas and Missouri, held in Law-
rence this afternoon, it is believed by grow-

ers that the price of potatoes will go up
shortly. The meeting was attended by
about forty growers, representing thou-
sands of acres of the product, the most of
It being In Kansas along the TCaw. The
meeting was presided over by D. R. Dut-to- n.

It was decided to ask the railroads
for an extension of the low rate to Texas
for the next thirty days, so that growers
would have time to dig their potatoes. It
was also agreed to request all growers
In the Kaw valley region to hold their
crop for thirty days for 23 cents a bushel,
contingent upon getting the Texas rate.
This action Is what is believed will raise
the price. The railroads and dealers have
already anticipated a raise, and had as
many orders contracted for before
meeting as they could. The growers fig-
ure that it costs them 22 cents a bushel
to raise their potatoes, and they do not
want to sell them at a loss, if they can
help It.
