Fall of Silver and Other Commodities.

“Mr, Bryan treats morn:y as If it was
worn out or esten, It goes on in an end-
less round, like the snow that melts on the
mountains of my state, running down the
mountain side - as water, turning the
wheels of commerce, emptying Into the
sea, evaporated into the clouds, then to be
deposited again, to go through the same
endless round through all the years that
are to be. They tell you that other com-
modities _have fallen because silver has
fallen. But from 1K (o 1573 siiver wag
over §l an ounce; cotton was § cenis a
pound and wheat was from 6 cents to £
per bushel. There was no earthly connec-
tion between the price of silver and that
of other commodities. Out In my state the
Popullsts say the borrower should only pay
what would buy the same amount of com-
modities at the time of the creation of the
debt. But the average life of a farm mort-
gape Is five years. In 1850 wheat was
worth §1 a bughel. In 1555 it was worth $2
a bushel. It is a poor rule that won't
work both ways. (Applause.)

Colonel Irish showed that the per capita
circulation of gold standard countries Is
$15: silver standard countries but $5; that
filty-one times as much sllver has been
col under a gold standard as under
free coinnge; that two money metals will
not clreulate under free colnage when their
commercial value does not correspond to
their legal ratio; that gold standard coun-
tries circulate three times as much legal
tender silver as silver countries; that free

silver will drive $525,000,000 of 1d out of
circulation. He pointed to exico and
Japan, where commodities are bought on a

gold basis and labor pald on a silver basis.
Mr. Bryan says the gold standard will
bring wages down to the level of European
countries, Then a sllver standard will
bring them down to the level of silver
countries, He closed with an eloquent
word picture of the soldiers of Industry
marching forth in the momming, some of
whom fall in the battle of the day. He de-
clared that they deserved better than the
claptrap of demagogues, who were secking
to persuade them to vote to cut their
wiges In two and double the cost of living.
He eulogized the Indianapolls platform and
candidates, and closed amid cheers.

Hon. H. E, Lewis Speaks Before a Very
Large Aundience at Higginsville—

Cheago, Sept. 7.—(Special) The returns
made to the national Republican commit-
tee of the work of speakers at work under
the direction of the committe are most
flattering, Under the plan of organization
the committee Is advised of every meeting
held under its authority. In this way the
management iz kept In close touch with all
the work that is going on in that line,

One of the main features of interest in
the reports of meetings held ig the attend-
ance. Enormous crowds come out every-

where. The average crowd Is two and
three times as large as expected. There Is
a great deal more interest in the cam-
paign shown by the people than had been
expected. This great interest manifested
itself early and it has been rapidly on the
increase. With the people thus aroused
and coming out to meetings, the commit-
tee feels confident of the final result.
There is general hard work, with a
strong pull and a long pull all along the
line. Prominent oldtime Republicans of
the Senator Sherman class, who have not
for years given much attention to the cam-
paign in general, outslde their respective
states, are In the fight by way of making
sure the result. Then ex-President Harri-
son is not at all Inclined to shirk or to
“be busy.” He s enlisted for the war,
The united efforts of all the great leaders
of the party and the assurances of per-
sonal efforts contribute to the comfort of
the situation in the Republican headquart-
€rs.

Of all the prominent leaders out in the
campalgn none of them ls being followed
with reports more favorable than those
that come in from Senator Burrows, of
Michigan. He ls a veteran campalgner and
for some years has had much to do with
the financial question. He s conversant
with the Issues of the contest. This fact
suggested him to the committee at first as
one of the men to keep in the hard fight-
ing states. As a resalt he has been lo-
cated in Illinois, Indiana, Milssourl and
Kansas and he will also make a number
of speeches in Nebraska and Iowa.
United States Senator Jullus C. Burrows,
of Michigan, will be the orator at the Re-
publican meeting that will be held this
evening at the Coates opera house. Sen-
ator Burrows has long enjoyed o wide rep-
utation as a campalgn orator of great
ability, end it I8 claimed that his speeches
this campalgn are even better than those
of former years, In his 1rlg about thes
country he has been greeted by large au-
diences and at every engagement has
msie = =L hit.
