time, The day was clear and fresh—even
chilly In the morning. There was nothing
to mar its pleasure save the mud, and that

Long before the procession took up its
fine of march, the sidewalks were thronged
svith men, women and children. The big
etands at Tenth street and Grand avenus
were well filied, too, though not as they

The queen, Mrs, Smith B. Hall, carried
herself with as royal an air as one would
expect of a real queen.

tour of the ecity without accident. Tt re-
mained for float No. 15, however, to run
aground. That particular creation Wwas
styled “Electricity.” It was the heaviest of
all, as it Included in iis equipment, care-
fully concealed in two mammoth papier
mache hemispheres, substantial electrical
apparatus. The six mules by which it was
afterwards drawn were unable to mdve .
They gave two or three courageous tugs
and then one pair of them gave up in
despair and a “scratch’ team, which was
on hand for such emergencies, was
brought to the rescue.

It was all the six mules and two horses
counld do to land the colossal tloat upon the
asphalt pavement of Ninth street. This ac-
cident caused considerable delay and some
confusion, The various mounted mar-
shals flitted about, giving orders in sten-
torian tones. The horses caught the spirit
of the occasion. They reared whenever
they passed a calclum torch and did mo-t
of their walking sidewise.

After ponderous No. 18 had found its
place in the lne at Ninth and Grove the
column began to move down Ninth strect
toward Grand avenue. No further acci-
dents were encountered,

On Walnut and Grand Avenne.

Walnut street between the Midland hotel
and Grand opera house was crowded, that
being the point where the procession was
to turn In from Seventh strest. It was a
good mnatured, impatient, nolsy throng.
While it was waiting some of the actors in
tha “Devil's Auction” company, which is
now at the Grand, came out on the roof of
the portico which  overlooks the strect.
One was dressed as a devil, a second as o
babcon and a third wore a huge donkey's
head, the ecars and under jaw of which
were movable, The demon and the baboon,
one of whom carried a light board, kept
charing each other over the roof, runn ng
nimbly about on the sloping sides. When-
ever the one who happened to have the
board conld deal the other a blow he did

it, much By the amusement of the crowd.
It seemed as If the two men wonld

below.
never tire, but at length they dld, whereat
several other men who had been sitting
idly in the windows behind came out and
turred a huge searchlight on the crowd. It
glare was halled with “Ohs" and "Ahs”
and various other expressions, for to many
:pou the street it was an object of won-
er.,

Then the demon and the baboon set to
work to tease the donkey, who waved his
ears and kicked. This pleased the onlook-
ers, too, the children especially, who
screamed shrilly, At length the throbbing
of ‘the drums aroused the people to a
knowledge of the fact that the floats were
near at hand. They were aware of the po-
lice first. The mounted bluecoats swooped
down uppn them, scatleriog them like
sheep. They were loath to taking to the
sidewalk just yet, but they had to, or at
least they were obliged to try to. The
officers rode their horses so close to the
outer edges of the crowd that they were
fain to look out for the safety of their toes,
The first ®oal was greeted with a few yells,
but as a rule the crowds wers not very
demonstrative. But each float was enjoyed,
neverthaless. The policemen could not be
evervwhere at once, so it came o pass
that numerous persons got out upon the
street and marched with the procession.
‘One of these, a young fellow whose shoes
were dusty and stained, was the reciplent
of this just as he reached Ninth and Wal-
nut street: “Looky heah, boy; you'd better
get another pair o' shoes if you goin® to
walk all night like that."” It was a colorad
woman whe said it, and those who heard
laughed. There was some speculation as
to the sex of the individuals on tha floats.
Two young fellows in the crowd who ap-
peared to be from the rural districts dis-
cuseed the subject. Sald one: *'Oh, glt oul.
1 got a notion they ain't women at all.™
The persons in question appeared to enjoy
themselves in spite of their somewhat sum-
mery garments and the lavish amount of
paint on their faces, Frequently  they
would grin and wave their hands to friends
they saw stanling on the sidewalk,

The long llne went leisureiy up Walnut
street with four or five bands playing at
the same time., Ore drum major was asked
by a street gamin, *'Go on, why don’t yon
play?* ‘The youngster was put out be-
cause the band did not play every step of
the way. The man with the baton grinned
and, turning to his men, asked, *Can’t you
try it again?' Meantime the procession
was being watched by thousands, Fig-
urea appeared in every window, and peo-
ple could be seen on roofs algo, As for the
sidewalks, they were packed fron: the
curbstone to the bulldings behind, Just
as the flont “Jewels'" was passing Emery,
Bird, Thayer & Co.'s store on its way up
Eleventh street, a young man of a humor-
ous turn of mind addressed himself thus
to the bride om Its fromt. “Say, that big
hand gives yon away. Get onto it It
looks like It was made o wood.” The
bride smiled broadly through her or his
paint. On thelr reaching Girand avenues
the paraders had an easier time of it. The
streeta were not so crowided and the lignt
which played upon them was not So strong.
The last float, "“The North Pole,”" the onco
which had on it several men with big gro-
tesque faces, was followed by a hooting
crowd of small boys, who pald their re-
spects to the faces in vigorous street lan-
guage. On reaching Sixteenth street the
procession turned and countermarched
The flery dragon did not go so far south
as Sixteenth street for some reason or
other. He went on}y to Fourteenth street.
The result was that the crowd which hail
flocked to Bixt=enth street found It had
missed something, end made its way has-
tily back. The fiery showers from the
mongter's nostrils were thought very won-
derfdl indeed.

Down Main Street t the Junctiion.

For the first time in the history of the
Priests of Pallas parade in Kansas City,
tha tin horn nuisance was nearly sup-
preszed, only an occasional hlast being
heard along tHe line of march. At the
Junction the police captured geveral horns
and destroyed others umtil the discordant
nolse was stopped.. The horns which were
teken up were turned In at the pollee sta-
tion, to be given out, when the proper time
for blowing them comes, on Karnival day.

The only real inconvenlence, outside of
the usual crowding which the spectators

experienced, was the bladders In the hands
of many boys, and even men, who thought
it smart to strike everybody within reach,
not excepting ladies, and everyone was
constantly expecting to have his hat knock-
ed off, or receive o blow in the face. This
was stopped as much as possible, but not
altogether.

The parade countermarched at Six-
tecnth and Grand avenue, and the side-
walks were packed to the curbs, the police
keving no little trouble keeping the people
out of the street. At the Junction the usual
crowd was present, and it was impossible
to go in any direction after once getting
in the jam. The police kept exceptionally
=pod order along Main street, while the
parade was passing, although they had
a hard time to keep the people from in
front of the passing cars at the Fifth aml
Ninth strest crossings after the cable
started.

In the North End.

The first three divisions were in advance
of the rest of the parade about a block
and a half at Sixth and Central streets,
and were delayed there until the rest came
up. The Intersecting streets along the
roiite from there to Seventh and Central
were filled with crowded farm wagons.
The occupints joined in with those on the
sidewnlks In cheering the passing floats
and bands, although, by their remarks,
they evidently knew little of the subject
treated. But they all enjoyed the specticie
and manifestad their approval all along the
line from Sixth and Delaware to Seventh
and Central.

HBack to the Den Once More.

Broadway mnear the Coates House was
well peopled as early as § o'clock, although
the parade did not reach that portion of
the city until two hours liter. The people
walted patiently. Those who had been AL
former parades knew that if they had good
=eiits they would be better off to keep
them, even at the expense of a long walt.
Others went over to the East side of the
clty, saw the first part of the parade and
then hurried back to the West side and
saw It again. The fact that they had to
struggle through & mass of humanity to
get from one place to another dm_nur. de-
ter them in the least from getting two
views of the floats.

The street was filled when the parade
passed, and much cheering was indulged in
as the varlous floats passed in review.
The trip east on Twelfth was somewhat
marred owing to the fact that a dozen
cable cars were lined up between Broad-
way and Central, forcing the procession
to pass by on the south half of the street,
which obstructed the view of many, and
gave but limited space for the floats.

The parade moved east on Twelfth street
to Grand avenue and north to Ninth street
and then east to the den. Every foot of
the way was blocked by large crowids,
and It was with some difficulty at places
the police coulil clear the street for the
procession. The people were good natured
and pushed and bumped about with many
goud natured jibes. There were many re-
marks on the beauty and finish of the
floats, and expressions of satisfaction were
heanl all along the line of march.

Enormous crowds were packed in the vi-
cinity of the grand stands on Grand ave-
nue between Ninth and Tenth streets, As
the floats passed beneath the great arch
at Ninth street and Grand avenue, they
presented a most beautiful appearanes.
Afier passing under the arch, they turned
enst on Ninth street and procesded back
to the den.
