Puvls de Chavannes, the famgus deco-
rator of the Pantheon, the Sorbonne and
the Hotel de Ville at Paris, of the mu-
geums at Rouen and at Amiens, and of
many other public buildings, has just com-
pletéd the three last of the great paint-
Ings ordersd by the Boston public library,
There are nine in the series, eight for pan-
els to the right and left of the marble stair-
case, and the other for the upper gallery
thit opens Into the maln reading room.

The three plctures just finlshed are now
on exhibition W Parls prior te being
shipped for their destination. French ecrit-
fcs hail them as the master works of the
veteran painter. They are large allegor-
leal compositions representing Philosophy,
Chemistry and Physics,

Homage to the human mind is symbol-
lzed in *Philosophy.” In a magnificent
garden, In an Elyslan landscape, essentially
Greek In lts atmosphere, Plato Is holding
high discourse with a pupll, while other
students walk and meditate In the back-
ground.

Homage to sclence Is expressed In the
companion pictures, which preserve the
same simplicity and grandeur, together
with a singular beauty and vivacity of in-
vention. “Physics” la represented by a ta-
vine along which run two electric wires.
A whiteffigure floats above one line with a
radiant expression; beneath, another fig-
ure, clad in black, Its face hidden in Its
hands, file8 with unwilling haste over the
other wire, It is good news and bad news
cleaving through space and carrying their
respective messages of joy and woe,

“Chemistry’” shows us a falry standing
upright In a cleft of the earth, & lantern
In her hand. At her feet a number of Ht-
tle genil watch over the action of the fire
which they have under a retort. Mineral
ores are scattered hither and thither,while
at one side a blustering animal, making
ready for flight, reminds us what a mys-
terious retort is the earth itself and sym-
bolizes organic chemistry.

Since the death of Medssonler, Puvis de
Chavannes is the most consplcuovs sur-
vival of the great age of French art. But
Meissonier won his laurels almost Immedi-
ately, while De Chavannes had a long and
painful struggle for recognition. Misun-
derstood by his fellow workers, ridiculed
by most of the critics, condemned by the
public, which, unable to read his work at
a glance, troubled itself liitle to penetrate
its central idea, each of the salons - In
which he exhibited proved the stations of
his Calvary. ;

And now everything !s changed. The =a-
lons welcome with open arms the master-
which at first they rejected and
then grudgingly admitted, and the publlo
renders him honor equal, If nol superior,
to that accorded to Meissonler. Is It be-
cause the fruits of his green old age arm
superior to those of his youth and of the
maturity of his talent? No one will say
this. No; It is not the art of Puvis which
has been perfected and aggrandized so as
to disarm criticlsm, but the public taste
which has been clarifled; it is the new
birth of Ideallsm that has brought It to &
comprehension of an art that formerly baf-
fied the critics and the mob.

Instance im India Which Shows the
Absurdity of Native Bellefs.

We all know a horrid cuatom of the past,
which was that of human sacrifice In con-
Junction with the erection of a building or
the construction of a bridge. It was sup-
posed that mo such superstition was dis-
covered among the Dravido-Tibetan races,
A correspondent writes to Nature that this
bellef dees exist

There was a ridiculous story rife In Hen-
g2l pot long ago that the queen of Eng-
Iand, for some purpose unknown, want-
ed the heads of five children from each wil-
lage. All the villagers hid and were pre-
pared to fight for their children. It took
months before the people could be made to
belleve how utterly absurd was the atory.
