FIVE CELEBRATED SPEAKERS.

Big Tent Was Crowded Last Night
to Hear Sound Money Doctrine.

The big tent on Huron place was filled
to its utmost capacity last night., The oc-
casion for this large assembly was the
appearance of five distingulshed gentlemen,
Hon. Frederick W. Holls, of New York;

At & o'clock last night they all appeared
at the wigwam, where about 3,000 people
huad assembled in honor of their visit and
for the purpose of hearing some argument
on the issues of the closing campalign.

While Hon. Frederick Holls was the
principal speaker of the evening, he con-
sented to allow Governor Morrill and his
companions the first chance at the audi-
ence, owing to the fact that they hadi to
catch an evening traln out of the city for
another point in the state.

Manager Joe Shannon and his fellow boss-

es have been hinting during the past three
days that they would "spring a sensation.”
Inquiry among the sub-bosses and “plug-
gers,” some of whom have very indiscreet-
Iy givem away the plans of their superior
gangsters, resulted in obtaining the In-
formation that it ig Intended to have men
in the parade assaulted in order that the
bosses may cry “'Outrage! Great Repub-
lican Outrage!” 'This ery will be taken
up by the gang organs and set before their
readers under big headlines.

It is said that at certain points along the

line some of the gang ‘“pluggers” will be
stationed, armed with stones and eggs,
which they will throw at some of the pa-
raders and then disappear in the crowds
that will line the streets. The honest cit-
izens of Kanaas City, irrespective of party
affiliation, will know by whom these mis-
siles are thrown. In order that no dishonor

Pollasky Speak for McHime
ley mnd Sonund Money.

“If we had stuck to that law and that ot
1875, providing for the recall of greenbacks,
we never would have been where we are
to-day. In 1876 we began paying our debts
as honest people and between 1576 and
1892 we exported $1.892,000,000 more of prod-
pets than we Imported.

“I know Mr Bland. Hes an honest, up-
right and slnicere gentleman, but he knows
no more about finance than Bill Bryan
does, not a bit, If you were to put them
into a bag and shake them together God
only knows which would come out first.
Why, Mr. Bryan goes 20 far as lo attack
the supreme courd, Did he ever try a case
before that court? He says that the su-
preme court made a great blunder when it
declared the income tux unconstitutional.
Nobody =ays thet congress has not a right
to levy a tax and the supreme court did

pot rule mo. Mark you, the copsiitution )

provides, though, that when a direct tax
is made it shall be apportioned among the
several states according to their popula-
tion. Was there any provision for appor-
tionment in this proposed law? The whole
canvass is conducted by these fellows on
the principle that a rich man has to pay
no taxes, Though I did not approve of all
of that ruling' on the Income tax, T have
tried 50 many cases before the supreme
court that I have come to love and honor
that great tribunal. Many times I have
thought that court wrong only to learn by
subsequent knowledge that ¥ was right
and I was wrong.

"“These men seem to be wild. They say
that all you want is a 50-cent dollar. Den't
you suppose that when we have B0-cent
dollars they will want us to take 25-cent

‘| dollars or 10-cent dollars? What is to pre-

vent it?In 183 we had a single gold
standard. I was In congress then and the
Democratic party passed the bill which
gave us that standard. R. M. T. Hunter
was the chalrman of the committea on
finance and Mr. Durham was the chairman
of the house committee, Presldent Fillmore
slgned that bill A month before he went
out of office. It was meant to be a single
gold standard act and it was. I mever saw
such: prosperity in this country as I saw
after the passage of that act. Why, at
Louislana, In this state, where I was then
living, a bushel of wheat sold for $2 and
every farmer was pald In gold dollars
minted from the gold that was being
mined in California.

“These fellows say England is prosper-
ous, and so she Is. They admit it. They
call her the octopus of the world into
whose coffers flows the wealth ang, the
commerce of the nations. For hundreds
and hundreds of years England struggled
with the question that confronts us to-
day, trying to keep two metals on a parity,
and then she gave it up and created a gold
standard for herself, She has been great
ever since. Tom Benton saw she was
growing greater and greater year by year
and he tried to have this country do the
same. And do you know what they aid?
They called him ‘Old Bullon.” Wken I
go to Paris or Berlin or Vienna and I have
money transactions, they ask me always
what sort of money I want, Bank of En-
gland notes or gold sovereigns. I want the
day to come in these United States when
gold shall be pald over the counters of
our banks to the farmers and mechanics
of this country just as sllver certificales
are to-day.

“The only real standard s the gold
standard. I'm In favor of a bushel that
is a bushel. I'm in favor of a yard stick
which measures thirty-six inches, neL
eighteen inches to-day and twenty-four
inches to-morrow. I want a standard that
is not llke & thermometer, high when it's
warm and low when it's cold."

General Henderson's s?eeeh was preceded
by one by Marcus Pollasky, an eloquent
Chlcago attorney, who has been campaign-
ing with him. He, too, dellvered a fine
speech, In the course of which he scored
Altgeld and Bryan. He said of the latter:
