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ONCE MORE YICTORIOUS.

GREER, MILLS & C0. DEFEATED IN
THE FEDERAL COURT.

The Firm Must Pay Its §1,000 Fine or
Ceane Husiness on the Floor ef
the Live Stock Exchange—
Opinion Exhaustive.

The Kansas City Live Stock exchange
se~terday won & strong point in the fed-
eral ecurt in the fight it i1s baving with
one of its rebellious members, the firm of
Greer, Mills & Co., and the long decision
rendered by the court came pretty nearly
closing the case. In the opinton Judge
Philips dissolved the injunction sgainst the
exchange and as the case stands at pres-
ent the firm I= out of the exchange, and
can be “posted” and frozen out as much as
the rules of the exchange provide, While
the aitorneys for the firm are not ready
to stop, they are not decided Just what
steps may be taken In the case, nor will
they declde untll they have an audience
this morning with Mr. Greer, who will ar-
rive from Chicago.

The exact point on which the dacision of
the court was based yesterday was that
W. 8. Hanna, one of the directors, lived
in Kansas, and refused fo come into Mis-
sourl to be sued. That/left the exchange
with but a partial representation in the
court, and it was held that all parties to
the suit must be in court when sued, and
innsmuch as the exchange Is = voluntary
parinership. or assoclation, its members
could not be brought from one setate into
enother. In declding this the court went
further and discussed the situation in s
grneral features, and on these predicated a
portion of the opinfon. 1t was something
celizhtful to the members of the exchange,

Groeer, Mills & Co. were for many years
prominent members of the exchange, They
wore charg=l with rebating 1o influence
trade, and when tried on the charge were
adjudged gullty and glven the assoclation
fine of §1,000, which they very prompuy re-
fusad to pay. The fight then began. The
exchanze had collectdd similar fines from
other firms, and it did not propose to relax
{1= vigilance. The firm was notitied that it
must pay or lose its standing and forfeit
s privileze as a member. It still refused
10 pay and began s=ult In Kansas to prevent
the exchange expelling It. It lost the spit
and an appeal Lo the supreme court gave it
no rellef, and then sult was filed in the
federal court here, and on the petition the
court gave it an injunction preventing
the expulsion and commanding the mem-
bers nol to discriminate againet the firm,

The firm. had been posted. that is a no-
tice had been placed on the Exchange bull-
etin forbiding the members from trading
with the flrm, an an order had bean
given to prevent the inspectors of the us-
sociation from “docking” the hogs recelved
by the firm. This was undone by the prder
of the federal court, and since that the
case has rested until yesterday. The ac-
tion of the court takes away from Greer,
Mills & Co. the protection they
received from the order and leaves them
on the outside, with no rights In the as-
sociation, unlesa they get to the front and
pay the ﬂ.ne

In discussing the case the court decided
the only way to force a citizen of one
#tate Into another to defend a sult was
under the provisions of the act of 18%, and
as this case did not come within the pro-
vince of that act, it left one defendant
outside the jurisdiction of the court, and
forced the dissolution of the' tnjuncllon.
The court called attention to the incon-
sistency of the plaintff in assuming to
still be & member of & voluntary associa-
tion while in rebelllon against a portion
of the provisions of the assoclation, and
then continued:

*“Bo, walving any guestion whether or
not certain provisions of the articles of
agreement and by-laws are contrary (o
public policy, the fact remains that, had
the compliant declined when it applied for
admission into the assoclation to subscribe
to and sccept the articles and by-laws as
& whole, it would hava not been admitted
to membership.

“In such contingency it would hardly
need the citation of authorities to command
the assent of the learned counsel represent-
ing this complainant to the proposition that
no court would issue a mandatory Injunc-
tion compelling the admission of such an
applicant to membership, for the palpable
reason that it is entirely a matier of con-
tract, It takes two parties to make a cun-
tract, and courts ought never to undertake
1o make a contract between two free, re-
sponsible persons. It does seem to me that
this complainant must choose to be elther
in or out of this association. It cannot be
half 4n and half out. If a member and the
contract of membership be what Is some-
times Inaptly termed ‘illegal.’ but is simply
one In a contravention of a sound publie
policy, it is ope which the courts do not
prohibit the making of, but which they will
simply ‘not enforce.” And the converss of
the propoesition must hold good, that, if he
be ou=ide of such an association, he can-
not appeid to a court of equity to reinstate
him after exnpulsion: nor can he base any
right of actlon on the allcged illegal char-
acter of part of the articles of association
of the exchange or [tz by-laws, fo long as
he Ins<ists upon the rights of a member, A
member iz entitled to the privileges and
rights inkering to A membership so long
Keens hiz part of the contract,
expressed In Bls subscribing to the articles
and by-laws of the association.

“It 18 a wencral rule of law, applicable to
#uch veluntary aszsociations, that & mem-
ber muxt either submit to its rules or sur-
render his membership.”

Vienna, Nov. 5.—At 11 o'clock this morn-
ing, in the chape! of Hofburg, Louls Phi-
lippe Robert, Duke of Orleans, pretender
to the throne of France, was married te
the Archduchess Dorothea. The guests
waited in the chapsl the coming of the
bridal couple, while Emperor Francis Josef,
the queen of Portugal, the Duke of Ur-
leans, the Archduchess Maria Dorothea,
the members of the imperial house and
the foreign princes waited in the Mirror
hall of the palace. At the signal from the
minister of the ceremonies, the cortege
traversed the state apartments, which were
lined by the life guards, to the chapel in
the following order:

The imperial herald; the bridegroom, ac-
companied by the Duke of Chartres ard
the Archduke Josaf, father of the Arch-
duchess Aaria Dorothea; the bride, ac-
companled by the Countess of Paris, moth-
er of the bridegroom, and the Duchess
Flotilde; Emperor Francis Josef, with the
queen of Portugal; the Duke of Coanaught,
representing Victoria, and the Duchess of
Aosta; the Duke of Aosta, representing the
king of Italy, and the Archduchess Maria
Josepha; the archdukes and forelgn prin-
cesses and the archduchess and forzign
princes. Amid a flourish of trumpets and
the rolling of drums, the wedding proces-
slion entered the Imperial chapesl, where
they were received by Cardinal Grischa,
the archbishop of Vienna, who spriakled
the procession with holy water,

The bride and bridegroom then knelt at
a Prie dieu, the wedding rings were blessed
and handed to them on & golden salver.
After placing the rings on each other's
fingers, the bridal pair clasped hands and
were agaln sprinkled with hely water,
Mass was next celebrated and a Twe Deum
was chanted., At the conclusion of these
ceremonies, the wedding procession was
re-formed, this time led by the bride and
bridegroom, and the imperial party re-
