THE LATE CHARLES G. HOPKINS
LEFT A REMARKABLE WILL.

Nearly All Hisx Money and Properiy
Left to His Secretnry and Land-
Indy=Wntkins on Trinl for
Defrauding Rallronds,

Charles . Hopkins' will, relative to
which there has been not a littie popular
conjectore, was admitted to probute yves-
terday. It was drown up by him on Feb-
runry 25, 1885, and was wimessed by ex-
Mayor Henry C. Kumpf and Attorney C.
0. Tichenor. 1t s one of Lhe most curious
documents ever filed with the clerk of the
probate court, Property valued at half a
million of dollars is left to Thomas M.
Barr, the testator's agent, whom he had
known but four yvears, whilst Mizs Haitie
Elizabeth Calvert, a boarding house keécp-
er at 418 West Tenth street, where he re-
sided, i left o block of houses and a forty-
foot lut these houses and the
Coates opera house.  This lot has on it
the of o projected building
which I8 worth $130%. The block consl=ts
of Nos 418, 490, 42 and 424 West Tenth
strect. It was in the first of these that
Mr. Hopkins died.

The total value of the properly left Miss
Calvert is estimated at $5,00, One of the
provisions of this remarkable will is: I
do solemuly declare that I am not married;
also, that I have no children. I have no-
ticed, however, the easiness with whieh
sworn  testimony may be procured and
produced In support of the claims of such
pergons. 1 therefore make express provis-
ion in this Iast will as follows: 1 glve and
begueath to such person or persons as sanll
be found, proved and established, whether
before or after the execution of this will,
the sum of $ each.”

Another provision [s: I further give and
bequenth to said Harriet Blizabeth Calvert
a Bum of money equal to the sum, if any,
which she may owe me at the time of my
death on any account whatever, In re-
specl, of this devise and bequest which
gives to her the real estate, they are made
to her in consideration of pust attendance
and <care during sickness in the latter
vears of my life, and for making me a
comfortable home and for the [riendship 1
bear her,”

Mr. Barr, who boarded with Mr., Hop-
kins, and who came here from Fort Worth,
Tex., a few yvears ago, is to be the exccu-
tor, It Is stipulated In the will that he
n_:uh't buy a lo: in one of the ¢emeteries of
IKansas City large enough to accommo-
date the bodles of twelve persons. He must
remove the bodies of seven of Mr, Hop-
kins' relatives from Unjon cemetery to this
lot, 50 that Mr. Hopkins' body and thelrs
shall reést in the same spol., He is then to
erect 4 monument on the lot, the cost of
which must not be less than $4,000

Mr. Hopking' relatives were hardly re-
membered at all by him, Those who are
Poft beauests are his sister, Mrs, Narclssa
Nelsan, of Indianapolis, Imd., and her
ehildren; his half-sister, Mre, Martha Mar-
tin, of Maysville, Ky.. and her chil-
dren; his sister, Mrs. Mary J. Comstock,
and bher husband and childeen; the children
of hls dead sister, Mr=, Elizabeth A, Beam,
of Imlianapolis, Ind. ;the children of his dead
half-brother, Thomas J, Hopkins; his niece,
Mrs. Mary J. Antram, of Findlay, O,, and
her hosband and children; Mrs. Jogenhine
Latimer, of Springfield, (., and her hus-
Dband and children: his brother, Charles G.
Hopkins, of St. Louls, and his wife and
children: the children of his dead niece,
Mrs. Emma B. Bither, of Saginaw, AMich,
The total of the bequests to these persons
is only $4.600. -

Mr. Hopkins was an old resident of Kan-
sas8 City, and died at the age of 76 His
demise, which was so sudiden as to create
some comment, took place at 418 West
Tenth street, on October M. It was learn-
ed from the physicians that his dea'th was
due to congestion of the stomach. He had
lived at Miss Calverl's for ten years. He
was an Intimate friend of Colonel Kersey
Coates.

CHARGED WITH FRAUD.

John B. Watking, who was vice presl-
dent of the Indian Rice Milling Company
when it was In business in Kansas City
two yvears ago, Is on trial In the federal
court on the charge of defrauding the rail-
roads by rendering false bills of lading for
the shipments made from the mill. He ‘was
indicted with Homer A. Judd;, the presi-
dent of the company, last spring. Juild
pleaded guilty and pald a fine but Watkins
has declared from the flrst that he was
not gullty., The case was slurted by the
Western Weighlog Association, lts officers
having discovered the deception and re-
ported 1t to the interstate commerce H82o0-
cintion., The charge = that the company
would load a car with 25,06 or 3000 pounds
of stuff, report the car at 20,000 and have it
billed out at that weight.

Watkins has declared from the first that
he waos not a participant Iin any way in
the fraud. The evidence yesterday was to
the effect that he did all he coull to place
the facts before the officers of the associn-
tion as soon as he was told of the double
deal that was being worked, The eazs
will probably be concluded to-day.
