WHAT IS PRESENTED BY THE PUB-
LISHERS THIS WEEK.

The Result of Literary Work =as
Shown by the New Books That
Are Om the Publishers'
Bhelves—Literary Notes.

“Football,” By Walter Camp and Lorin
F. Deland. In three parts. Mr, Camp has
been since 1880 the leading football coach
at Yale university, and Mr. Deland has
been for the last four years a most prom-
Inent coach of the Harvard university foot-
ball players. The present work is the re-
sult of their joint collaboration, and is un-
questionably the most thorough and Im-
portant treatise on the subject which has
¥et been written. It represents a labor of
over & year by each of its authors. It con-
si=sts of three parts, the first of which is
football as seen from the speclators’ seats,
and represents the game as the public re-
&4rds it. Part 11 is the players’ section,
and gives all the information needed by
the beginner. It treats of the funda-
mentals of the game, of Lthe play of the
various positions, of the relationship be-
tween positions, of team play, and of train-
ing. There are chapters on blocking, break-
ing through, interfering for the runner,
opening holes in the line, kicking, etc.
Part 111. is the asdvanced science of the
gam=, In thls section are considered the
problems of generalship, of field tactics, of
development and method In team coaching.
It is addressed “To the Coach,” and is un-
doubtedly the ablest exposition of sclentific
foothall ever made.

With the book are numerous diagrams; a
dlagram of the general coaching system for
the season, disgrams of the ordering of
the gams upon the field, disgrams of team
development, half a dozen training dia-
gams and over fifty dlngrams of plays.
The book is very comprehensive, and really
exhausts the subject of one of the most
snjoyable of American sports, which, in
addition to the element of skill In the plny-
er, has all the tactical possibilities of war.

“Won Under Protest,”” By Celia E. Gard-
ner. This is a story as far removed from
the sensational as possible, vet In matter
as well as style, possesses a fascination
which wlll recommend it to the general
novel reader.

It has no misslon save to amuse: pro-
fesses to be nothing more than a simple
love story; is In fact not much more than
a study of a woman's heart—inat of ore
whoe having loved in her eariy woman-
hood with the love of a lifetima», and been
disappointed, has fough: n=rs=1{ into calm-
ness; the bitter experience leaving, how-
ever, so lasting an impression as to make
her resolve never again to give her happi-
ness and peace of mind into the keeping of
@ny man.

After a lapse of ten years, her home
being broken up by the death of her
mother, she goes to a distant town to re-
side with an only sister, where, to her
annoyance and consternation she finds her
old love, who has marrisd immedintely
after the broken engagement, established
with his wife as the near neighbor and in-
timate friend of the family with whom she
has come to dwell, The struggle to live
her life in constant association with those
who have done so much to wreck its happi-
ness, and keep her heart free from the old
thralldom, both before and after the wife
obligingly takes her departure to another
world, forms the subject of the story.

When In due time her hand is sought in
marriage by her old lover, she is still o
rejuctant to put herself in the bondage of
passion, while confessing her ability to
love him, and only him, an®® so assured
that a marriage between them would not
result in happiness for either that she
gives him his conge in a letter that is, per-
haps, the finest bit in the book. This, how-
ever, he refuses to accept as final, and
after a year's probation, she is at last, in
spite of continued misglvings, “Won Un-
der Protest."

Sclemn people should not try to mix them-
sclves up with Stockton's stories. They
are built for people who llke noveilties.
“Mrs Cliff's Yacht,”” Stockton's latest
hook, is a continuation of “The Advent-
ures of Captain Horn,” or, at least, the
reader is introduced anew to some of the
characters of that entertaining romance.
Stockton's success has been greatest in
some of his short storles, such as “Mrs.
