"Wheat had a weak opening, and during
the first hour sold a full ?ic below the
clcso Saturday. But the season of weak-
ness was brief. Black sea shipments of
wheat for the week amounted to about
t,6O0,000 bushels. The shipments for thi3
tide wer 4,223,000 bushels, making a total
of nearly 10.000,000 bushels. This In Itself
was sufficient to cause a weak opening,
but Liverpool again showed indifference,
although this was probably the result of

Panhandle calves purchased for Kansas"
feeders this fall. Y'et he thinks there are
more than the usual number of cattle now
In the Panhandle and Western Texas. Tha
grass there i3 said to be better than for
a number of years. In Southern Texas tha
grass ls also good, but there are fewer
cattle. In Central and Northern Tex.13
there are fewer cattle and less feed than
for a number of years, resulting from
drouth. The loss by death from Texas
fever this year, as compared with last, id
in tho proportion of one to live

During tho quarantine season the Capi-
tal Syndicate Company took 12,500 cattlo
from "the Panhandle and Western Texas to
Montana; the Western Union Beef Com-
pany, 9,500 to the same state, and Robert
