stite urgently recommends that all action
be postponed in congress until the end of
the present campaizn, whon, If the Span-
lards are not successful, he bel
recommended in the president's message,
that soma form of intervention should be
applivd by the United States.”

It is stated that Secretury Olney will go
before the senate committee to-morrow and
pive a great deal of confidential Informa-
tion relative to Cuba which Is In his pos-
sesgion. A majority of the members of
the commities express ignorance of the in-
tention of Mr. Olney to appear before the
committee, but there Is no doubt that he
told Senator Sherman, who saw him for o
few moments to-day, he woulld be glnd to
appear at the committee’s meeting o throw
all the light possible on the subject for the
guidance of the commities, For the proe-
tectlon of his advisers, Secretury Olney
undoubtedly will ask that his communiceas-
tions be Kept strictly secret.

It is the expeetation of all the members
of the committee th'.u a vote will be reach-
ed at the meeting fo-morrow on the Cam-
eron resolution, declaring for Cuban in-
dependence nnd the frivnds of the resolu-
tlon express no doubt that the resolution
will receive the approval of & mujority of
tha committee.

The Intention of the majority ls to vote
to report the resolution Monday and allow
it to remnin on the senute calendar until
after the hollduay recess.

The report that has already been pre-
pared Is known to be very satisfactory to
the majority in favor of action and it is
not belleved there will be any facts pre-
sented by Secretary Oloey which will mi-
terially change the conditions. Already
there is n protest against any action by
persons who fear that values will be dis-
turbed and business injured by any declir-
ation of the Kind proposed. Different sendas
tors have urged members of the foreign
relutions commitiee not' to he hasty in the
matter of acting on the Cuban resolutions
and suggested delay, but so far it his not
Influenced the majority members of the
committee. The reply has been thit tha
best way is to have the erialn, If it In to
come, and be over with it as quickly as
possible,

An effort was made to-day while the
sennte was in executive session, to Securs
reconsideration of the vote by which the
senite agreed to wdjourn over until Monday,
in order, it is understood, to permit ap-
portunity to psesent a report to-MOrrow
on the Cameron resolution, in case one is
agrecd upon by the committes. The motlon
wus made by Senator Carter, after a con-
ference with Seantor Cameron. The friends
of the resolution apparently did not realize
thnt the ndjournment of the senate until
Monday next might have the offect of de-
luying a report until after the adjourn-
ment had been decided upon. They then
concluded that thelr measure might be
crowded out entirels until weil into Jan-
uary. They had little hope of securing re-
conglderntion, and the result of Senntor
Carter’s motlon proved thit In this they
wers corrvct, The senate declined to con-
sider the motion, but acted promptly upon
a contra-motion by Senator Aldrich, to ad-
JUUTT.

The comservatives on the Cuban aqnestion
are inclined 1o regand thie result ax sig-
nificant, as showing the feeling of the sen-
ate on this guestion, but the Cuban advo-
cites ns=ert thot such Is not the case, as
the test was by no menns full of fair. The
incident and the Inference drawn from it,
however, serve to hring to the surface the
fact, which has n growing mere and
more patent dally, that theer s a strong
eleément in the senote opposcd to iny radi-
enl agitation on the Caban question at this
time because of s supposed adverse effect
upon the conuntry’s business Interests.
