SOUGHT RELIEF IN DEATH.

MRS, SOPHIA CATTS DEEMED LIFE
NO LONGER ENDURABLE.

Commlitted Snicide by Inhaling Illum-
innting Gas—Dled in Her Wed-
ding Dress After Making
Cureful Preparntion.

Mr=. Sophia Gatts, the wife of Thomas F.
Gatts, an attorney in the New York Lafe
bullding, committed sulclde yesterday aven-
ing uat her home, 28 West Fourteenth
sireet, by Inhaling {lluminating gus. Bhe
recelved the vapor through a rubber tube
she hnd detached from her gns siove, ona
encd of which she had fixed to a gas jet in
the parlor, holding the other end In her
moeuth,

doead body was found about 6:30 by
deceased's brother, Augustus Long, of
1% Central street, and Officer Milton, of
ths Grand avenue police station, for whom
Mr. Long had telephoned before golng to
hisx sister's house, to make an investiga-
tion, bLeing evidently aware that all was
not well.

When the men entered the house they
found Mra, Gatts lying on her back on a
couch, one hand having fallen to her side,
while the other grasped the end of the gas
tubs which had fallen from her partially
openied mouth, Bhe was fully dressed and
had been dead but a few minutes. The
room was full of gas, but was in perfect
arder,

Coroner Bedford was notified and viewed
thie body of the dead woman, after which
it was removid to the home of Mrs. Gatts'
parents, at 156 Central strect. Three let-
ters prepared hastily by Mre, Gatts be-
fore she lay down to her death wers
found by Coroner Bedford on a stand, and
her Jewelry, consisting of rings and or-

its, had been lain carefully aside to

n 1o Mr. Gatts' children, of whom

are four, by a former marriage.

AN EXPLOSION OF FIRE DAMP

NINE MEN KILLED l&hA COAL MINE
AT PRINCETON, IND,

A Number of Others Injured, Some
Perhaps Fatnlly—Mine Was a
New One, and the Venti-
Iatlon Was Bad.

Princeton, Ind., Dec. 26—A terrific ex-
plosion of fire damp occurred in the mine
of the Mauls Coal Company, this elty, at
3:30 this afternoon. It was at first thought
that twelve men had been killed, but when

The men were at work making repalrs

| miners, blacksmiths and others were as-
| sl5ting in the work, while Robert Maule, a
son of Presldent John Maule, and trensurer
and mine superintendent of the company,
wis superintending the work. The mine
has been in operation only a short time.
The air shaft is not quite completed, and
ths mas which collects in portions of the
mine was {gnited by an open lamp.

Gas has frequently accumulated in pock-
ets, and several men bave been burned by
smill explosions. About two months ago a
werious explosion occurred, in which one
mon wns killed, and Frank Turbie, who
was Infured In to-day's explosion, was In-
Juredl, The state mine inspector Investi-
gated, and work went on with a small
force:. The miners went to  their daily
work without thinking of the danger they
were constantly :n. Last Sunday a jet of
£ne was fired by a blast and 1t burned all
night. In the morning the descent of the
ciges foreed gns to this jet and a terrific
explosion oceurred, but fortunntely there
wag no one in the mine.

To-day about twenty men ware engagal
in repairing the damage caused by thea ex-
plosion when the fire damp agnin let mo
with terrible force, this time with deadly
Lot e

The eacape of seven men from instant
dreath =meems almost a miracle, when it Is
considered that the huge cages were blown
from the shaft bottom to the top of the
top house, aver 50 feet above, by the force
| of the explosion. These cuges wore wrocked
=0 they were nseless and an iron bucket
was Improvised for & rescuing party as
soon ns possible after the accldent. The
first persons hrought up were Turbie,
Grill and two colored men, Duvis and
Pooker. The first was hadly burnad and
lwas enrrled to nn ambulsnce. Grill and
Daviz were apparentdy uninjured, and
walked off saving they were all right,
Booker was cut and burned and had to be
supportesl,  Afterward it was found lis
faw was broken and one saye was torn
from itz socket.

The the searching party began to bring
up the dead. The scenes around the mine
were most pathetie, Wives were weeping
piteonsly in angunish that the crowd vainiy
trie<d to alleviate, Mothers, datughters sons
and other relatives of the men in the mine
with blanched fices stood wringing their
hands, and some wers kept, from going
down the shaft with great difficalty.,

About midnight tha work of the rescuers
was rewarded by the discovery that three
of the men who were supposed to be dead
were alive. although terribly Infored. Since
then no more bodies, dead or allve, have
teen found, nnd the death list is likely
to stand as already given.

Tobe Lanshan, a negro,
who also worked for Stampfil, wax arrested
on suspicion.

The girl was sent to Bradenberger's drug
store about 5:30 vesterday evening and
Lanahan wns seen walking with her to-
wittd the alley which s connected with
the Stampfil bullding. That was the last
time the girl was seen alive. A white man
also says that he saw Lanonhan coming out
of the alley about 9 o'clock. Lunah#n
cliilms thit he left the store at 6 o'olock
and did not return to the place, The man
who saw Lanahan go in there is a re-
spected citizen und would have no reason
to lic about the matter. Lanahan's record
is also ngalnst him: he wns in jail once be-
forn for an attempt Yo ravigh a 9-year-old
girl. He is only half-witted and has been
in jall for sovernl miner crimoes.

The coroner’s jury has mijourned until
Monday, when It will continue with the in-
quesi.

The excitement among the negroes hus
heen at foever heat all day and on all cor-
ners they could be seen in small groups
discuesing the crime.

It wns 4 bad example, the governor sald,
for the citizens of the capital to set to the
people of the other parts of the state. The
crowd applauded when the governor con-
cluded, and the biggest part of it dispersed,

Sheriff Stone and Chief of Police Mender-
son have the jnil heavily zuarded and will
protect the prisoner at all hazardz. The
governor and Mayor Sllver are still at the
fail, In consultation with the officers. It
may be that the negroes mny make an at-
tempt to foree the jail before morning, but
ut midnight it seems doubtful, as they lack
a leader. The most prominent and influ-
ential of them are oppoged to lynching un-
til Lanahan's guilt is more clearly estab-
lished.

It has been & night of nerve straining ex-
citement. Governor Stone’s calm and de-
termined demeanor and his words of good
advice undoubtedly averted trouble when
the big crowd =urrounded the jall

The pollca think Lanahan is the guilty
mun and will do everything in thelr power
to procure more evidence against him.

UE 15 A DESERTER:

OXE KANSAS ELECTOR NOT QUALI-
FIED TO SERVE.

W. H. LINTON, OF CHERRYVALE.

DESERTED FROM THE UNION ARMY
AT LOUISVILLE, KY.

MEMBER OF AN OHIO REGIMENT,

NOTHING TO SHOW THAT HIS DIS«
ARILITIES HAVE BEEN REMOVED.

Undoubtedly Disqualified hy the Kane
sans Constliutlon From Veting
and Heolding Ofice—=Record
of the Deserter—Ohlo's
Adjntant General
Interviewed.

“William H. Linton entercd service
November 2N, 1864; age =22; sabsti-
tnte; deserted at Loulsville, Ky, on
Juune 12, 1865."

Topeka, Dec.. 26,—(Special.) W. H. Linton,
of Cherryvale, one of the fusion presiden-
tial clectors chosen In this state at the re-
cent election, is likely to be deprived of
the empty honor of casting a vote for W.
J. Bryan in the electoral college. Kanzas
will probably cast only nine votes, Instead
of ten, her quotn, becausa the fusion spolls
hunters saw fit to nominate & desertor
from the ranks of tha Unlon army as elect-
or, instead of A man who stood by his guns
in the hour of his country's peril.

The constitution of Kansas, as well as
tho laws of the United States, prevents a
deserter from voting or holding public of-
fice without the removal of his disability
In that particular. That Linton was & de-
serter. scems to be beyond question, and It
is the oplnion of a number of men heras
that he hos never had his disabilities re-
moved.

Investigation develops the fact that Lin-
ton enlisted in the Unlon army in Novem-
ber, 1864, as a substitate, joining tha Thir-
ty-second Ohlo volunteer infantry, and
that, seven months later, In June, 185, he
deserted at Loulsville, Ky. So far as a
patient seurch of the records at Washing-
ton, at Columbus, O,, and at Topeka has
revealed, the chirga of deserton has never
been removed, and Mr. Linton is not a
citizen of the United States, so far na the
right of franchise and officeholding s con-
corned.

“A Kansas legisinturs can forgive a rebel
and reatore hin rights as a cltizsen, but [
haves never known it to restore cltizenship
to & deserter from the Unlon ranks,™ said

Commander Whitney, .of {he stste G...A, .

R., to-night. “Kansans hate o desorter.”

Commander Whitney says that full eltl-
zenship eannot be restored to a deserter
until a special afder Iz made by the secre-
tary of war. Besides this, the Hansas con-
stitution has & word to say In the matter.
Paragraph 2 Section 171, In defining tha
qualifications of a voter or officeholder,
BOYE:

“No person under guardianship, non com-
pos mentis, or insane; no person convicted
of felony, unless restored to civil rights;
no porson who has been dishonorably dis-
charged from the service of the United
States, unless reinstated; no person gullty
of defrauding the government of the Unit-
od Stntes or any of the states thereof; no
person gullty of giving or recelving o bribe
or offering to glve or recelve u bribe, nnd
no person who has ever voluntarily acted
against the government of the United
States, or in any manner voluntarily aided
or abetted in the attempted overthrow of
sall government, except all persons who
hava been honorably discharged from the
military service of the United States since
the first day of April, A. D. 158L provided
that they have served one year or more
therein, shall be quallfied to vote or hoid
office in this state unmtil such disability
shall be removed by a law passed by o
vote of two-thirds of all the members of
both bLranches of the legisinture.”

That portion of the sertion quoted above
relating to military service was incorpor-
ated {nto tho state constitution by a vota
of the people November 5, 1867, It was In-
serted for the sole purpose of depriving
that cluss who fought mgainst the Union,
or deserted the Unlon army, of full citizen-
ship without thelr repenting and asking
forgiveness.

In discussing the question to-night. Judze
John Guthrie, one of the oldest and best
known lawyers In the stute, expressed an
opinion very emphatically that Linton was
disqualified to serve as a presidentisl elect-
or unleas his disability had been removed.
He sald:

“The constitution imposes a disquallfien-
tion to vota or hold office In Lhis stute,
enumernting certaln clisses, of wWhirh de-
perters from the Federal army comprise
one. The qualification Is personal to all
deserters from the army, and no such per-
son is quulified to vote or hold any offive
under the constitution in this state, and it
{# probable, too, thit all votes cast at the
November c¢lection for a deserter wers
abzolutely vold and should not be counted
for any deserter from the army, or for any
other person in cither of the classes enu-
merated by the constitution.*™

The Knnans s court has declded
that If the disqualiticntion s removed sub-
sequently to the election and prior to the
assumption of office, the person, though n-
elellle under sald provisions at the tima
of the election, will not be disqualified from
taking the offive. This declsion, however,
will not help Linton out If he has failed,
up to date, in getting his Jdisabliity
moved, for the redson that It regnires a
two-thinds votle of eich housa of the legiu-
