Promised Before Election' to Abolish
the Lnir Altogether, hat IIrtc

Suddenly Discovered That
It In a Good Tiling-Legisla- tive

Topeka, Kas., Jan. 21 (Special.) "With
b. view to strengthening their party In
Republican strongholds, the Populists have
hatched up a scheme to amend tho Metro-pollta- n

pollco law so as to apply It to
cities of the second class. Representative
Falrchilds, of Kingman, has been directed
to prepare the bill, and ho stated to-d-

that It would be Introduced during the
coming week. He is certain that it will
pass. Ho says that all of the Populist
members have been sounded and have
agreed to support it.

During tho campaign, the Populist ora-
tors condemned, in unmeasured terms, the
metropolitan police system as a vicious
measure, which afforded tho party in

an opportunity to build up aflower machine, and promised the people
of the first class cities "home rule" in the
event of the success of Leedy and his
crowd at the polls. But for some reason,
rlncc the election, they have discovered
that the systrm is all right, and should
not only not be abolished, but should be
extended to other .cities.

Falrchilds Is the originator of the scheme.
At first ho intended to put In n local bill
extending the system to Hutchinson, New-
ton and McPherson. The big Republican
majorities of those places worried him and
lie did not know of a better way to re-
duce them than to set up a state machine
there In the way of pollco boards. He
talked with a number of his colleagues
concerning the matter and they suggested
that it would be a good scheme to Include
all of the second class cities. They told
him to prepare such a bill and they would
xnako it a party measure and pass It.

Tho proposed extension of tho police sys-
tem will Include tho cities of Lawrence,Pittsburg, Emporia, Hutchinson, Parsons,
Ottawa, Argentine. Salina, Arkansas City,
Galena. Newton, Wlnfleld, CoffeyvIlle.Junc-tio- n

Wellington. Weir City. McPherson, Paoln,Independence, Chanule, Oskego, Horton
und a few others.

SHELDON'S ANTI-USUR- Y BILL
Ecnnte Committee Oppose the Pro-

vision Making the Princi-
pal Uncollectible.

Topeka. Kas., Jan. 23. (Special.) Tho
Eenato Judiciary committee to-d- spent
the entire forenoon discussing the bill reg-
ulating Interest charges Introduced by Sen-
ator Sheldon, the oldest and wealthiest
member of tho senate. It provided a legal
rate of G per cent, contract rate of S, andprovided that any attempt to collect over
8 per cent, either by deductions, gift or
otherwise, should operate to mako the en-
tire sum. both debt and Interest, wholly
uncollectible, and release tho debtor InJaw.

The committee looked upon the latterprovision as quite unreasonable and imprac-
ticable from a business standpoint, al-
though a number of the committeemen
wanted tho bill to go through Just as
drawn. Shortly before adjournment a sub-Mltu- te

was agreed to. cutting out tho pro-
vision making the debt void, leaving theprovision making tho Interest uncollecti-
ble. The bill will be reported Monday inthat form.

TO MAKE THE DESERT BLOOM.

Senate Irrigation Committee to Re-
port Favorably on Cooke's

Pond Scheme.
Topeka, Kas., Jan. 23. (Special.) The

ccnato committee on Irrigation to-d- con-
sidered, and on Monday will report favor-
ably on. the bill of Senator Cooke, of
Mitchell, known as tho pond measure. The
hill gives to land owners who constructponds, lakes or reservoirs covering an acre
of land a bounty equal to one-four- thetaxes paid on tho forty acres on which thepond is located. It appoints a pond com-
missioner and makes other necessary ar-
rangements to carry the act into effect.

Senator Cooke says the act will be one
of tho vital Tactors in tho solution of thequestion of Irrigation. He holds that thenet will causo thousands of ponds to be
constructed all over tho arid portion of the
Plate, the Influence of which will be potent
In stopping hot winds and In causing agreat change in tho conditions that causocrop failure. Tho ponds, he fcays. will fur-
nish fish and ice, will cause trees to grow
about each, and completely transform thecountry from a. treeless waste to a fertllo
land, dotted with green grass. Innumerable
lakes, babbling brooks and vegetation
equal io that In tho valley of tho Nile.
The utter collapse of the plan to IntroduceIrrigation In no way dampens the ardor of
Senator Cooke. Ho has put the pond Ideato a practical test on his large farm In
Mitchell county, and has realized tho bestor results, as have his neighbors also.

STATE TO MAKE FARM LOANS.

Cooke's Bill Providing for the Invest-
ment f the School Fund

Finds Favor.
Topeka, Kas., Jan. 21 (Special.) The

senate committees and state officers liave
been giving great attention to the meas-
ure Introduced by Senator Cooke providing
for tho loaning of the permanent School
fund of the state to tho citizens or thostate. Tho bill has been approved by Su-
perintendent Stryker and to-d- Attornev
General Boyle told Scnatoi Cooke ho hail
given an opinion approving the bill andwns anxious to see it passed. It Is In-
tended to keen the school fund Invested inthe Mate nnd stop Its Investment in bonds.It will meet with Populist approval In re-
lieving borrowers from asking loans of
ln&tern companies. A loan of CO per centcan be made on actual cash value of
farms, exclusive of nil perishable Improve-
ments. The bill provides that, in case ofdefault, the county in which the default Is
made shall pay the tax so defaulted andthe school fund commissioners shall pro-
ceed io enforce full payment by foreclos-
ure if neecssary. The bill has been ap-
proved and will be favorably reported by
the committee Monday.

It
gives city councils power to condemn side-
walks and have them replaced, to declare
certain streets business. streets and order
them, paved without petition, and provides
that payment for all public improvements
shall be made in special tax bills against
benefited prbperty. instead of Internal im-
provement bonds. Now the city pays the
contractor and tries to collect from the
property owners. The bill changes it so
that payment be made in special tax bills
against the property, for which the city
shall be m no wise responsible The con-
struction of sidewalks is to be by annual
contract, let to lowest bidder, to be paid
In 'special tax bills. The city .officers of
Kansas City, Kas., will sppear before the
committee to support the tilt.

ANTI-PAS- S BILL, INDORSED.

Senate Railroad Committee Will Re-
port It Favorably

Morning.
Topeka, Jan.23. Special.) The senate rail-

road committee thi3 afternoon decided to
report favorably on the anti-pa- ss bill of
Senator Lewelllng that prohibits the Issue
or acceptance of any pass, rebate, favor or
concession, under a penalty of JSOO fine or
one jear's imprisonment. It provides a
forfeiture of office for any officer, city,
county or state, elected or appointed, to
accept any pass.

The bill of Senator Young cutting Pull-
man car rates to cent per mile for dis-
tances greater than 100 miles, and 50 cents
for less distance, was also Indorsed and
both bills will bo favorably reported Mon-
day.

Disabilities.
Topeka, Kas., Jan. 23. (Special.) The

senate committee, on military affairs late
this afternoon agreed on a bill, that will
be presented Monday, removing the polit-
ical disabilities of all who
are residents of the state. The bill will be
a substitute for the numerous bills relating
to Individuals that pour In each session.

Grant Harrington May Get It.
Topeka, Kas., Jan. 23. (Special.) It Is

currently reported here that Grant TV.
Harrington, of Hiawatha, has been chosen
private secretary to United States Senator-ele- ct

W. A. Harris. No official announce-
ment has been made yet-- Mr. Harrington
has been a warm supporter of Mr. Harris
from the first.

TWO HOUSE CONTESTS.

Commissioner to Be Sent to Hodge-
man County to Take Evidence-Staff- ord

Case Postponed.
Topeka, Kas.. Jan. 23. (Special.) The

house committee on elections held a meet-
ing this afternoon and decided to appoint
a commissioner to go to Hodgeman county
to take evidence In the contest filed by J.
W. Hunter against E. P. Bradley. On the
face of the returns, Bradley was elected by
six votes, but Hunter expects to win on
partisan grounds, he being a Populist. He
charges that seven illegal votes were cast
for Bradley, and that he (Hunter) was
elected by 1 majority. He wanted to sad-
dle a big expense on the state by request-
ing that a largo number of witnesses be
brought in to testify, but. the committee
sat down on this scheme by deciding to
send a commissioner out there to tako tes-
timony. The committee also decided to or-
der all the ballots of that county forwarded
to It In order to make a recount.

Action on the Montgomery-Wilso- n con-
test from Stafford county has been post-
poned on account of the serious Illness ot
Mr. Wilson. According to the returns Mr.
Wilson was elected hy 2 votes, but Mont-
gomery Is a Populist and hopes to win be-

fore a Populist legislature.

"In 1691, I was elected state printer, qual-

ified and filled the term.
"In 1S3. I was elected state printer, qual-

ified and nllcd the term.
"In 1S93, no person was elected state

printer to be my successor for tho ensuing
term. Under tho constitution and the law
of the state of Kansas, I had nnd havo
tho right to hold office until my successor
Is elected and qualified. I never abandoned
the office. Havo been and am the regular,
lawful state printer of Kansas. I now de-
mand of you, and each of you, that you
recognize mo as Uie state printer and turn
over to me state printing until July 1,
1S3T, when my successor takes tho office.

It
is quite certain that two of tho members
of the Topeka board will be Wilson Keith
and Charles Holltday. Holllday is tho
Democratic member of the present board.

A $12,000000 STEAL.

State Superintendent Stryker Un-

earths a Gigantic Piece of Re-

publican Rascality.
Topeka, Kas., Jan. 23. (Special.) State

Superintendent Stryker, who imagines that
the whle world Is resting on his shoulders,
has unearthed a deal whereby tho Repub-
licans robbed tho state permanent school
fund out ot $12,000,000. This discovery was
made by him a few days ago and ho has
been unable to sleep since. Ho says that a
Republican legislature actually passed a
bill twenty-fiv- e years or more ago giving
to railway companies SOO.OOO acres of land
donated by the national government to tho
state for school purposes. Had this not
been done ho asserts that thero would be
$20,000,000 in the permanent school fund now
Instead of $8,000,000.

BOARD 0FEDUCATI0N.

Arrangement Mndc to Ventilate Some
'of the School HonscH Health

of Pupils Endnngercd.
At the regular meeting of tho board of

education last night It was decided to place
"window boards" on the lower sashes of all
tho windows In tho school buildings where
thero are not proper systems of ventilation.
These boards will be about four inches
wide and will be attached to the sashes
by hinges. When tho window Is raised,
the board will fall In place and prevent a
draught from blowing acrcss the heads of
tho pupils. The ventilation will bo made
through the crevice between tho upper and
lower sashes when tho window Is raised.

City Physician Coffin in visiting several
of the old school buildings found that the
health of the pupils was endangered on
account of the poor ventilating system. Tho
plan ordered last night, together with tho
protection against the Intense heat near
the radiators, which was ordered by the
board about the mlddlo of tho week. It isthought will mako tho atmosphere in all
the school rooms sanitary and of uniform
temperature.

POISEflED THEIR DM MEN.

SPANISH BARBARITY FAILS TO
REACIl INTENDED VICTIMS.

Troops Poison Wells! nnd Spanish
Guerrillas Arc the First to Par-

take More Than Twenty- -
five. Dead Cuba Nevrs.

Cincinnati, O., Jan. 23. A special to tho
Commercial Tribune from Key West says:
A horrible story comes from Jumento,
province of Santa Clara, telling of quick
retribution to tho Spaniards for their
butchery and barbarous methods of war-
fare. A Spanish forco under Captain Mar-tel- ll

entered the place, which had heen the
camp of the insurgents, and, before going
away, secretly poisoned the wells and a
fine spring, noted for affording extra pure
water. That evening a Spanish band ot
gueirillas entered tho town, after the oth-
ers had left, and used tho water, from
which over twenty-fiv- e men died. Tho
guerrilla captain charged the Cuban resi-
dents with poisoning his men. He took
the principal residents prisoners and shot
them dead. Ho than turned the woman
ever to the tender mercies of the men, who
shot young boys-- who attempted to save
their mothers and sisters. He burned the
village.

The next day some of the Spanish troops
told tho guerrillas tho story of the trap
they had set for tho Cubans and learned
that their own companions In arms had
been caught by their own barbarous plots.

New York, Jan. 21 A Key West special
to tho World says: Spanish guerrillas
surrounded Las Palmeras, twenty miles
south of Artemlsa, at midnight, and fired
all the dwellings. As tho inmates rushed
out. they were shot down, women and chil-
dren, as well as men. When morning came
more than fifty bodies were seen among
tho ruins.

A Cuban band, attracted by the firing,
came up two hours after and started after
tho Spaniards. Catching up with them, a
hot light ensued, and out of a company of
seventy-fiv- e guerrillas, thirty-fiv- e were
killed.

MAY BE TREATED AS PIRATES.

Attorney General Harmon Must Be in
Earnest In Ills "War on

Filibusters.
Washington. Jan. 21 Since the decision

of Judge Locke, some days ago, at Jack-
sonville, Fla., in the case of the supposed
filibuster, tho Three Friends, Attorney Gen-

eral Harmon has given the question raised
by the defense careful attention, and has
reached the conclusion that tho decision
was not good law. The decision was to
tho effect that the law inhibiting the out-
fitting and departure from tho United
States of armed expeditions to aid a peo-

ple in its contests against tho lawful au-

thority of a nation with which the United
States is on friendly terms, does not ap-
ply to the Cuban insurgents, they not he-l- ne

a people within the meaning of the law.
Tho attorney general takes a view di-

rectly in opposition to that announced by
Judge Locke, and, In order that the mat-
ter may be brought to a speedy determi-
nation, ho has applied to the United States
supremo court for a writ of certiorari on
the United States court of appeals at New
Orleans, directing that the case bo at ence
certified to the United States supremo
court for trial. Tho attorney general, in
speaking of the matter said that
if Judge Locke's interpretation of the law
that these expeditions are al Is
correct. It necessarily follows that per-
sons engaged In them are pirates, and that
ho was seriously considering the question
of arresting them as such. Tho attorney
general is very much in earnest In this
matter", and It is not at all unlikely that
heroic steps will be taken to put a stop
to tho expeditions which nre constantly
being set afoot in aid of the Cuban in-
surgents.

A SPANISH ATROCITY.

Soldiers Interfere AVitli a Cuban Fu-

neral nnd Thrpv; the Corpse
Into the Street.

Tampa, Fla., Jan. 21 Carlos Anllles, a
well known literary man nnd a Cuban by
birth, died Sunday at Guanabacoa. Tho
funeral procession on Monday was stopped
by a mob of Spanish soldiers, who broke
open the coffin, took Out tho corpse, and
nftcr brutally handling and beating It with
their muskets and swords, threw It into
the street nnd forbade tho mourners to
tako It up. The people dispersed, in fear of
their lives, but some hours later, finding
the soldiers had left, they recovered tho
body and buried it.

The bodies of three schoolgirls, who dis-
appeared last week, were found Tuesday on
the outskirts of Guanabacoa, mutilated and
with hardly a shred ot clothing upon them.
Dogs had partly eaten them.

LIFE W THE ISLE OF CUBA.

PICTURED AS EXISTLNG PRIOR TO
THE PRESENT WAR- -

Shocking Scenes nnd Experiences of
nn American Visitor Strangers

Stand In Need of Extreme
Cantlan There.

From the Boston Transcript.
The rainy season In Cuba, or "the time of

the waters," as the natives call It in Span-
ish, begins usually tne last of May. Then
what wa3 lato a paradise Is turned into a
veritable mudhole. The most Intolerable
heat prevails, and myriads of Mies and mos-
quitoes swarm everywhere. This lasts forsomething over four months, for it Is well
Into October before the season changes. In
tho meantime, rainstorms of tremendousfury rago intermittently. These showers
aro unsurpassed outside the tropics. Thepoise of them cannot be conceived by a per-
son who has never heard It. Thero Is a per-
fect thundering of water that drowns outevery other sound, so that it is impossible
to keep up conversation. The rain pours
down on the hollow tlle3 of tho roofs andfalls from tho eaves In cataracts. It soakseven the walls and floors, wetting the in-
side so that the moisture drips oft tho fur-
niture.

The ground Is completely soakeJ. Onesuch rain is said to be worth millions tothe tobacco planters, but tho lnconven-lenc- o
to everyday Ilfo is excessive. Thered dirt in the Interior ot the island alter-nates with tho changing seasons betweena state ot flno powder and sticking mudand so after a rain tho roads are impas-

sable, and no one can go for bread andmeat. As no .animal larger than a hogmay be killed without a permit from thegovernment, wo had either to live on porkor go without meat.
To escape tho incessant rains ot tho sea-

son many people, go to tho popular resortson the northern coast, where the wet sea-
son Is much shorter, and less disagreeable,
home of theso places are-- delightfully high
and dry. The most attr&etlve at which wo
visited were tho Vedado on tho const, aboutthree miles out from Havana. There aropretty villas all about there with beautifulgardens and roof piazzas that command a
fine sea view. The hotel draws gay com- -

and thero is much bathing, for theoach is good; but sharks as large as big
cod abound. For protection against them
tho bathing places aro barred oft with
rallrcad Iron fastened closely together, andthrough this wo could seo the creaturessnapping their Jaws.

At theso watering places there Is an
abundance of what the Cubans call "gay-ety- ."

but which Is really nothing moro
than show, confusion and dirt. In tho
narrow streets tho vendors hawk loudly
and the stage coaches toot their tin horns
nnd clank noisily by. In the gardens tho
ludclent servants make qulto as much noiseas the screaming children, for both are
without restraint. Dinner 13 served in a
courtyard, whero the white marble floor
Is unwashed, a pig feeds under the table,
and a careless waiter lets his filthy toweldrag over the beautiful gown ot tho host-
ess, and still Is unrebuked.

And yet theso things occur among tho
better class of Cubans who have lived
abroad. An Amerlcnn in Cuba once ob-
served to me that these people are much
like the educated savage who at the first
opportunity falls back into hi3 primitivo
habits. But tho Cubans are always kind-hearte- d,

and on numberless occasions I
have observed their wonderful generosity.

At the summer resorts wo heard much
good dance music in that curious synco-
pated time which is peculiar to Spanish
airs. The best player was a Cuban barber,
who was Ignorant of tho rudiments ot mus-
ic, but could composo charming Impromp-
tu melodies. While In Cuba I heard tho
talented native pianist. Cervantes, and
Brlndis, tho celebrated negro virtuoso, who
was then on leavo of absence from Austria,
where ho Is court violinist. Tho Cuban
nudlence seemed keenly appreciative. They
ara by no means Ignorant In this regard,
and Havana can boast an excellent con-
servatory, with both German and native
teachers.

Instances of Spanish imposition and tyr-
anny were continually occurring during my
stay. Utter lawlessness, too. is com-
mon everywhere nmong tho authorities. A
poor old negro of whom I knew was met
one day by a party of the civil guard who
chose to assert thnt ho had stolen the live
chicken and bunch of bananas slung over
his shoulder, nnd they forced him to eat
all right on the spot, even to the peel of
tho fruit and tho feathers. After a few
convulsions death ended the victim's mis-
ery, nnd nothing moro was said about tho
matter.

There Is llttlo scruple ot placing llfo in
Jeopardy, though complaints are continu-
ally made, through tho newspapers. At
ono tlmo while traveling on a public road
not far from Havana we passed a hill
where some ldlo soldiers stood facing tho
highway and firing at random. The people
passing In full view of tho Spaniards had
to shout nnd nsk that tho shooting bo
stopped before they dared to continue their
Journey.

A secret society called Nonyugas exists
in tho cities, and is nothing less than a
band of desperadoes. Including the lowest
class 'of negroes, Chinese and whites. Tho
Initiation consists In drinking the warm
blcod of a black cock and running out Into
the night, dagger in hand, to attack tho
first male adult encountered. The Spanish
police would rldiculo tho idea of such a so-
ciety, but many families havo proved It to
their sorrow. Several well Known citizens
have, been killed by Nonyugas. nnd a lady
visiting nn old colored servant wns im-
prisoned by two of them nnd only escaped
tluough tho strategy of the negrcss.

Strangers In Havana need to bo cautions
about traveling nlono in the public cabs,
which aro numerous, for Instances aro
well known where the cabmen have driven
such into dens of Nonyugas, who stripped
them of everything, even their clothes. It
Is well, for various reasons, to shun these
vehicles. The horses nre often poor, dis-
eased hacks, from which ono might easily
catch tho glanders, and tho carriages may
reasonably bo Infected with smallpox, for
people are allowed to travel about with tho
scales still showering from them after an
attack of the loathsome disease.

Bomba street In Hnana Is a filthy placo
whero tho worst types of Chinese, negroes
and various peoplo aro found. Tho tene-
ments aro breeders of pestilence, and tho
Inhabitants swarm out of them half naked,
nnd rob or kill a stranger without com-
punction.

A revolting experience, which shocked my-
self and other foreigners present, occurred
while I was in the "Vedado."' A child of
ona of tho servants had lately died, and
tho poor llttlo corpse, laid on a board and
swarming with ants, was carried past us In
tho midst of our dinner. It was tossed ltkra
a log Into the cart llko a "Black Maria."
which the authorities provide to carry bod-
ies to the trenches, where tho poor are
always burled.

Once whllo smallpox was raging in the
vlllapc-- s wo wero driving out Into tho coun-
try and passed on the way a cart in which
a poor man lay dying alone, because no-
body dared to attend him. We dashed by
at full speed to avoid danger, but ran Into
something quite as bad when crossing the
rallwav on our return home: tho garbage
train from Havana was Just passing. It
was made up of open cars laden with 'the
refuse ot tho city, nnd on Its way to a

where It Is used as a fertilizer,Slantatlon, entlro distance this filth Is
erpesed to tho blazing heat of the tropical
sun. while swarms of files nccompauy the
cars In numbers.

Is It wondered that pestilence In every
form rages In Cuba? The question I.s whv
Is thero no more, with all this filth and
contagion, and no attempt at sanitation or
cleanliness. A Cuban writer, lamenting
these conditions, says that "exccntlng Cai-
ro, no other city In the civilized world Is
as dirtv as Havana." It Is providential that
there Is a rainy season, and that nature
for a part of each year furnishes the cy-
clones and torrents to destroy tho germ3
ot moro disease and misery.

Tho livery stable belongs to tho Tootlo
estate, of St. Joseph. Mc and Is man-
aged by the Whipple Loan and Trust Com-
pany, of Kansas City. W. F. Cantwcll
was In charge of the barn, but could glvo
very little information concerning the val-
ue of the property, tho Insurance or tho
number of horses In it at the time of tho
fire. He was taken sick soon after tho
tlame3 broke out and had to be taken to
his home, 422 AVabash avenue.

Besides the livery stable, threo otherbuildings were moro or lcs3 damaged by
the tire. G. O. Schneider, who conducts aJewelry store at 2210K. claims that his
stock and household goods were damaged
to the extent of $1,000. They wero not In-
sured. Tho building, a two story brick,
was Injured to the entent ot about $0. Itis Insured for $1,2W.

R. B. Wark's coal and feed store, at 2212
was damaged, but Is fully Insured. Lcarj;
Bros blacksmith and wagon shop escaped
with very little. If any. injury.

All these buildings except tho Jewelry
store are small frame structures and otcomparatively little value.

across the street from the Bonavcnturo
hotel. A brisk wind was blowing from thanortheast, and sparks flew In showers to-
ward a row of small frame, shops across
the street. Several ot these were Ignited
at various times, and would doubtless havo
burned had It not been for the prompt
attention of the firemen, who brought Bab-co- ck

extinguishers to bear upon them intime to prevent a spread ot the flames.It Is this shower of spark3, doubtless,
which gave rise to the rumor that thaBonavcnturo hotel was on fire. It was nobIn serious danger, however, at any time.

Tho tiro was first discovered by a numberot boys who were warming themselves by
tho office stove in the livery stable. They
said they saw Dames burst out where thochimney passes through tho celling. Thcyat once rushed back Into the stable andbegan cutting the horses loose. In thisway they succeeded In getting nineteenhorses of a total of twenty-tw- o out ot thestable, though some ot tho last to makotheir escape were fearfully burned, andmay die. Tho horses ran at large at onceupon gaining 'their liberty, and, up to anearly hour this morning, but few of themhad been captured.

Two firo alarms were turned In. Hookand ladder company No. 3 and hosa com-
panies 14, U nnd 12 responded to the firstcall. Upcn tho second alarm hose compa-
nies Nos. 2. 3. 5, S and 13. hook and laddercompany No. 1. steamers Nos. 4 and 8 andthe water tower responded. Thero wero no
accidents to tho men. though several otthem report frostbitten lingers as a resultot tho Intense cold. Tho water froza thomoment It. touched tho pavement, and thoclothing and helmets of tho men wero coat-
ed with ice.

One of the effects of the failure of tha
Missouri National bank Is that It has left t
tho Third regiment with an empty treasury
and several bills on hand which it has no
money to pay.

"Wo will be compelled to call on tho
citizens of the city to help us meet soma
of our obligations," said Colonel Gross yes-
terday. "The rent of the armory has fall-
en behind nnd unless we can get the money
to pay It we will havo to move out. Wo
havo new equipments from the government
and the companies are all In a better
drilled condition than for years. Our only
salvation now will be for tho legislature topass the bill granting the militia of thostate an appropriation at least largo
enough to meet tho necessary expenses to
keep up the regiments. All the officers
and privates glvo their time to making tho
regiment a credit to the state and do not
receive a cent for It. Though Missouri Is
the fifth stnte in the Union In population
sho ranks about fifteenth in point of ap-
propriations to her militia."
