Innumerable Details Tlint Mast Be At-

tended To, From Heading; to
A "Horrible Or-

deal" to Eerjliody.

"Putting a play upon the stage" is the

title commonly given to an operation of
which the general public, which supports

'the theaters, sees absolutely nothing. There
Is. moreover, no specially good reason why
the two should ever be brought into con-

tact with each other, and It is, without a
doubt, an act ot real kindness to the public
to exclude It rigidly from rehearsals.

thoughtfulness of this sort Is
Jiot always appreciated. Quite ignorant of
the agonies which they have escaped, the
majority ot people would be immensely
pleased at being permitted to attend one
of thcte affairs, the privacy of which car-
ries with it suggestions of mystery and
consequent entertainment. For anyone di-

rectly connected with tha matter say. f6r
Instance, the author of the play, whose
point of view has perhaps been less often
considered than that ot others there Is no
mystery, and Htlll less entertainment. The
whole period of time which elapses between
the completion of a manuscript and the
llrst-nig- ht production of the play is, for
that person, nothing but an ordeal, "a hor-
rible ordeal," as one particularly emphatic
playwright assures hl3 friends.

First Catch the MnnaRer.
"To begin." properly, "at the beginning,"

there Is a preliminary stage to the ordeal,
upon which everything else depends. "When
the author has put the .final stroke of the
pen to the last act of his play he realizes
that his motto must then be: "First catch
your manager." As a trlbo theatrical man-
agers are naturally suspicious of anything
which purports to be a play. They have
read so many hundreds of distressing fail-
ures in that line that their faith Is weak.
It must be a pretty fair article which will
appeal to them, and even then their atti-
tude toward it will be critical to the point
of hostility. "They fcecm to like the blam-
ed thing!" was the inelegant but charac-
teristic remark of a certain New York
manager, one "first night" not long ago,
to the author of the play, as the two sat
watching the audience from a box. He
Iiad accepted the manuscript only after
much persuasion; had frequently expressed
his doubts about It at rehearsals, and pro-
fessed the most complete astonishment at
Its success, which was as pronounced as
the most ambitious author could have

On the whole, considering these
peculiarities of the managerial authority.
It Is a long step forward when the play Is
once lodged permanently In his hands.

The next stage, to follow out the usual
proceedings of the most successful authors.
Is the reading of the play to the company.
This is, beyond question, a trying piece of
work for the playwright. Every member
of the company, from the star down to the
nclor whose part consists of two or three
lines, is present on the appointed morning.
The meeting place Is the stage of the thea-
ter In which the play is to be produced. At
that hour of the day it is usually dark
find cold and one cannot help thinking that
the general cheerlessness might suit a
tragedy, but It Is likely to be hard on the
modern comedy of society.

Sncred Director's Chair.
In the renter of the stage Is a table, be-

side which stands the director's chair. The
sacred1 attributes of this piece of furnltlre
basing been thoroughly demonstrated In
a recent suit in court, it Is not m'SesMiry
to dwell upon its importance. The author,
however, is permitted to seat himself ther-I- n,

and the entire company then ranges
Itself around him in a circle. Actors do
not regard morning work with favor, and
an observer's first impression of the as-
sembled group is that each member of it
Is sadly In need of more sleep. Out ot
respect to the author, there is a desperate
rubbing of eyes and a heroic endeavor to
Mine yawnb in the few minutes before the
actual reading begins. Arter It Is well
under way. the nature and quality of the
drama determine whether this general
drowsiness shall be dispelled or Increased.

The several actors have their individual
perts In their hands, and. as is natural,
each one follows with especial interest
tlio connection which his own has with the
rest of the play. Actors, as a rule, aro
good critics when they care to be, and the

jncre intelligent and Important members
of the company usually listen for the en-

tire effect of a new play, without mercly
conflnlrtg fllelr Attention to that which di-

rectly concerns their own work. The
actor-criti- c Is Inclined toward tevorlty
rather than indulgence. It is not easy to
make him laugh, nor docs he weep readily
at the pathetle situations. He Is conserva-
tive in his comments, and if. at tho close
of the reading, he pralxes the 'play openly
to Us author, that person feels that there
is teason to be encouraged.

At the First Itchenrsal.
For pure "woodennesH" and absence or

any dramatic feeling, the first rehearsal
probablv cannot be surpassed, anywhere. It
W usuallv called for the morning following
the reading, and Is simply a. mass of di-

rections preparatory to tho real rehearsing
which Is to come. Each uctor comes upon
the stage with his typewritten part In his
hand, and reads tho lines as they aro be-

fore him. Then the position which he Is
to take Is given to him by the author or
the stage manager, and all the numberless
llttlo actions which later appear so spon-
taneous on his part the "business." as
they are called are explained and given to
him in minute detail. Until he has learned
thee thoroughly in .a mechanical way he
does not attempt to put any feeling Into hl3

Precisely what each actor is going to do.
rven to the smallest and seemingly most
trivial things, must be perfectly under-
stood by everyone in the scene or confusion
would be likely to follow. Such questions
ns "Where am I to find the paper for tho
letter I am to write?" "What shall I do
with this newspaper or book after I finish
reading it?" and "Do I put my hat on this
table when I come In or am I to leave It in
tho hall'" aro continually asked and an-
swered. As tho act goes on the author or
manager takes note of the various proper-
ties hitherto unthought of. which will add
to the naturalness and completeness of the
scene. The "property man." who Is u
functionary of prime Importance, is also
present to receive Instructions about his
work. Moreover, the property man Is a
critic: and with the superstition which Is
characteristic of the theatrical profession,
ids good opinion of the play Is highly
esteemed by the average playwright.

Only tne urst an 01 a piav is generally
presented at tho first rehearsal. The re-
maining acts are then taken up. one each
day. until It has all been gone through with
once. Bv this time there Is a Hub-- moro
human Interest In the acting, and this Im-

proves steadily as the days go by. The au-
thor usually attends every rehearsal and
many dramatists lay so much stress upon
tho necessity of this as to say that a play
is chiefly written at Its rehearsals. This
means that a constant succession of
changes ure made as the defects in the
workmanship of the drama appear. "Wri-
tten situations, that seemed true enough In
the author's study, come out with a false
ring when acted. Sometimes tho whole cli-
max of an Hct Is changed.

Writers differ, of course, in their fondness
for altering their work, but all do It more
or less. Miss Martha Morton, author of
"A Fool of rortune" and others of Mr.

V' Crane's successes. Is uncommonly critical
of her own plays, always attending the
whole series of rehearsals and condemning,
remodeling and pruning with an unsparing

Owing to the numberless altera-
tions which occur up to tho very last re-
hearsal actors usually do not memorize
their putts until it is absolutely necessary-Spirite-

arguments between the author and
the manager, or between either ono of
these and tho star, as to how certain pass-
ages are to w played, frequently cause
long delays, which are especially fatiguing
to the other members of the company.

Timing: the Piny.
And lust here comes in another Imnort- -

nnt point, which Is tho timing of tho play.
If it Is found that the length Is such that
the audience would be In danger of spend-
ing the night at the theater, a tremendous
nmoun' of cutting has to bo done. Plays
that are too long are more common than
those not long enough, as they go. It is
usually reckoned that a typewritten page,
containing about tblrtv lines of dialogue,
will occupy one minute In delivery. Certain
Mtuttlons. requiring long pauses, may in-
crease the time, but the above is found to
bo the average. After some experience au-
thors learn to gauge witn approximate ac-
curacy the length of their acts.

It Is always extremely difficult to judge
from tho rehearsals what tho fato of the
pla will lie. Tho effect of tho gioomy rows
ht empty seats Is chilling to the actors and

33s apt to make their best efforts seem hol-flo- w

and meaningless. In no other way
xlhan by attending a dress rehearsal can
"I be value of a responsive, sympathetic

upon tho actor's work be well un-
derstood. It Is so hopelessly dreary to
make jokes at which no one laughs, and
tho snvensth of a serious situation is hard
to estimate unless there aro listeners to et

its power in their faces and attitudes.
By the time the dress rehearsal is over

tho author, unless he is very d.

Is on tho vergo of "nervous prostration.
Often somes tho-rcsu- for. good or, evil o
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all the work. The play will be mentioned
as "a financial and artistic success, or it
will be set down as a failure. There are
intermediate states, of course, but there Is
generally an overbalancing tendency to-

ward one extreme or the other. A New
York first night audience is notoriously
made up of critics, amateur and profes-
sional, and It Is small wonder that play-
wrights are afraid of them. Because of
this feeling, and in order to have a little
more time to remedy defects. It has be-
come a common custom to try a play some-
where else first. Other towns will bear ex-
periments better than this one, and the
drama which falls on the road Is discreet-
ly kept away from New York.

IT WOULD MEAX MILLIONS,

Trying; a. Process to Extract Gold

From Auriferous Clays.
From the Denver Hepublican.

For moro than twenty-fiv- e years the
great deposits of clay, breccia and cement
carrying gold values and lying to the
south and southwest of Denver have at-

tracted the attention of mining men resi-
dent in this city, and experiments have fre-
quently been made with the view to dis-
covering some method of treatment that
would save the values.- - It has generally
been assumed by the investigators that the
gold carried In these substances was the
source of supply for the free gold known
to exist in the sands of Cherry creek, but
up to the present time all efforts to extract
values In paying quantities have failed.
These deposits have been traced from as
far east as Akron, along the divide between
Platte and Cherry creek, between Sedalla
and Accqula on the Rio Grande, into tho
foothills west of Castle Bock, and recently
In the new camp cf "Woodland Park. In
some places It is a firmly cemented brec-cia.- in

others it Is clay more or less solidi-
fied and in still others It Is a hard blue ce-

ment, but In all cases gold has been found,
generally in such small quantities that it
would not pay for the cost ot treatment,
while at the same time sufficiently palpable
to excite Interest and more or less expen-
sive Investigation.

The ordinary fire assays have seldom re-
turned more than from a trace to $2, but
failure seems to have stimulated inquiry,
and within the last year or two a very de-
cided effort has been mode In the direction
of chemical analysis, with results which,
while not entirely satisfying, are so much
better than anything heretofore obtained
that several enterprises are now on .foot
for a thorough test.

The Garnett Gold Mining and Milling
Company has been diligently experimenting
with a deposit of gold-beari- clay for
nearly a year, and Colonel John D. Fredd
and J. M. "Watt, stockholders of the com-
pany, now claim that they have found a
method which will save the values at so
trilling an expense for treatment that ore
running as low as $3 per ton will yield a
handsomo profit. Colonel Fredd said that
ho would guarantee than any single ton
of the clay taken from any part of their
property would yield $12 per ton at a cost
for treatment of not to exceed $2 a ton. Tho
process by which this result is obtained is
the patent of Julius Jean, who has erected
a small plant at Globevllle and proposes
to make a sample test of five tons.

The process is said to be a combination ot
amalgamation and magnetism, and the
principle upon which Mr. Jean bases his
discovery Is the crushing of the ore into
particles as fine us the gold contained
therein. Tho result of his test will be look-
ed for with a lively Interest by tho many
who have failed in the past.

Tho location of the clay deposit from
which the test will be made Is In Douglas
county, about five miles southeast of Ace-qul- a.

The Garnett Mining Company has
acquired 2.200 acres of land upon which
there is stratum of aurifcrious clay ten
feet in depth. Assays have been made
running all tho way from ?3 to $30, and all
portions of the ground have been tested,
returning an average of 12. About two
miles from Acequla is the cattle ranch of
H. II. Metcalf, secretary of the Colorado
Cattle Growers' Association. Mr. Metcalf
has also made many tests of the same
material which underlies his ranch and
has obtained the same results. He has the
utmost confidence that some method of
extracting the values will be discovered.

A PLEA FOR PLAIX FOOD.

Hints Tlint May Save Doctors' Bills ns
Well ns Valuable Lives.

It Is not a generally understood fact, but
a fact nevertheless, that some ot the
wealthiest and most luxurious appearing
people live on the plainest food, says the
New York Ledger. There are children In
the families ot millionaires who would no
moro bo permitted to partakeof SUCH meals
us arc given to the children ot many a
laboring man than they would bo allowed
to use articles that were known to be
poisonous. Many a mechanic's little ones
live on meat, warm bread, all the butter
they want, and that of an Inferior quality,
coffee as much ns they choose and cheap
bakers' coke, which Is in Itself enough to
ruin the digestion of an ostrich.

Tho children of ono family make their
breakfast of oatmeal or some other cereal
and milk, with bread at least twenty-fou- r
hours old, a little, very little, butter, some-
times none at all. The breakfast is varied
by corn bread, well done, a llttlo awieback
and sometimes stale bread dipped in egg
and cracker crumbs and browned with but-
ter. A fresh egg is often the only article
outside of farinaceous food that they are
allowed. For dinner, which is in the mid-
dle of the day. they have some well cooked
meat, one or two vegetables, a cup of milk
If they like it, or weak cocoa, with plenty
of bread and butter and a simple dessert.
Supper, which Is a very light meal, fre-
quently consists of graham crackers or
brown bread and milk or pudding, eaten
with a little molasses or maplo syrup.

A few days ago. In a call at the house of
a worklngman. there were five children
seated at a table, on which was a large
dish of meat, swimming with gravy, in
which potatoes had heen cooked. These
potatoes were saturated with fat and al-
most impossible of digestion by any person
of ordinary constitution. There were hot
rolls, soggy looking nnd smoking from theoven; parsnips fried in lard and reeking
with grease. A pile of cheap cakes, suffi-
cient to fill a good sized four-qua- rt meas-
ure, stood on one cornor of the table: also
two pies, with crust containing so much
lard that they looked absolutely greasy.
There was coffee, dark and rank looking
nnd worse smelling, and this the eliiiiit-n-
were Indulging in quite as much as they
pleased. They ate like wolves, with an un-
natural ..nd ferocious appetite. Two of
them had pasty, unhealthy looking com-
plexions: one wns evidently suffering from
some skin disease: the elder of the group
had an ugly looking eruption on his face
and ears and the entire lot were living ex
amples oi uie results oi .i misinKen system
ot feeding. It was not a surprise to the
visitor to hear, a few days later, that two
of them were very 111, one hopelessly so,
with cholera morbus.

That the death rate among such people
docs not increase with frightful rapidity is
tho ono thing that the thoughtful persons
nnd philanthropists never cease to wonder
at.

The parents of these children would un-
doubtedly have said that they gave, the lit-
tle ones the best they could ufford. but this
was Just exactly the causa of all tho troub-
les. They gavo them too much and too
expensive food. A proper diet would have
cost a third of the money and would have
saved hcaltli and doctors' bills, to say
nothing of their lives.

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GREAT SINGERS' CALLERS.

SOME aUEER VISITORS WHO PUItSUE
THE LATIIC CELEBRITIES.

Experiences of Jfordlcn, Melon, Cnlve
and Others Very Few Received

JTordlca's Innocent TrlcU
Strange Favors Aslieil.

The popularity of a prima donna when on

the stage warbling operatic airs is nothing
compared with her popularity when off the
stage and in the supposed seclusion of her
own apartments. The number of callers,
freakish and otherwise, to whom an op-

eratic star is expected to give audience
when she ought to be resting from the fa-

tigues of a night before the footlights is
legion. Nearly ail expect the prima donna
to grant some favor, and seem to labor un-
der the peculiar delusion that the singer Is
as much public property as an exhibit In
the Central park menagerie or a picture In
the museum. The good natured among the
prima donnas take It in good part and en-
deavor to receive as many of these callers
as they can. Others refuse to be annoyed
by them and prefer to risk losing their
popularity rather than their temper by
shutting themselves up In their rooms and
denying admittance to all but personal
friends.

Xordlcn's Experiences.
"When I am In town." said Mme. Nor-dic- a,

"my acquaintance is usually sought
by strangers through the agency of my
French poodle. I have to watch that dog
closely or ho would be dosed to death with
dainties at the hands of people who wish
to scrape up an acquaintance for some per-
sonal reason. I am bothered In the same
manner as the other prima donnas by ap-
plicants who wish me to sing for all sorts
of charitable nnd alleged charitable per-
formances. These people would not ask me
for money, but they think that to go to
their entertainments and sing for a night
is no loss to me and would be of great gain
to them, provided they could Induce me to
do It for nothing.

"Many of my callers are not familiar
with my appearance oft the stage, and It Is
possible to let some one else see them and
give them the opportunity for which their
ambitious souls long- -a talk with a real
live prima donna. They are blissfully ig-

norant of the fact that they have not seen
me, and they can go away and boast of
having called on Nordlca and been gra-
ciously received, and the little deception is
harmless all round. This seems to be the
object of most of the strange women who
call on me. To be able to say they e

received seems to give them a peculiar
gratification and I suppose among cheap
people they aro regarded with envy there-
after."

About Cnlve.
Mile. Calve is approachable only to those

who can speak French. Spanish or Italian.
Her Enclish is not good enough to enable
her to converse with callers speaking only
that language. Nevertheless, Calve Is too
good natured to refuse admission to a caller
who Is especially anxious to shake hands
with the prima donna.

A friend of Calve, who recently spent the
day with her at her rooms in the Plaza
hotel, gives tho following as the manner in
which tho prima donna "rested." Early in
the morning a card was sent up on which
appeared the name of Calve's medical at-
tendant. As Calve was not feeling well,
she welcomed the doctor's arrival and sent
word for him to come up. What was tho
astonishment of the prima donna and her
visitor to see come in, not the doctor, but
a queer looking little man, evidently of
German nationality, who wore a cloth cap
and carried in his hand a bulky looking
box.

Putting the box down on the floor In
front of him, as though ho were about to
perform sleight of hand tricks, 'n which
the box was a feature, the caller went
down on his knees on the carpet. This at-
titude of adoration is ono to which Calvo
Is not unused, both on the stage and off,
but the caller's looks were not reassuring,
and the prima donna was about to ring
for assistance when the visitor opened the
box, disclosing a peddler's outfit, over which
he proceeded to lecture In voluble German,
declaring that he had come many miles
in order to give Calvo an opportunity to
purchase his unequaled curiosities.

In order to get rid of the apparition Calve
a3ked the price of ono article, which tho
peddler declared he could not afford to sell
for less than $3. It was worth about 10
cents, but Calve would have paid tho
amount had It not been for the interven-
tion of her guest, who sent the peddler to
the right about.

Queer Callers.
The next caller was a lady who came to

inform Calve, to whom she was a total
stranger, that she was about to. sail for
France, and would be exceedingly obliged
If the prima donna would favor her with a
few letters of introduction to her friends
on the other side. It took a little time to
convince this modest lady that tho prima
donna was not overwhelmed by her conde-
scension. She gave place to a young girl,
who called to ask Calve to hear her blng
and tell her frankly whether or not she
was cut out for the operatic stage.

The singing was atrocious, but Calve lis-
tened patiently, and then told the girl
frankly that she would never make a hit
with, people who liked good singing. Then
came a lady who had purchased one of
Calve's photographs at a Broadway store,
and begged the favor of the singer's auto-
graph at the bottom of it, in order to make
it a priceless possession, uaive signed the
photograph, and another lady was ushered
in who desired very much to take a photo-
graph of Calve's vocal cords for a sensa-
tional weekly. This caller got no nearer
to Calve than tho Interpreter, who, to
the caller's intense disgust, declined to al-
low her even to see the prima donna.
Naming a well known music hall star the
visitor said. In Injured tones:

"She consented, nnd why should not
Calve?"

Calve's well known charitable propensi-
ties lead many peoplo to waylay her with
begging schemes and designs, not only on
her bank account, but on her voice. Com-
posers and would-b- e composers formed a
great portion of the steady procession of
callers that kept tho bell boys at the Plaza
on the run between tho hotel desk and
Calve's room for the rest of the day.

Melbn'a Cullers.
"If I cave audience to all the ambitious

women, admirers and advertising agents
who call upon me In the course of a dav.
my life would be a burden to me," said
Mme.Melba, when nsked rtgarding her vis-
itors. "Thev usually begin coming about 9
o'clock in the morning, although I seldom
tire before 12 when I sing at the opera. In
the list, aro women who have thrown flow-
ers to me on tho previous night, and who
think that the act entitles them to some
favor In return from me my photograph,
my autograph, or some little acknowledg-
ment of the gift; then come the agents of
new summer drinks nnd patent medicines,
who think that tho use of my name will
start them on the road to fortune, nnd
women in society nnd out of it who think I
shnll be flattered by their acquaintance
without introduction. I try as far as pos-
sible to answer all requests for my auto-
graph, especially when girls write me from
far off cities, but the army of callers must
be treated with some sort of coldness or
they would prevent me from eating or
sleeping."

Of all the singers who ha-- e visited thiscountry, probably nono has been more
than Frau LUIl Lehmann.

The few who possess her signature value itas they do diamonds.
"I speak only German," said Frau Leh-

mann, when asked regarding the visitors
who make life a burden to prima donnas.
"If the caller does not speak German I do
not receive her. They come to me with the
most ridiculous requests. Some even ask it
I will give them lessons In German singing.
I am glad to help people w'hen I can. but
the only wav for a prima donna to get the
rest she needs when singing In grand opera
is to deny herself to callers who come with
these foolish requests."

The latest addition to the list of grand
opera stars, Mme. Clementine do Vere Sa-pl- o.

Is already beginning to find her apart-
ments at the Savoy besieged with callers
who nre anxious to help her. and, incident-
ally, help themselves, to make the most of
her sudden rise In the operatic world.

AILMENTS OF MODER.V LIFE.

Mcchnnicnl Devices Tlint Bring Evils
In Their Train.

Just us the Inventive genius of tho ago

has forced novelties Into the higher pro-
fessions, and the expert mechanic finds his
field growing larger continually, so tho
physician sees new or special diseases In
modern life. These new diseases receive
names from the lay world which arc adopt-
ed by the scientific people.

"That has been done before, though,"
said a physician, "and "railroad spine,'
"housemaid's knee.' 'engineer's ear' and
"pUr.ter's colic' are designations which
wculd probably never have been given to
certain complaints It they had 'not been
suggested by laymen. Of course, there are
scientific names for all." he said, "but they
are not used except in medical literature,
and then they aro not so expressive. What
Latin scientific term could properly ex-
press "policeman's sleep,' that condition
between sleep and wakefulness when a
man may stand or walk and still be un-ab-

to see a side door open or to hear
the growl of the growler?"

. tAmonc tha new maladies which the phy

sicians attribute to recent mechanical and
scientific Inventions is the "trolley foot."
The motorman on electric and cable cars
rings the warning gong by pressing his
foot upon a knob or button, and it is said
that the constant pressure produces an
ailment which had never been known until
the new cars came Into use.

"In the first place." said the motorman.
'it Wears out the shoo quicker than you

have any Idea; but that's the shoe's fault.
Then, tapping the knob produces a tick-
ling sensation at first, and then the foot
gets Inflamed. Ot course we know that it
can't be anything serious, and keep right
on kicking tho thing, and after a few
days the inflammation wears off the skin
gpts hard and wo think it's all over and
that we'll have no more trouble. But
that's a mistake. Shooting pains and nerv-
ous twitchings follow, and these aro worse
when one Is off duty than when kicking
tho gong." It was explained that in most
Instances the difficulty wears away, but
that "trolley foot" had caused many men
to quit tho sen-Ic- e of tho railroad corpora-
tions.

Telephone ear. as a result of constant use
ot the telephone, has given ear specialists
considerable work. Tho structure of the
ear is not in any way affected by tho use
ot the instrument, but the unnatural uso
of the organ frequently causes a nervous
strain, which is reflected in tho aural
nerves. When asked about tho cure for
telephone ear an otologist said:

"1 have never seen a case which was
not cured in a short time after the cause
was removed. When the patient stops
using the telephone the ringing noises and
the headaches soon disappear."

Bicycle back and bicycle toes are among
the Ills which are charged to the Improper
use of the bicycle. "Tho man or woman,"
said a physician, "who doubles up on a
wheel cannot escapo tho 'bicycle back' If
he lives long enough, and the coward on a
bicycle Is apt to contract tho 'bicycle toe,'
which results from "curling up' the foot.
I is a strange thing." he added, "but it
is true that the nervous rider, who con-
stantly thinks he Is about to tumble, will
have excruciating pains in his toes after
a shcrt ride, and ho will be troubled in
that way until he gains confidence enough
in himself to stop the nervous contraction
of his feet. As to tho 'bicycle back,' it is
simply a natural consequence. The men
who work In mines and who aro compelled
to stoop for hours at a tlmo have what
Is known as 'miner's back.' which is Ident-
ical with 'bicycle back'; but while we pity
the miners, we condemn tho wheelmen."

Telegrapher's cramp is another one of tho
modern complaints. It results from tho
manipulation of the telegraphic key, and
affects tho sufferer In the same way as
writer's cramp. The fingers which are used
on the key and tho whole forearm are
frequently mado useless, and aro restored
to a normal condition only after scientific
treatment by gymnastics and massage.

Typewriter's cramp is much like the
telegrapher's cramp, but as both hands are
used in writing on the machine, so both
hands aro often Involved In the abnormal
condition.

MEN' OX HORSEBACK.

Fonr "Wliotn Mr. Gosllngton Has Met
More or Lesa Lately.

"In a big city," said Mr. Gosllngton. "you

see all sorts of men on horseback. It Is a
common thing to seo truckmen riding,
