A strange. story was told In the
criminal coui-.uo- m jesterday by a fragile,
dclicatc-looklm- j, pallid-face- d woman, a
house servant, who. jr on.trial .for hecjlfc.
It wacthi-tcivofHf- ? uncultured woman's
belief In an uncanny presentiment of evil.
Alice Piatt told the jurymen that have her
life In their hands how some subtle. Intan-
gible influence had pictured to her mind
an impending calamityno two of the mem-
bers of the household where she was em-
ployed. She told of a cloud of darkness
that seemed to engulf two Innocent chil-
dren, Elizabeth and Susie Mussey; how the
cloud came down every ray of light dis-
appeared, and how to the startled and pe-
culiarly Impressed mother she had said:

"There Is no light; I can see no hope."
The mother, instead of. sending her

awaj', had listened with eager cars to her

maundcrings, had prepared medicine to
ward off the pretended danger, had written
a note in advance summoning the father
of the children, and placed It away to have
It ready "when the cloud should close
down.""

It was a story In strange keeping with
modern Ideas; it would have sounded bet-
ter as the croon of some withered witch
bending above her cauldron.

Alice Piatt told the jury that she loved
Elizabeth and Susie Mussey, and that she
was not responsible for their deaths. The
courtroom was filled with women; sunlight
streamed in through the windows. The
gieat crowd that had characterized the
hearings of previous das was not present
because deputy marshals stationed at the
doors prevented anybody from entering
after the courtroom bad become comforta-
bly filled.

One woman, with a lean face, came to
the court with an Infant In her arms, lty
and by the Infant grew restless and cried.
Then the Judge sent her away. She looked
angry, and shook the child to hush its cry
as she passed out.

Irrcedlately upon the opening of court
Major Wpodson, for tho defense, tried to
introduce witnesses to impeach the testi-
mony of Mr. and Mrs. Mussey, who had
testified that they had had no family quar-
rels, and that, Mrs. Mussey had not found
her husband in bathing with another
woman at Fairmount park, but Judge
Wcfford held that the evidence was not
material to the case, and ruled it out. The
Judge held that the defense could not be
cleared of the charge simply by showing
that some other person had a motive to
kill.

Attorney John E. Hlrdon testified that
while Alice Piatt had worked In his home
she had had fainting spells similar to those

Alice Piatt Taken the Stand.

GENERAL 1VEYLER MISTAKEN I.N

REGARD TO FIXAR. DEL RIO.

IS OVERRUN BY INSURGENTS.

SEEM THOROUGHLY ECll'IPFED AND

DISCIPLINED.

A Surprise In Store for Wejler Ao
Trcntlng; for Pence Spaniards In

Unvann Heartily Sick of
the War Generals

Disheartened,

Havana, Feb. 9. The various reports and
statements of Captain General Wejler an- -

5ppunclnir the "pacification of the province
of FInar del Bio and the almost complete
disappearance of the Insurgents in that
part of the island are far from beinj
bcrne out bj-- facts. As intimated in these
dispatches when the Spanish commander
made the remarks cited. If Pinar del Rio
were as quiet as he alleged it to be, what
has become of the arms, horses, ammuni-
tion, stores, etc., of the 7,000 men who he
admitted were under arms there? As a
matter of fact, the insurgent forces In
Pinar del Rio seem better off, more thor-ough- lj-

equipped and disciplined than at
any previous stage of the campaign.

In the neighborhood of Catallna and Las
Cuevas are the Insurgent leaders Varona
Rlvero and Luis Perez, with about 1,200
men, well armed and having plentj of am-
munition, though poorly clad.

In the zone of Jaucia and Mula is the
insurgent leader Lazo, with somo COO men.
I.azo is wounded in both arms. In the
districts of Baj-as-

, Rio del Medio, Man- -'
ganacos, Pena Blanca and PandeAzucar,
are various groups of insurgents with a
total of over 500 men under Videl Ducasl.

At the heights of Gobernadora and the
Sierra del Rosario, the insurgents are
under the command of Brigadier General
Rui3 Rivera and the leaders, Jose Manuel
Barrio and Perlco del Gado. Thej- - consist
of lnfantrj- - and some cav alrj-- , estimated to
number about S00 men. At Soroa. is a
force of insurgents under Antonio Nunez.
Nunez, however. Is also said to be wound-
ed.

At the Loma heights Is the Torro Ber-mud- az

band and at Baj-at- o and In the
district of Punta Brava are the Insurgents
under Garraga and Lucas Martinez.

The insurgent leader KederUo Nunez. Is
at Las Mar.gas and near Arabia la Carlota
and Artemlsa are insurgent forces under
Lorau.

These forces alone, those of the known
leaders of the insurgents In the field, arc
estimated to number about 5.00Q men. and
j'et the captain general claims that Pinar
del Rio Is "pacihed."

In addition to these forces Is a strong
boaj' of insurgents which seems to have
mjsteriouslv- - disappeared from the neigh-
borhood of Havana. The whereabouts of
this force is exciting much attention and
Is known to be causing the Spanish staff
considerable anxletj.

The friends of the insurgents intimate
thai a big surprise is being prepared for
Captain General Wejler when ho tries to
return to Havana.

General Wejler. from Las Cruces.
marched to Villa Clara, capital of the
prcvlnco of Santa Clara, and It was re-
ported from Villa Clara that he will push
on to Placetas and Remedios. Advices
Dom Remedios sav that General Maximo
Gomez has moved from the. district of
gauctl Splrltus ,to La Siguanea. w'tilch
caused rumors to be clrculatedTSf a proba-
ble conference between the generals, and
ever.tuallj-- of the conclusion of peace. But
tnese reports mve since been denied from
Insurgent sources.

All the rumors DUbllshed about Dromlnent
home rulers and former leaders of' the ten
jcirs" war being engaged In treating for
peace are entirely without foundation, and
are only'inspired bj the Diarlo de la Mar-
ina, and perhaps reproduced bj' some of
the correspondents here.

All the statements to the contrary, it can
be affirmed, on excellent authority, that
the Insurgents expect. In the long run. to
win something much more tangiblo than
th "reforms" proposed by the Sparlsh
government. It Is recalled that the DIario
de la Marina, durlnir the cantain ceneral--
hhip of Calleja. announced that the latter
had the Intention of going a great deal
rurlher In the direction of giving Cuba
home rule than outlined by the cabled re-
ports of the Cuban reforms scheme just
picclaimed in Madrid.

Ihe Spaniards here It cannot be denied,
are heartilv- - sick of the war, excepting only
these who are without monej' or propertj.
and who actuallj- - make a better living out
of the revolution than they ever did before
or could hope to do again if peace is pro-
claimed. Then there Is another class anx-
ious for the war to continue those who
hope to better themselves conslderably
should tho Insurgents triumph.

General Gonzales Munoz Is upon the point
of returning to Spain on leave of absence.
His example Is to be followed b Generals
Basina. Bernal. Pin. Figueron and Losas.
In March. These officers, the friends of the
insurgents claim, see absolutelj' no chance
of glorj' In Cuba and considerable danger
of disgrace, to say nothing of disease and
wounds. Consequently-- , their enemies add,
seeing that the Insurgents must eventuallj-triump- h

bj-- the machete, they are ndopt-ln- g

the pollcj- - of rats when the latter be-
come aware the ship which harbors them
is upon the point of sinking.

As this dispatch Is sent, it has become
known that some of the most prominent
of the home rule leaders here, after con-
sulting together ov er the reforms projected
for Cuba, succeeded in sending a cable
message to the Madrid Government re-
questing the latter to amplify the reforms
scheme adding that, under its present
form, there is absolutelj- - no chance of Its
meeting the wishes of the insurgent lead-
ers and bringing about the pacification of
Cuba.

RAIL POOL COLLAPSES

MOST SCCCESSFLL TRADE ORGANI-
ZATION" EVER FORMED.

HAS RULED FOR MANY YEARS.

RILS NOW QliOTED AT THE LOW-
EST PRICE EVER KNOWN.

Price Tell a Third In Tvrentj-fon- r
Hours Cnrncgrle Said to lie Re-

sponsible for the Collapse-Prefer-red

to Sell In
Open 3Inrkct.

Chicago, Feb. 9. Steel rails are being
sold at the lowest price ever known In
America. The steel rail pool has collapsed
and $1S a ton was asked for rails in Chi-
cago j- and In Pittsburg the rata was
J1023.

Monday the price In Chicago was $26 and
In Pittsburg it was $23.

The sensational break of $3 a ton within
twentj-fou- r hours is tho result of a secret
rree-tin- of the rail pool, held in Pittsburg
Mondaj--. All the members were present.
No agreement could be reached, and Pres-
ident J. W. Gates, of the llllnol s Steel
Ccmpanj-- , hastily returned to Chicago tnd
called a meetlns of the directors of that
ccmpanj-- . As a result of their deliberations
he notified H. C. Frlck. chairman of ihe
Carnegie Steel Corapanj-- , that the Illinois
Steel Companj- - was unable to come to a
conclusion and had postponed action until
after the annual election of officers, to be
held Two hours after the mes-
sage reached Pittsburg, the prices quoted
were being asked in Chicago.

Rumors were current all day that the
Carnegie company was offering anvthlng
at anj- - price in Chicago, but owing to the
fact that the Illinois Steel Company was
to hold its annual meeting the
rumors were classed as being made for
stock jobbing purposes and had little ef-
fect. It was not until tho prices had been,
quoted bj-- numerous Eastern concerns that
the trade really took cognizance
It was then announced that the Scranton

--Steel Company had formally withdrawn
--from the pool.-'an- thSUprlces.vjere on a
wide open Dasis.

Western railroads undoubtedly have had
an inkling of the collapse) of the giant pool,
as. with a single exception, none of them
had placed anj' orders-fo- r rails, despite the
$3 a ton reduction made by the pool at the
beginning of the jear.

In the trade, dissolution of the pool Is
taken to mean that Carnegie & Co. In this
waj-- make it known that thej- - can sell
rails cheaper than else and that
thej- - will not henceforth be hampered bj-a- n

agreersent.whlch is to their disadvan-
tage.

The steel rail pool was the longest lived
and most successful trade organization
ever icrmeu in mis counirj-- . ine organiza-
tion included onlj-- thei mills making stand-
ard sections, and not' thoe rolling street
car and lighter rails, and presumablj- - heavj-forfelt- s

were on deposit to prevent viola-
tion of agreement.

The eleven concerns popularlj- - believed
to be members of the pool were: The Car-
negie Steel Companj-- . Pittsburg: Scranton
Steel Comnanv-- . Scr-into- Pa.: Pennsj-Iva- -

nla Steel Companj-- , Steelton, Pa.; Marj'Iand
Steel Company. Sparrows Point, Md.; Cam-
bria Iron Companj-- . Johnstown, Pa.: Lack-
awanna Iron and Steel Company. Philadel-
phia; Bethlehem Iron Company, Bethle-
hem. Pa., the Johnson Companj-- , Lorain,
O.; Cleveland Rolling Mill Companj-- , Cleve-
land: Illinois Steel Companj-- , Chicago, and
the Union Iron and Steel Companj-- , of
Youngstown, O.

The basis of prices which the pool main-
tained for many jears was $28 a ton at
Pittsburg, and $29 at Chicago. A reduction
of $3 a ton was made 'at the opening of
the In order to" conciliate customers
and to conform, in a measure, to the lower
basis of prices brought nlxut bj-- the col-
lapse of the billet pool. Ihls did not bring
the orders expected, and trouble began.

II. IL Porter, chairman of the Chicago
& Eastern Illinois Railroad Companj-- . .and
a former director of the Illinois Steel Com-pan- yt

said ht that he heard of the
break-u- p of th'e pool, and presumed that
It meant a general cut of prices of steel
rails.

"Judging from past experience." he said.
"I should saj-- that the dissolution of the
pool will open the door for each mill to
make Its own price on the product and
sell where it can in its own territorj-- .
There can be no profit In the prices so ob-
tained, and the consequence will be that
men will be thrown out df work and only
the mills with large capital and exclusive
territory can keep in operation. There will
be cutting of prices, pos3lblj- - until an ac-
tual loss on the product takes place and
the Industry Is paralyzed."
