Hut you of
anfiprt also that the pnrolianiiifr
power of our mouey would be ao
depreciated that a dollar would
not buy a vest pocket full of
sugar. Now right here is where
your inn aground.

Any thinking man should know
that the only power money baa
or the only power that can be a
given it, in its debt pajiog pow-
er. Gold baa nothing more. II
is utterly abeurd to apeak of the
purchafiug Kwer of auy money, in
for uo money can have such (tow-
er.

No power on earth ever at-
tempted to create a currency
that would be more than a legal
tender for debt. Yon cannot
force a man to take one dollar for
a of sugar, either
iu gold or paper. If a mau has
augur to sell be will sell it for
whatever amount the purchaser
and himselt agree on. Trade is
merely a mutter between the
man who sells and the man who
bays, and it is uo part of legisla-
tion to Interfere, or lo price a
mans sngar.

It is Keif evident that money
cannot depreciate or alter in any
manner so long as the law crea-
ting it remvins intact. The law
akes a sulistance and create of

it that which it declares to be a
legal tender lor one dollar of
debt. That is as much as it can
do. It cauuot force the creditor
o take it, but it can make its
endera discharge of debt, aud be

that is enough.
Mow will the creation and cir

culation of two billions of dollars
ol money serve to depreciate its
face value Tins ts a question i
would like to have explained.
Will it require two or Ave or ten
dollars theu to pay one dollar ol

debt I Of course not, a dollar
then will go just as far toward
paying a debt as it does now.

Monev cannot oc too pienuiui
It matters uot how many postage
stamps may be created, nor how
scarce tney become, their power
and valne remain the same. Ac
cordiuz to your theory, if the
Government should isniie moie
stamps than are needed im
mediately, their value would go
down, and we should have to a
cover a letter with them before
it would go through the mails.
And again, is uot the same pow
er that keeps two billions of dol
lars of bonds nn to par. aide as
well to keep the same amount of
money at par I

All money is a creation of law,
and as such is absolutely and uu
changeable, Just w hat its creator
demands it to be, and so long as
tbe creating power exists, the
power given the creative also ex-

ists.
