First: Each cotton town, a
u-iivsugii cuuiuiuuiiy euori, proVidewarehouse facilities adequateto store and protect one-half
of the crop normally marketed
at such place.
Second: These warehouses to

be frame structures of the capacityof 600 bales of cotton, properconstructedas respects insurance
requirements, and controlled by
a company legally authorized to
issue negotiable receipts.
Third: Local banks to make

liberal advances on cotton so
stored and insured, and to use
their national bank correspondentsto re dis count this cotton
paper.
The Insurance Companies to

meet the situation are prepared
to insure cotton at a special rate
of $1.75 on the $100.00 per year,
under the following require-
menis: j j"Not more than 600 bales to cbe stored in any one warehouse;
warehouses to be separated by
at least 100 feet from any other
building, and 50 feet from railroadtrack; buildings to be one s

stoiy high, sides and ends to be r

constructed of weather boarding *
