I work at these (hold-
ing up a pretty handkerchief bag) when
you are asleep, I sell them and return
to my child with my earnings to buy
medicine; My husband died of con-
sumption. in- Baltimore. I nursed him
three years and worked to feed us threa.
My child said, %if we can get South I
may get better.”. I brought him, but I
have to leave him to help suppurt us.
Yowll buy this? Thank you. Geod
Dbless you. . And this too? (a package
of toilet soap.) That is clear gain to
me; a good druggist gave.me that. This
shawl is a nice warm one; a dear lady of
your town put.ition me.. Oh, the péo-
ple are so kind; so kind.,”” *Is your
child very sick?”’ She broke down with
weeping. *Yes; he’ll not last much
longer. The hard part is that I have to
leave im for a moment. I’ll reach
him by day after to-morrow,”” She was
pressed to accept of some vefreshment,
but the hungering of her poor heact
banished all bodily demands,. She
scarcely touched the food, **You have
a nice home; thank God for it. 1 have
always heen poor; always poor. I
sometimes ask myself is God just?. Ob,
yes, I know He 1s just, but L give way
at times, Poverty, ill health, homeless-
ness don’t strengthen the faith of some.
Good-bye; yowve been so kind, The
conductor ‘said I'd be well treated at
Orangeburg. Try, try again. That
nerves me, ' I'll sell another bag over
there you think. T’ll. never see you
again” here, but we’ll ‘meet up thére.
Good-bye.” The delicate creature bathed
n tears passed out., Her candor and
polite discrimnations evinced better
days and-careful ddvantages. Poverty
chilled - her _ﬂiruugh and throughi, but in
several gencrouas homes Bhe mefi such
kindness, that her breast glowed with
gratitude. - Every day the door bells are
besieged with burly tramps, but the pic-
ture of a poor femele struggling agaidst
poverty brings back the deep meaning
sentiment which appeals to Heaven with
mighty prayer. ‘“God help the poor.”

The demeoralization of the laboring ele-
ment by emancipation and the low price
of coffee have reduced their incomes, and
they buy thelr wines and fine clothes by
plastering mortgages over the plantations
they have inherited. Thus the English-
men who already have & monopoly of the
country, are gathering in the lands, and
it will not be many years before the
Portuguese aristocracy willbe simply-
tenants upon their ancestral estates,
These Englishmen are making big
profits out of the Brazilian trade, and
cularly in the sale of coffee to the
United States. The coffee crop, or rather
the surplus for export, is worth from
£45,000,000 to 860,000,000 & year. The com-
mission men make advances in cash some-
times, but more often in supplies to the
planters, get a big profit on the goods and
& big interest on the cash, and take the
crop in payment. As often as otherwise
—for the Brazilian is a spendthrift and
knows nothing of economy—the crop will
not cover the advances, and the English-
men seldom permit it to, so that the
mortgage laps over on the plantation.—
Rio Janeiro Cor. N. Y. Sun.

The Government's School Farme.

There are many queer attachments to
this great and complicated machinery of
government. How many people know
that the United States is o landlord on
quite & large seale, and that, too, in the
old Liotbed of states’ right, South Caro-
ling? Titles to no less than cighteen
farms in that state are wvested in the na-
tion. These improved places vary i size
from forty to 500 acres,. the average being
about 160 acres. They were bid in by tax
commissioners of the United States away
back in reconstruction days, and under
the existing statutes no autlority can be
found to permit their redemption or to
sell them. Congress passed an act twelve
of fifteen years ago providing for the dis-
position of the income from the farms,
They are in ‘the custody of the internal
revenue collector, who adds to his ordl-
pary duties of looking after the. tax on
liquors and tobacco the renting and keep-
ing up of the property.—Washington
Letter.
