In old days Douglass
used to.preside at thesc meetings, hut
scems to have fallen into- disrepute since
he turned lus back on the nearo and
married a winte .woman, ~All of the
speakers were quite old or mature. ex-
cept the last. a German-American lady,
wlo had a comely face, a splendid voice
and the true fire of elequence, -7 ¢

Miss Antheny, in a prim, starch way,
iike a veteran campaicner, told her oft
repeated story of the wrongs of persous
who happened to he born of: the. female
gender, The old lady punche and cuit-
ed her misguidad brethren and warned
them that her spirit would hacnt them
until justice was done.

A buxom Boston lady. rising 50 years,
sententiously pursued the same theme,
aud severely rated statesmen who tried
to make woman a nonentity. = She said:
“When Sara Bernbardt came to this
country, people were curious to see her.
She was exceedingly thin and was joked
about Ler attenuation, ~One day, & man
was told to look ma carriage window if
he desired to behold the famous actress.
He did so, but declared that.he saw,
nothiag. “Then you saw Bernhardt,’
was the instant reply?’ The Boston
lady proclaimed that denial - of suffrage]
made women nothing. .

The fun commenced in garnest when
Mrs. Merriwether, who aonounced het-
self ns a Southern woman from the
erown of her head to the. tips of her toes,
took the stand, She wasconsiderably
advanced in middle age, but falt of fight.
She went from Memphis to St. Louis.
A novel of hers, **The Master of Rose-
leaf,”” was a lurid attack upon the
Yankees and their veconstruction of the
South, but the last chapter was so hor-
rible and:revoltiug that it sunk the book
out of sight, I understand.

she has modified her opinions, butshe
and her son created something of a dis-
turhanee by ealling forth and prodding
out the traditional “negro in the wood-
pile.”” The idea of a Dlack brate having
the franchise to the exclusion of the
most exalted white woman roused the
indignation and wrath of Mrs. Mer-
riwether and her “baby boy,”’ & chipper
and c¢heeky ladol 19 or 20 years of age.

Ier address was o noble, so grand,
so0 pure, so full of thought and spirit. that
it dwarfed the flippant, boisterous beings
around her, and hfted the whole conven-
tion into dignity and sublimity. She
compared the American and German
covernments as well as the Ameriean
and German women, pointing out skill-
fully their respective virtues and defects.
She anathematized the rich American
women who shrank from maternity and
cared for nothing but display. The pic-
{ure she drew of an ideal republie, re-
fined by women in all particulars, was
so beautiful and exalted that themen
present wore than the women paid her
homage of an applause that was sincere,
although veason bewailed thatsuch an
Arcadia did not and could not exist this
side of paradise. 1 declare. mnder the
mspiration and magnetism of this aifted
and devoted woman, my scuses werc
taken captive for the moment, aud even
Susan 1. Anthony and her sardonie
sisterhood melted into something lovely
and serene,

But there was o rude awakening, In-
stead of dismissing the audience under
such a powerful and pleasmyz spell, ol
Susan had Lo lug euf a tall, venerable,
white haired and bearded man who was
said to he colored, but could hardly he
so discovered. This man was presented
as ““the noblest Roman of them all.”? and
some of the gudience seemed to hail him
as such Dy clapping their hands. In a
deep, solemn, sonorous voice he proceed-
ed to rebuke young Merriwether for bail-
ing the *negro m the wood pile.” and,
in u tone of resentful thunder, shouted:
“‘Southern people can never find eterni-
ty long enough to make atonement for
the wrones done the negro®”’ The andi-
ence in part echoed that & ~timent, and
the colored orator was about Lo amphfy
his wrathful indignation when Colonel
Susan nipped him in the bud. The
“noblest Roman?” succumbed to the
resolute litlle white woman, and retired
with dramatic resignation. As she strode
back. like Borest as Spartacus, Mrs,
Merriwether her bangs all awry and her
frame heaving with excitement. rushed
to the footlights, and, in defiance of Miss
Anthony’s quick remonstrance, shouted:
“Tadies and gentlemen, what that boy
said was from his head and not his heart.
It was inadvertent. ile was brought
up to believe in freedom for the black
as well as wlite man.”’ The *‘noble
Roman’’ bowed his head in proud pro-

‘pititation. Miss Anthooy shook her cork

screw curls benignantly. and the strong
munded were uproarous. Bui the effect!
of "Mrs, Nevman’s radiant prosepocin
was dissipated in a smell of sulphur and

m which she was found was the basc-
ment of an old neglected house, with no
window panes in the sashes and the
fireplace without o spark ol fire ora
cimdder, and her only covering was a
thin quilt upen a rickety bedstend, and
some meaere furmture and tinwere about
the dirty tloor. A Dbottle of «in with
lightwood chips steeped in it was at the
bedside,  The spectacle of poverty and
squalor as presented to the jury of in-
quest was sichenening,  She was a lewd
woman, to be sure. hut no more than
some of the well-to=do of her race. The
colored men, composing she jury wers
loud in their condemnation of Smalls for
nesleet of her. A verdiel was
rendered that she eame to her death from
want of'altention,

Ile
assiilted a negro woman last weck, but
she being very strong resisted him, THe
dlso attacked a white woman on Friday,
who'escaped him, This was before he
came. across his unfortunate victim,
Mra. Lancaster-is a hizhly ecsteemed
‘wonian, the mother of two children, and
about to beeome a mother again, While |
in jail-Thomson confessed to the crime,
and -when they -carried him out to the
arove he was asked if he had anything
to say.s 1le said: *Yes; [ did the decd,
1 do not know what made me doit.

KILLED HIS WIFE AND THEN BLEW
. OUT HIS OWN BF&INS.

Mysterlons Wife-Murder and Sulelde by n
Stranger from  North Corslinn--Nine
Orphans.

GrEENVILLE, March 2.—A horrible
tragedy oceurred at Piedmont thismorn-
ine. James W. Kine a resident of
