Citteaso, Aucust 20, —There were o
number of runors atloat this morning
about the jury m the anarchists’ case,
but thers were no means of aceuralely
determining any ol these rumors,  nne
antil the verdict was given at 10 o’cloek
no absoluie eredence could be giveu to
any of them, The twelve jurymen re-
mained in their rooms at the Revere
House, just across the street from the
crimiual court room. About this huild-
inr were o large number of pulice to
prevent any attempt to break in upon
the privacy of the jury. In front of the
main entrance of the Court House were
thirty police, and three lines of police
and court bailifls had to be encountered |
befure auy one could approach the court
room. ALl 9 o'clock there were twenty
police in uniform in the court room and
several press representatives.

The court oflicials decided that rela-
tives of the prisoners should be allowed
in the court room, and at 1:25 o'clock a
sister of Spies, with another young wo-
man. made her nppearance.  She moved
as though she would proceed Lo the close
proximity of the chairs heretofore veeu-
ped by the prisoncrs, but was motioned
to sents on (he oppoesite side of the
court room. in the vear of the line of
police ofticers. thus indieating that the
prisoners were not to e surrounded by
their advisers.
