A Change of Base.

Experience 2nd chunged conditions
inevitebly result in some change of
political and economic ideals. Today
with our collectivism we are well
nigh at the antipodes of the old time
indjvidualism. DMethods once re-
garded as revolutionary are now
commonly accepted. It is not alone
in our own country this change is
seen, it is just as true of other
{ands.
In England many leaders of the
conservative party, which naturally
oppose popular gevernment, are now
advocating the referendum on the
present budget. They are doing this
not because they love the principle
but as tha lesser of, to them, two
avils.© They know that to reject the
budget would produce a constitu-
tional crisis which would probably
result in the extinction of the house
of lords. On the other hand they
hate the budget, therefore they see
in a referendum a possible way out

1of the difficulty.

But if the precedent of a referen-
dum is ounoce established, what is
there to hinder one on the ending or
mending of the lords? To approve
a referendum in ovder to dodge the
budget wouid probably be & jump-
ing from the frying pan into the
fire, as the pecple would insist on
it in gll cases. Finally they might
demand the abolition of the house
of lords and call for the referendum
on the question. Democracy is mak-
ing rapid strides in England, and
sooner or later the house of lords
as now coustituted will have to zive
way to a body elected by the peo-

ple.

Need Not Make Change.

It will probably be an item of news
to most of our readers that our genial
postmaster is not compelled to make
change for you when you make pur-
chases at Uncle Sam's office.  This
is a queer rule that not onc in a
thousand persons know. [uyers of
stamps or any purchases at i post-
office must furnish their own change;
i. e., the postmaster could dndist
on the buyer furnishing his own
change if he sees fit to do it; but
usually the postmaster is glad enough
to get rid of his “chicken feed," and
he is always ready and willing to
accommodate the public by making
all the change it asks for. If a
man wishes to buy fifty cents worth

of stamps and has but a silver dol-

lar, he would be compelled to buy
a dollar's worth of stamps or go
and get his gilver dollar changed or
do without nis stamps if the post-
master was stubborn and refused
to make chanze for him. This is
the law and a queer one according
to our way of thinking: And post-
masters are not compelled to take
more than twenty-five pennies at one
time if they do not want them.
