At 8:30 ocloak Salurdav evening
a tornado of fire struck ‘Beaudelte
and Spooner, and within three minu-
tes after the first alarm all the
buildings were ablaze, and within an
hour were heaps of ashes. The peo-
ple of these two towns-had just suffi-
cient time to ‘escape from their
homes. They were loaded onte 2
passengef train that was standing at
the ‘depot and taken to ‘Rainy River,
Ontsrlo. o

He says he-walked over human be-

how- many. Many seitlers took to
the woods and have not been heard
from since. A mother and five chil-
dren are knowr to have been burn-
ed.

The flames are still raging and the
smoke i dense. Men from War
Road belped to-save Roosevelt. Calls
are coming in,to help settlers tweive
mﬂes south. eres are down and

news obtainable only as refugees
cone im.

Rainy River, Ont., was on fire from
the international bridge .o Sixth
streets, a distance of a half mile.
Inciuded in the burned area are the
Rat Portage Lumber Corapany’s mill
and lumber yard, containing 10,000,-
000 feet of lumber, the Western Cac-
ada Flouring Mills Company and
surrouading buildings.

Fifty houses were destroyed and
scores of people are homeless. Fire
is raging in the woods as can be
seen along the south bank of Rainy
River.

Most of the women and children of
people of these towns have been tak-
en away ob special trains, and many
more are on steamers ready to leave
gshould the wind change and the fire
spread.,

[The fire, driven by & furious north-
west wind, is bevond control and
must burn itself out.

and anstainod a bombardment, Lis-
bon is now in cloudless aunamne and
wears a remarkably smil!ng aapect.
The Republican flag flutters on
nearly every building and from ev-
ery vehicle; the ‘streets are thronged
with -promenaders, shops sud offices
have been re-opaned and business
generally has’ been resumed. . The
only. evidence of the recent pertur-
bation are small bodies of troops
stationed in the principal open
spaces of the city and rhe passage
pow and then of Red Cross ambhu-
lances. .

The notleeable ontward sxgns ef
the new regime are -the presence
everywhere of the green and red flag
of the Republic and the complz'e
disappea.ranr e of King Manuel's por-
trait from publie exhibition. 1n fact
pot a vestige is now seen of the ple-
ture post card portralts of the Kivg
or of any other member of the royal
family. :

These have given way to pictures
of : members of ‘the-Government. and
photographic records of the revolu-
‘tion in the shape of groups of armed
leaders and companies of insurg2nt
troops, not in action, but poaing for
the camera.

On the journey down to Lis-
bon ope heard at each stop-
ping of the train blood .curdling
recitals of thousands of persons hav-
ing been killed, and whole quarters

The most intersting man in-Por-
tugal at the present moment is the
new President, Theophile Braga,
who may be said without exaggera-
tion to.be the father not only of
Lthis revolution, but of that in .Bra-
zil, having by his standing as a pro-
fegsor of history and Philosophy
prepared the Government for both
movements.

Brega received the correspondent
of the Assoziated Press. H e partlc-
ujarly desires it to be understood
that . the revolution had no
military or personal aim, but
like those in Brazil and Turkey,
was purely the outcome of philoso-
phicaly ideas. The Bragazas dynasty

their own destines. This revolution
of civil life untrammeled by prejud-
jces of clerical domination.

Rich Bachelor, Hound With Bullet
Wound in Head,

At Greenmsboro, N. C., Colomon N,
Cone, a member of the millionaire
family of that name, which conrrols
vast industrial interests throughout
the South, and of the New York, Liv-
erpoo] and New Orleans cotton ex-
changes, was found unconscious in
bis bachelor apartments at eight
o'clock Saturday morning with blood
streaming from a bullet wound be-
hind his left ear-and a revolver in
his right hand.

DEATH PENALTY INFLICTED,

Bunk Sherod Hangs for the Murder

of & Constable,

For the murder of Special Con-
stable E. 0. Waldrop at Pledmonr

about two months ago, Frank Sher-
ard Friday morning paid the death
penalty on the gallows at the county
jail in Greenville. This is Lhe first
infliction. of. the..death senmience- in
thai ¢ounty in a number of years.
The negro was convicted at the
last sesslon of the Criminal Coum
and sentenecd by Judge Gary o
‘hang on the first Friday in Ocfober.
Only a few spectators saw the mel-
ancholy event besides the county of-
fioers, as prescribed by the State
laws. During his trial Sherard de-
nied his guilt, but later made a full
confession of the crime to the at-
torneys appointed to defend him.
'Waldrop was killed while attempt-
ing to arrest Sherard. A party of
the officers had run upon a group
of crap shooters, and in the melee
Sherod fired a shot gun into the side
of the constable. A posse of citizens
seached for the nezro for two days,
and it is probable that lynching was
only averted by the capture of the
negro by sherifi's party.

CALL FOR HELP

Mea HMore Important than Resources,
Says President Barrett

WANTS BETTER SCHOOLS

Government Should Spend from. Fif-

.ty to One Hundred Millions Each
" Year to Check the Trend From the
- Farm to the City by Providing
Good Country Schools.

. At Atlanta, Ga., in sober, business
phraseg aearly four score delegates,
appolinted -hy' sixteén Southern Gov-
ernors, Friday foretold an amaziug
growth in wealth and population for

the South within the next ten years.
Representing the agriculture ani
business iuterests of evury section
of Dixie, these delegates gathered (0
assist the executive committee of the
Southern Commercial Congress work
out a non-political and disinterest-
ed plan for promoting development
of the South's millions of und.eu-
pied acres and its vast unused water
powers, the,enlargement .of . its .bys-
iness and.industry, both by its own
inhabitants and- through judicious
advertising of its resources through-
out America and Europe.

. As' the representative of more
than two million farmers, Charles
S. Barrett, president of the Farmers’
Union, stressed the necessity of con-
serving men first,
sources of the soil. “If you conserve
the nation's raw resources and neg-
fect the nation’s men, you will meet
disaster and ultimate defeat in your
undertaking,” he-said. ‘‘The nation
has not been comserving the far-

mer, the man who is a greater asset.

than ‘all your powers, coal lands for-
ests or gold mines.” :

“4 corterie of really patriotle
Americans is trying to head off the
efforts of the Morgan-Gubbenheim
interesty to bottle up,  or ‘hog'-the
coal and gold of Alaska. They bave
puoceeded in musing a nation to
their assistance. We have had the
menace - of Ballingerism -placarded
from one end of America to- the
other. We' have been warned in
trumpet tones, of the encroaching
water power interests which may, in
the lomg runm, abgorb all the. water

power of  the “cdintry - and" i “the

end become the king of all the other
trusts. We have been told of the
penalty of giving over our forests
to greedy timber interests. We have
been shown what will happen it we
do mnot checkmate the money lust
of the coal, the gold And the timber
barons.

“This ig all worthy, this is all
admirable. But while we bhattle
against these foes of the Republic,
we leave to his own devices the man
whose vital function it is to feed and
largely to clothe, this nation, ‘the
man whose combined product yleld
a ‘greater annual value than .our
minés or foréits’ or water powers,
the man whose problems will be
more than ever the nation's. prob-
lems when the earth shall have been
stripped of its coal and gold.”

He said the Government should
spend fifty to one hundred million
dollars annually to check the trend
from the farm to the city by im-
proving common school and sclenti-
fic agricultural educational facilitles
In every country, in easy reach of the
farmers’ children. He wou}d pro-
vide sgainst “the contamination of
the corrupt allen strains that sow
seeds of unresl and disreputation
that may ripen unto a ruinous har-
vest.”

Mr. Barrett stressed the necess:ily
of keeping a perpetual watch upon
cur national and State Legislators.

“The pattle for conservailon is
not here in this auditorium. It comes
in the elections of November. It
comes after that in the halls of
Congress. 1t comes two years hence,
in the selection of a president and a
Congress that are committed to the
public and not the private welfa-c.
And then It comes year alter year,
for conservation I« so hig a war that
it probably will not be ended uncl
vour children and mine stand in our
places."”

Mr. Barrett paid a warm tribute
to Gifford Pinchot to whoes "unsel-
fish public spirit, patience under
humiliation and untiring zeal,” be
attributed the present advanrelent
to the sause of nonservatiom. " 1
am confident,” he said, *‘that when
the verdict of history is written his
name will stand high among the
names of the men who have wrougnt
for the salvation of our common
country. od

REACHES OUR SHORES

SECOND CHOLERA CASE TURNS
UP IN NEW YORK,

One of the Passengers of the Steamn-

er Moltke Stricken With the Dis-

ease on Sunday.

A case of cholera developed in
the steerage of tne Hamburg-Ameri-
can' liner ‘Moltke, which has been ly-
ing at quarantine-off New York as a
possible cholera carrier since Mon-
day weeKk.

Dr. A. H. Doty, health officer ol
the port, reported the case on Sun-
day night with additional informa-
tion and another cholera  patient
from the Moltke is under treatment
at Swinburne Island..

This makes three cases of choiera
which bave actually reached New
York. .

Sunday's victim is Givonni Falci-
glia, aged 36, who came from Naples
in the sieeraze of the Moitke. He
is eritically ill at Swinburne island,
as is the other patient, Rudolph
3ellitch, a coal trimmer, who wis
regarded as a ‘“‘suspicious case,” and
was responsible for the Moltke's de-
tention. Although be has been ut
Swinburn Island nearly a week, he
is fighting.-the disease and was still
alive Sunday.

Falcilgia was stricken at mnoon
Sunday after @ drunken debauch
which kept the 988 steerzge passen-

gers held with him, awake until|

dawn. At the close of his celebra-
tion he became violently ill and an
examination showed his ailment to
be an undoubted case of cholera.

“This case shows zll the features
of the Germania case,'" said Dr. Doty
Sunday night, “and is undoubtedly
of the kind knmown as cholera car-
rier.”

The Moltke left Naples September
91st and it was:about 17 days later
that this man became ill. All the
steerage passengers and part.of the
crew will Lbe removed to Hofiman Ia—
land.

BOLL WEEVIL ON THE RUN.

—_—

Work of the Experts is Effective in
the West.

The following statement of boll
weevil dispersion up to September
5, 1910, is made'by W.' Dwight
JPierce, bureau of eptomalogy, Unit-
ed- _States - Government . lahoratory,
Dallas, Texas: -

No work bas been done upon Lhe
line of ianfection of Oklahoma. The
infested line in Arkansas has fallen
back about fifteen miles off the wes-
tern corner but slightly passes the
1909 line in thé vicinity of Little
Rock, snd from there coincides with
the 1909 line until 'it reaches La-
mont, in Bolivar County, In Missies-
tppi. The line rune on a diagonal
from Lamont to the ‘southwestern
}ine of Sunflower County, thence to
Beelake, in Holmes County, thence
to Lexington through Sallis, in At-
lanta County, then turns abruptly
gouth at Plattsburg, in Winston
County, and then passes three miles
east of Newton, in Newton Cohnty
half-way between Heidelburg and
in Jasper County, crosses
into Wayne County directly east of
Ellisville Junction, and probably
leaves the State of Mississippi at
Stateline. In Alabama the infesta-
tlon crosses the Mobile and Ohio
Rallroad at Fruitdale, in Washing-
ton County, turning south passing
enst of Citronelie to the head of Mo-
bile Bay.

Fifty-Two Men Are Entombed by 2 Fear-
fo! Explosion of Damp

———

A BATTLE WITH FURES

———

The Companions of the Imprisoned . -

Men Make a Brave Fight for Their
Rescue.—They Enter Black. Fuimg
Inl’eswtll Depths in Hopes Seme of -
the Men Are Stll Alive. '

Entombed by an explosion in ihie
Starkville mine of the Cojorado Fuvk
and Iron company near Sta:"kville,
Ccl., at least 52 men are the objetts
ofheroic efforts of rescuers who
worked throughout Sunday trying to
penetrate the black depths in the
hope that some or probably all of
the imprisoned miners might Le res-
cued alive,

The presence of damp black made
the work of rescuers extremely haz-
ardous. Time and again Sunday the
‘members of parties were avercome,
neceseitating returninz to the open
air. Late that afternoon those sup-
erintemding  the work of Tescue de-
cided that none should enter the
mine until a portable fzn was in-
stalled, =

The fan reached the mine at four
o'clock and was mounted upon an
eleetric motor car and gradually car-
ried forward into the new slopa,
working as ti went, driving the gas
ahead and as was hoped, to am air
shaft thousands of feet inside the
mine where it might escape.

The greatest caution nossible was
exercised that the motor carrring the
fan should not be advanced too ra-
pidly, and a sudden rush of gas, or
kick' back, overwhelm the men’ oper-.
ating the machine and snuff out their
lives.

A touching *feature of the rscue
work was the self-sacrifice and de-
vgtian to duty of James Wilson, sup-
erintendent, who left a sick bed Lo
lead the men who volunteered- to
form rescue parties. He finally suc-
cumed to the exertion and, almosat
overcome by the gasses, was forced
to return to his bed. i 2

This information was followed bv
news that the men who had been in-
stalling the portable fan had beem
overcome and barely escaped to the
entrance.of the west partal with their
lives. They had penetrated 400 feet
when they were suddenly enveloped
in black damp.

The helmet men assisted their un~
protected companions out of the mine
and resuscitated them.

Magievich Falls 2,452 Feet at St

Petersburg,.

At St. Petersburg Capt Macievich,
the Russian military aviator, was
kzilled Friday in a fal)l from a Voisun
biplane, The accident occurred dur-
ing an altitude competition, whizn
was won by Lient, Matyovich, who
reached a helght of 3,938 feet,

Maclevich had risen 3,930 feer,
but decided to descend. When at 2
height of 2,452 feet his machins
suddenly stopped and the aviatcr
was thrown out. He came down like
a plummet, reaching the ground be-
fore the hiplane. Every hone in his |
hody was broken. It is the belief
the physicians that he died of heart
failure hefore reachiug the ground.

The fall of the aviator Lhrough
space caused a panic among the spec-
tators. Women shrieked and faln'-
ed and the wife of Macievich hecame
delirious and it is feared, she will
be permanently insane. »
