LOST BANK BOOKS.

rhe Way Depositors Are Protected
and MHade More Careful.

"If we don't have at least five per-
;ons every day come in here to give
ioiice of their lost bank book we think
t unusual," said a cashier of one of the
ity banks recently.
"As soon as a book is reported lost a

h',ck is made against it in the bank,
txrd the loser is requested to advertisc-
:he loss. For from a fortnight to thirty
kIys ensuing no money can be with-
Irawn on that account. unless the book
;hall be found. If not found the de-
ositor ;nust apply for a new book.

3enerally an affidavit must first be
nade that the loser cannot find the t
yook and that it has not been trans-

erred or assigned.
"All this is scarcely necessary. but

t makes a bank absolutely safe in re-

pect to that deposit, and it Im the

lepositor to enough troub'c to imake
xim or her careful therni:f. :very-
hing having been perfc:- out-

ined, the depositor may : tiew

ook, which means opening a ncvw- ac-

ount, as accounts are never duplicated2.
"In my e-xperience of many years I

o not recall a case where finders have
>resented books in hopes of withdraw-
ng money. It would be almost im-
Jossible for a person not the owner of
:he book to withdraw a cent on the
iccount. At the time of 'the original
leposit the depositor, before getting a

yook, has to answer certain questions
hich are framed to fir -the-adepositor's

dentity and to protect the depositor.
Uhe depositor must also leave an auto-
raph on the bank register. Whenever
noney is withdrawn these questions
nust be answered and the autograph
ttached to an order. This is an ef-

ectual test. Each book is numbered
mnd bears the depositor's name.
"We have been asked if depositors
ould not be better protected if banks
)mitted the name from the book and
;imply numbered it. We can see no

Ldvantage in that. The plan would not
lefeat .the purposes of a thief, for one
vho would steal a bank book would
:now the name of the owner, and the
vithdrawal of deposits is so well
,uarded that even with the owner's
iame a finder could- not get money
rom the bank.
"Tiere are probably from 1,200 to
,500 books'lost every year,. of which
00 to 500.eventually turn up. That
neans from onethi-d to two-fifths of
per cent of the 'whole number of

>ooks out disappear, and one-third of
hat number get back to the owners.
here the rest go is a puzzle not to be
olved."-Chicago Tribune.

garybecause the old grounds were too
smallto accommodate the large num-
erofexhibitors and visitors who an-
uallyattended the great fairs, and

he buildings were no longer suitable
'orthe purposes for which they were
ullt. On the new grounds there is
oom for everything and for every-
ody and they are more conveniently
;ituated to the transportation lines
:hanthe old grounds were. The dis-

-anceis less than a half -mile from the
'ewunion depot. and the grounds are
reachedby several fine roads and by
:hestreet car lines, and no trouble will
eexperienced in handling the large

:rowds that are sure to visit Columbia.
Tisitors will find everything brand new

his year. The buildings are all modern
nconstruction, large, airy, and comn-
ortable, all one story, with numerous

exitsandwide aisles. One building is
evotedentirely to the handiwork of
women,and is set apart from the other
buildingsso that the fair sex may en-
oy-themselves without interruption.
notherbuilding is devoted to the agri-
ulturalexhibits and implements, and
tnotherto the commercial exhibits.
rhen,the poultry building occupies a

veryprominent location and is very
arge and roomy. The live stock barns

are soarranged that all visitors can
safelyand conveniently pass through
tll ofthem and see all the stock at any
time,and the management specially
requeststhat visitors avail themselves
afthisopportunity.

The regulation mile race track is 1o-
latedin the southern part of the
'rounds,and is a beauty. .The races
maybeviewed from the Fair grounds
if itbepreferred to do so. but a large.
comfortable grand stand is located at
thefinishof the home stretch, where
theracescan be viewed to much better
advantage and with more comfort. The
cuarterstretch is not separated from
hegrand stand, as was the case on
theoldtrack, but all are .combined
underone inclosure, thus increasing
thesocialpart of the meet.

The Midway or Pike is located near
themainentrances, and will be filled
withallthe modern shows and attrac-
tions,with wares from very part o1
theworld, and with people from every
partof the world. The athletic
groundsare located just opposite the
Midway,on the other side of the
entrance. Here will be played two
excellentgames of football during
Fairweek.

The railroads have offered very

GreaterState Fair, and they will run
mostconvenient schedules from all
sectionsof the State. In view of all

theattractions that have been ar-
rangedfor, there is no risk in saying
