We have done our best to keep
track with the actsand doings of
the General Assembly, and
we are under obligationsto Hon.
R. S. DesChamps for furnishing

us with daily copies of the Jour-|

nal and Calendars, otherwise we
should have been dependent up-
on the reports in the daily news-
papers which are not always
correct: the Journal is the official
guide.

".The session is over, it has pas-
sed down the road of time, never
to return, but while this machine
was in view, it made a whole lot
of noise, in comparison. about as
much as Aldermun’s automobile
in the ears of a frightened mule.
Now when we come out from the
cloud of dust the thing raised to
find the results, we discover the
world but slightly damaged, and
able to jog along at its usual
cait, and for this we should at
least be greatful.

The session of 1905 wiil go
down in history as the see-saw
legislature. The members seem-
ed to return to their childhood
days to play see-saw. The Sen-
ate at one end ofthe State plank,
the House on the other, with
Public Opinion as the block, and
the Primary astradle the center,
here they went up and down for
forty days. The House passing
a bill for the Senate to kill, then

. thée Senate would pass a bill for

the House to kill. They did this

with regularity on all bills the

people expected results from,
excepting the lmmigration Bu-
reau matter, which probably
would have shared with the oth-
ers had it not been that the in-
telligence of the State would
have held the law-makers to ac-
count.

The dispensary was heralded
throughout the State as the main
thing to correct. Even Senator
Tillman went to Gaffney where
the people were going to vote
on the question of ‘‘dispensary
or no dispensary,” and then he
1aid down his dictum. that the
tgerews of the dispensary ma-
chine must be tightened.” The
Senator would notstand for the
ramshackable mannerin which it
was being run. The county cam-
paign was full of promises to re-
form the old sot; the candidates
were going to convert the State
House into & veritable inebriate
asylum to give the State dispen-
sary  the “Keely Cure,” and
drive out its system all of the
elements of corruption. Why.
the dispensary was agitated to
the extent, that in this county
Candidate Muldrow declared in
in favor of “Local Option” and
failed of enough votes to putb
him in the second race, candi-
dates Bradham, DesChamps and
Green came out boldly to stand
by the dispensary and they were
elected. What was done? The
House passed the ““Toole Bili”
which was only a measure to get
through the ‘“Brice Bill” in ifs
original form, and this bill was
practically “local option.” The
Senate killed it. The Senate
passed the “Raysor-Manning
Bill” which was along the lines

. suggested by Senator Tillman in

his Gaffney speech and the House
gave ‘tit for tat” and killed it.
and the only thing done with re-
gard to dispensary legislation
was to create a recess job at $4.
per day to a commission to in-
vestigate the charges against
the institution, with a limited
time to sit, and with ‘no power
or means to invoke the aid of
the United States courts and de-
tectives. The commission can
write out their report now with-
out taking the trouble to do any-
thing else, because it has not
been given the power to force
accountings with concerns out-
side of the State, and this can
only be done by employing coun-
sel to bring suits in the U. S.
courts. However, the commis-
sion will be able to report, ‘‘we
bave examined the books and
find them neatly kept.”

So far as we can secratch out
of the mass of rubbish left in the
walke of the legislative machine
which the public is interested
in, is the raise of one-half mill
on the State levy. If the people
must dance they should be wil-
ling to pay for more musie, and
also, the creation of a batch of
fat offices for gentlemen of the
legal fraternity. It does strike
us as very peculiar, the farmers
all over the State are sending
up a cry for relief from oppres-
sion brought on them by the
slump in the price of cotfton:
they are groauning under the
burden and even appealing to
the general government for help,
the merchants are equally as
demoralized because their inter-
ests are tied up in the farmer,
and still with

our lawmakers go right ahead
and pile more burdens upon
them, that *‘that the court dock-
ets mayv be relieved of conges-
tion.” It is bosh, the pockets of
politicians are probably congest-
ed and in need of expansion.
