-4--Navigator Unable to Pick Out Safe

Course in Terrific Storm-Only
Six of Forty Persons Known to

Be Saved-Ship on Its Way to

This Country.
The North Atlantic's annual toll

of lives and vt.sels received the frst
tithe of the winter season from its

tributary-the Itay of Fundy-
Wednesday in the loss of at least a

score of souls and the destruction on

a shoal. inside of Old Proprietor'a
Ledge. off Seal Cove. Grand Manan.
of the Donaldson Line steamer lies-

tia. bound from Glasgow for St.

John and Baltimore. Four of the

victims-young Scotch ladies-were

passengers on the ill-fated steamer

and the others were members of the
crew. Captain Newman and twenty

or more members of the crew we.re
last seen in a ship's boat which was

being tossed on a stormy sea.

Of the forty persons who were

aboar dthe steamer when she piled
up on the ahoal. at 1 o'clock Wednes-
day morning, only six are posltively
known to have been saved. They
were forced to cling to the wreck.
shifting their precagous positions

often as the steamer was tossed by
the great seas. It was not until
3 p. m. that life savers were able
to man their boats and reach the
stranded vessel. When rescued the
survivors were in a weakened state
after their 14 hours ordeal.

THE TARE ON COTTON
IN CAUSFA TROUBLE .AMONG THE

BUYFS AND SELLERS.

The Varmers Refuse to Accept the

. Rates of Cotton Buyers and thty
Union Takes a Hand.

The State says there is dissatis-
a. faction in the Farmers' Union over

the tare rate on cotton. This mat-
ter is reported to hav.- teen con-

sidered at recent meetings of tbe
county union in Richland. It seems

the foreign shippers allow a tare
margin of 30 pounds or. a "00-pound
bale to the buyers and shippers.
The buy.-rs and shippers are said
to have formed an agreerent among

d themselves to allow only ::1 pounds
to the bale.

In this connect!on th.. Farmers
Union has issued a c!rcui. letter in
which the grievance is presented to
the farmers with a view to taking
some action relative thereto. Some
action was taken at the last meet-
nC. but just what was done has
not been dieflnitely stated by the
State Farmers' Union.

In the issue of The Farmers'
e Union Sun of Angus 27, was pub-d lished the text of the agreement of
dthe buyers, together with a reply
by A. J. A. Perritt, president of the
3South Carolina State Farmers'
Unicn.
The articles in question follows:

Agreement of Spinners and Cotton
Buyers of Columbia, S. C.. Terri-
tory:
We fnd It necessay to take some

r steps reati" to the exoessive
amount of begging and ties that is
now being put on cotton at the gins.
The excess bagging, and ties put on

at the gins is incresing. and It is
now the custom of many gins to use

an unnecessary amount of bagging
and ties in covering the cotton. The
merchant is billed back by the spin-
er wi:h thej amount of .xcebs ba;

ging and ties, and. in view of this
fact, it is necessary to take steps
to protect ourselves against this loss.
All domestic mills and European
buyers are deducting for excess bag-
ging and ties, and we, the under-
signed, will be forced to do like-
wise; therefore. on and after Sep-
tember 1. 1909. vv will deduct for
excess tare as specified below.
On all cotton carrying more than

six yards bagging, we will deduct
two pounds per yard for each yard
in excess of six yards. and for bands
in excess of six bands, one pound
per band.
We res-rve the right to reject cot-

ton containing a palpable addition
of excescs tare.

Mrs. Rooks was heating it
a china saucer, a liniment contain
lig turpentine, which she was in thi
habit of applying to her husband'
back, which was injured while he
was at work some time ago.
She had placed the saucer on the

hearth .near the Ere. and was wait.
ing until the liniment would be hoi
enough for use. Mr. Rooks expecto
rated into the fire causing a numbel
of sparks to By into the linimeal
which was ignited instantly.
Not thinking of danger to her-

self. Mrs. Rooks seized the saucer
;zd with a light cotton apron. whick
she was wearing, attempted to ex-

tguish. the blaze. Part of the
flaming tLniment was spilled on the
foor and her apron was soon in a

blaze.
In a second the entire apron was

t famwe and other portions of he.
clothing caught.
Not for an instant losing her self-

mutzil. Mrs. Rooks rushed from
the room to the back porch, cry-

ing to her husband to tear off the
blazing garments.
In fear and ezeitement Mr. Rooks

began tearing and ripping oE the
clothing, but even in the few sec-
onds the work ncessitated. his wife
received burns which proved fatal.

Murders Committed on Farm Near

Kansas City.
James McMahon has confessed

'that be murdered his sisters. Miss
Rose McMahon and Mrs. Alonzo Van
-Royen and the latter's husband.
Alonzo Van Royen. on a farm near
Kansas City. Kans., last Tuesday.
A long standing family qua-rel can-
ed the tragedy. McMahon killed

IVan Royen in a wood and later went
to the Van Royen home and shot his
sisters:

Fearing mob violence by a throng
that gathered about the county Jag
after the confession became known.
the sherit rushed the murderer and
his brother. Patrick McMabon. and
Patrick Lamb. a farm hand, who are
held as witnesse to the penitentiary
at Lansaing f automobiles.

McMahon's inability to keep his
secret caused him to be arrested.
He told a friend where he had hid-
den a revolver with which he did
the killing, and several articles be
took from Van Royen's hbde.
As Sheriff Becker was preparing

to arrest James McMahon the latter
walked Into his ofoe and announced
he was ready to help work on the
case as he had been doing since the
tragedy.

Sheriff Becker Immediately arrest-
ed him.. Prosecutor Taggart and
Sheriff Becker sweated McMabonftor
two hours. Then McMahon confefted
all.

"Yes, I killed my two sistere and
brother-in-aw and I was erazy when
I did it." he shouted. rising out of
his chair and pacing the room. "It
took me three months to plan ad
execute the crime. I waited until
I knew my intended victims would
be in the right positions for me to
kill them and get away. On Tue-
day Rose went to visit at Van Roy-
en's and Lon went to the woods. L
found him and shot him in the head.
He fell and I fired six shots Into
his back. I always hated him.

"Then I walked Into the hoauS
and found my sisters. My first sbot
probably killed Mrs. Van Royen as
she sat on a chair. She screamed
and fell. Rose started up to speak
to m and I shot her down.

"With the two women virtually
dead. I was free to take my time. I
tred two more shots into the body
of Mrs. Van Royen and fire more
into Rose's body. I did not hurry
away.t I was not unduly excfted.
It was the culmination of my only
thoughts for months.

"Il searched the house and found
some rings and other valuables. I
took all of them and my revorver
and hid them in a corn shoek. Later
at dawned on me that I had com-
mitted a crime. I tried to keep it
a secret. But hour by hour some-
thing told me that I must tell alL
Tonight I'll sleep in peace."
The confessed murderer had been

'everely- cross-questioned by ;.he po-
lice many times since th. murder,
but he skillfully extricated himseit
from the few coiupromising positions
into which he had stepped.
He was taken at one time to the

scene of the murder and forced at
midnight under the glare of a flash-
ight to rehearse his story. He did
It unflinchingly, swearing he knew
nothing of tate crime. Later he of-
eed $6004 reward for the errest

of the murderer.
The quarrel twtween the Van

Royea and the McMabons is said to
have started over the desire of the
senior Mrs. McMahon to give part
of her property to Van Royen. Rose
McMahonl was friendly with the Van
Royens- This caused James Mc-
Mahon to dislike her.
