LOSS IS VERY GREAT

e
CITRUS FRUIT GREGWERS HARD
HIT BY FREEZE.
S —
Conservative Estimate Places Dam-
age to Orange and Lemon Crops
at Fifty Per Oent. of Value.

A dispatch from Los Angeles, Cal.,
says twenty-five million dollars was
the amount fixed by concensus of
opinion regarding the loss sustalned
by citrus fruit growers in the three
days freeze ending Tuesday morning.

Earl G. Dezell, assistant general
manager of the <Califernia Frun
Growers' Exchange, said that accur-
ate estimates of damage could not be
made for several days, but $25,000,-
000 is regarded as a conservative e
timate. Other estimates run as high
a3 $40,000,000.

Oranges advaneed 50 cents a box
in the Los Angeles wholesale mar-
Yet. This was a direct result of the
freeze. Grapefruit went up 25 cents
a box.

Temperatures around 30 degrees
were’ expected in some sections of
the citrus region again Tuesday night
dut the weather bureau assured
growers that Wednesday morning
would mark the end of the necessity
for burning smudges in the groves.

With markedly higher tempera-
turea prevalling *“smudging” was
successful Tuesday night ‘in saving
oranges and lemons that had been
only “nipped” dy the cold of the pre-
vione two days. According to citrus
experts, fully half of the $50,000,-
000 crop may de marketable.

Many groves were reported unm-
jured in San Bernardino County and
growers saw a ray of hope In the fact
that a sudden thaw did not material-
ize. On the basis of 50 per cent. crop
damage, the railroads stand to lose
$9,000,000 in reduced freight re-
ceipts. )

According to 2 statement by the
Los Angeles Chamber-of Commerce,
which concluded Tuesday a careful
{nquiry into the damage to the cltrus
crops, the early estimates of loss
wers exaggerated. 3

~*All expert opinions,” the state-
ment seys, “are to the effect that the
actual damage will.not be known for
at least two weeks. Later examina-
tions may show that not more ‘than
30 per cent. of the frult had been ma-
terially Injured.”

A report from Pomona says that
the growers there are more optimis-
tic than heretofore, and probably 50
per cent. of the crop may be saved.

FOUND HIN GUILIY

YOUNG MAN CONVICTED OF KILL-
ING IS FATHER

ON STREET OF CLINTON

S-S i

Witnesses Tell of the Trouble lle-
tween Father and the Son, Whick
Resulted in the Tragic Willing cf
the Former by the Latter Last
October.

Guilty of meanslaughter was the
verdict of the jury at Laurens which
tried Robert Lawsen, charged with
the murder of his father, W. Frank
Lawsor, of Lanford, Laurens county.
The jury was out three hours. Sen-
tence has not yet been passed, as
counsel for the young man will make
a motion for a new trial. The trial
was begun at Laurens Wednesday
morning at a special session of Crim-
inal Court. Defendant and deceased
were farmers of Laurens county.

The killing occurred last October
on the streets of Clinton, the young
man shooting his father to death in
Lawson’'s brother’s wagon, which was
loaded with cotton, The killing it is
said, grew out of a dispute over the
posession c¢f a bale of cotton. The
case went to the jury shortly after
6 o'clock. Eleven witnesses testified
for the State, while ten were in-
troduced by the defence, including
the defendant and hns wife.

Dr. J. D. Austin, who made the
pcstmortem, said there were three
wounds found on the deceased,
one just behind the left ear and two
In the left side. Eddie Lawson and
Vietor Lawson , brothers of the de-
fendent, testifled as to the beginning
of the trouble over a bale of cotton
which their father claimed.

Both said they assisted in loading
the cotton over the protest of the
defendant, and after the cotton was
ioaded on the wagon the defendant
took charge of the team and drove
to the gin, that Victor and W. .
Lawson , the father, went along in a
buggy. The cotton was carried to
Clinton. Witnesses said Robert Law-
gon offered the cotton to a bank he
owed; the deceased objected =and
jumped in the wagon and took charge
of the lines and started to drive off.
Robert Lawson standing immediately
behind in the front of the wagon.
Presently, according to testimony,
the shooting took place and W. F.
Lawson fell mortally wounded. None
of the witnesses saw W. F. Lawson
with a plstol; saw the defendant fire
five times, three times after hils fatn-
er fell. One of the mules was shot
at the time and since deid.

In his own behaif Robert Lawson
claimed self-defence, swearing that
he shot to save himself and to pro-
tect his property. He expressed ls

.sorrow for the deed, swore his fath-

er pushed him back against the eot-
ton bale and drew his pistol and
with an oath saying he (W. F. Law-
son) was going to kill defendant.
Instantly, defendant sald he drew
his pistol and fired on his father.
Dosen’t remember whether he shot
after his father fell. Defendant said
he took his father's pistol out or his
hand and put it in his own pocket.
Defendant testified that his father
had been an unnatural parent toward
him, treating him cruelly for sev-
eral years.

Several members of the Lawson
family were in Court, as was the
father of Mrs. Robert Lawson. She
s only 17. She made a good witness
but only knew of the trouble at the
Lawson brother’s home on Enoree
River in the morning of the day ot
the killing.

Tramp Ungrateful Wretch.
After being given a place to sleep
Thomas Kelly, an outcast, shot and
killed Otto Oelinger, a druggist, In
Williamsburg the good samaritan
who had befrinded him. Kelley was
allowed to spend the night in Oellng-
er's drug store, but because he was
awaken to early he flew into rage and
began shooting Oelinger fell dead
and William Klobe an employe, haa
a parrow escape. The outcast made
good his escape.

Little Girl Dies of Injaries.

Mr. and Mrs. Walter Jacksen of
Campobello, Spartanburg County,
was burned to death at the home of
the perents in that town Friday af-
ternoon. Mrs. Jackson left her for
a few minutes to step to the store
within 200 vards of the keuse and In
her absence the child was burned and
died from her injuries within a
short whlile.

WANTS NO FUSION WITH THE RE-
PUBLICAN PARTY.
e
Teddy Says Munsey's Proposal for
Merger With Republicans iz Not

Acceptable to Him, at Least.

A New York Dispatch says Theo-
dore Roosevelt replied Thursday to
a proposal advanced by Frank A.
Munsey Wednesday to bring the Pro-
gressive and Republican parties to-
gether. HMe said:

“I am simply speaking as one of
the men in the ranks of the Progree-
sive party. Personally I strongly feel
that we should no more enter into a
combination with the Republican ma-
chine than with the Democratle ma-
chine. I firmly believe that all good
Progressives who may happen yet to
agdhere to either the Republican party
or the Democratic party will, in the
end, see that the chance for honest
government lies only in the Progres-
sive party.

“To my mind the whole attitude of
those at present resporsible for the
leadership and management of the
Republican party shows that it would
be folly to iry to combine with them.

“Until the managers of the Repub-
lican party learn that theft and fraud
and swindling the people and impos-
ing the will of the bosses, when they
declare by a two to one majority at
the primaries in the reverse way, la
not the method in wkich to achieve
the triumph of the permanence of
Republican institutions. It is idle to
discuss getting together with them.

“The doctrine of the present Re-
publican managers about the courts
is just at present being practically
applied in Tdaho. The courts of Ida-
ho are 2cting along the lines that Mr.
Taft, Mr. Barnes and the other Re-
publican leaders upheld and defend.
The Progressives take the same view
of the IdaLo case that Abraham Lin-
coln took of the Dread Scott case.
We take the same view of justice
that Lincoln took and of the rights of
the people to be masters of the con-
stitution, of the courts and of the
congress that Lincoln took.”

Young Florida Lawyer Commits Sul-
cide in New York.
At New York William Shine, a 27-
year-old attorney of Orlando, Fla,
committed suicide just aftar mid-
night Wednesday morning by jump-
ing from a room on the fifth floor
of the New York Hospital, where he
was a patlent.
He was an athlete and two nurses
were unable to stop him as he jum)~
ed from his bed and dashed toward
the window. They threw themsalves
upon him twice with all their force,
but he pushed them aside and tear-
ing a heavy wire netting from the
window he plunged headlong, fa. ing
to the roof of a cme-story structare.
He was instantly killed.
The young lawyer had been [rm™~
suaded by his brother to come from
Florida last week to be oparated up-
on for a2 minor internal trouble.
The operation had been perfoimed
successfully and he was convalesc-
ent. His brother, Thomas Shine,
and his widow are at Orlando.

After maquerading as & girl for 18
years the sex of Irene Mormahan was
learned Wednesday. He was arrested
in La Jupta by the sheriff, who be-
cause of his masculire appearance,
decided he was a boy in girl’s cloth-
ing. Irene was on his way to visit
kis father in Bisbee, Ariz.

Until the holidays Irene had been
a student in the Vietor High School
and all of his life had passed as a girl
Mrs. Moynahan, when told that her
son had been arrested and that his
sex had been discovered, stated tnar
she had always passed him off as a
girl because of her disappointment
in having two sons.

Not even her husband was aware
of the boy’s sex, she said. This was
aorne out by the discovery of a letter
in the boy's effects. The letter was
addressed to his father in Bisbee and
deciared that the mother was “‘send-
Ing 2 son to him as a New Year's
glft.”

NUMBER BALES GINNED

e
EIGHTH REPORT OF THE CEN-
SUS BUREAU ISSUED.

FEE TR
Total Crop Reported 12,919,257
Bales, of Which South Carolinua

Furnished 1,173,549 Bales.

The eighth cotton ginning revorc
of the census bureau for the season,
igsued at "0 o'clock Thursday morn-
ing, announced that 12,919,257 bales
of cotton, counting round as half
bales, of the growth of 1812, had
been ginned prior to Wednesday,
Jazuary 1, to which date during the
past seven years the ginning average
ed 92.8 per cent. of the entire crop.

Last year to January 1, there had
been ginned 14,317,002 bdales, or
52.1 per cent. of the entire crop; in
1508 to that date, 12,465,298 bales,
or 95.3 per cent. and in 1906 to that
date 11,741,039 bales, or 90.4 per
cent.

PLAN TO_BUILD ROADS

PR
A GOOD SYSTEM EXPLAINED BY
ITS AUTHOR.

s

Will Enable Counties to Pay Of Road
Bonds With Amounts Now Eeqair-
ed to Pay Interest Alone.

The following plan to build good
roads by the different counties at &
minimum cost is published in the
F'rogressive Farmer by W. S. Wilson,
of Raleigh, N. C., who i the author
of the plan:

An overwhelming majority of the
people favor good roads and want
them. The men most bitterly oppos-
ed to road taxes and road bonas
prefer traveling over & good road to
traveling over & bad ons. We must,
therefore, look back of the fact that
good roads are favored and wanted,
to find out why more of them are
favored and wanted, to find out why
more of them are not built. -

The one absolutely essential thing
in road building is money in larger
cuantities than can be raised by tax-
ation except in a few of the wealth-
‘er localities. In most cases a bond
{ssue is mecessary, and bond issues
are mot popular. Businegs mer who
de not hesitate to borrow money to
use in their own business enterprises
cppose bond issues for roads or cther
purpases. 2 -

Why is this? 1If it be good busi-
ness to borrow morey for a private
enterprise, why would it not be as
good business to borrow money for
a public enterprise? Why are bond
issues unpopuiar and why do some
ot our best men oppose them? Our
people do not vote blindly for or
against a proposition. They count
the cost and take {nto consideration
the benefits. They know that in most
instances bond issues under our pres-
ent plan became permanent debls;
that they are never pald and the m-
teres; on them is an an31diiz wcad
trr them and their dese»idaris ‘o
¢irts Vi ken they borrow mon»y for
2 private enterprise, they provids for
its payment, and then the interest
gtops. When bonds are voiad for
and sold, they know that in cerlaln-
ly a great majority of ¢ases no meth-
od of repeyment which can ba of-
fectually carried out is provided for,
and the interest. does mot stop, and
therefore, they vote against the
tonds. 3

If some means can be devised
whereby money may be had at a
reasonable rate of interest and with
a fixed period of payment, and the
people can be made to know that at
the end of fhat period the debt will
be cancelled, they will vote for bonds
and good roads will be built.

The plan which I shall here outline
to meet this condition is based upon
the fact that in this State the bonds
issued by the State are exempt from
all taxation, whereas county, district
or munlcipal bonds are subject to
taxation. There is, therefore, a dit-
ference in the value of these bonds,
which is shown in the rates at which
they may be sold. The State can and
does sell its non-taxable bonds read-
ily at 4 per cent.,, while county, dis-
trict and municipal bonda range from
5 to 7 per cent., with a prevailing dif-
ference of certainly as much as 1 per
cent. It is to take advantage of this
difference and at the same time o
prepare 2 plan by which & sinking
fund can be created and invested un-
der State supervision, to care for the
county bonds st maturity, that the
plan is proposed as a substitute for
our present ineffective and unpopular
methud of road bond issnes.

Thig idea was drafted into a Dbhit
which was presented at rhe last ses-
cfar. of the General Assambly, whare
it pessed the House by & practically
gnavinous vote, but was defeated In
the Senate by a small majority. The
plan may be summarized as followrs:

i. On January 1 of = glven year
the State Treasurer shall be anthor-
ized to issue and sell State 4 per
cent. bonds, interest to be pald semi-
annually, to an amount not to ex-
ceed $200,000, the exact figure to be
determined by the applications re-
ceived by him before such issuance.

2. The bonds are to run for a per-
iod of 41 years, since it takes that
time to mature a sufiicient sinEing
fund to retire them.

3. The steps preliminary te such
application for road funds, inecluding
the method of voting in the county
are set out in the bill, and must be
regular in every way, and be approv-
ed by the Attorney General.

4, Taking for grznted that enough
countics have applied to take the
whola issue of $200,000 for use on
roads in the followlng six months,

that amount and the proceeds aris-
ing from thelr sale are loaned to the
counties. There counties must fur-
nigh proper proof of having vote@
“For Good Roads,” and must execute
and deliver to sald treasurer a bond
tc pay him 6 per cent. per annum ol
the amount loaned, to be pald semi-
annually at least one month before
the interest is due on the outstanding
state bonds. A penalty for failure
to pay within the gpecifled time 1s
provided which would amply reim-
burse the State for any advance pay-
ment it might have to make on its
ocutstanding bonds.

5. Both interest and penalty are
made a State tax and the Treasurer
is given every facility for its collec-
tion that he has for the collection of
any other State tax.

¢. The county bond is not ome
that can be stolen and at maturity
presented for payment, but it is an
undertaking on the part of the county
to pay the State Treasure annually,
in two pavments, ¢ per cent. to be
applied towards the payment of the
irterest on its outstanding bonds,
| and an additional 1 per cent. to be
{nvested by the State in a sinking
fund to Tetire its bonds at maturity.

Congerssman Lever Is Pleased That
Secretary Wilson and the House
Committee on Agriculture Will At-
tend the Great Exhibitiom on Eda-
cational Day.

The Washington correspondent of
The State says George H. Stevenson,
secretary and general manager of the
National Corn Exposition, which is to
hold its fifth annual meeting in the
city of Columbia January 27 to Feb-
ruary 8, was i{n Washington Thurs-
day and with Representative A. F.
Lever, extended an invitation to Jas.
Wilson, secretary of agriculture, and
‘the entire agricultural committee of
the house of representatives to visit
the exposition on Boy’s day,” Feb-
ruary 1. Both the secretary and the
committee accepted this invitation,
and the committee recorded a vote
of thanke to the expoeition manage-
ment for the courtesy thus extended.

The acceptance cf this invitation
by the secretary of agriculture is it-
gelf a fact of large significance. and
his visit to.the State, supplemented
by that of: the entire agricultural
committee of the house, under the
auspices of such an agricultural in-
stitution, means one of the most
auspicious gatherings in the interest
of agriculture in the history if the
country.

This is the first time in the history
of congress that the agricultural
committee, as a whole, has accepted
such an invitation, and on this date
the exposition and State will bave as
the exposition and State will-have as
their guests the cabinet officer of 2
great department of the government
and a committee of congress whose
personnel, coming from all sections
«f the nation, represent every phase
¢! agricultural thought and work.

The committee will welcome this
cpportunity to view the National
Corn exposition as an institution
Cealing with the fundamental agri-
gratified at the acceptance of this
{avitation by the committee and the
secretary, as was also Representative
Lever. :

Mr. Lever sald: *I regard this ex-

-position as the greatest thing, in the

way of agriculture, that has ever oc-
curred in the South, and of course I
am quite proud of the fact that it is
being held in the district I have the
honor to represent here. I am sure
that its educational featuse wiil
mean much to the present and future
agriculture of the State, and the ac-
ceptance of this invitation this morn-
ing by Secretary Wilson and my own
committee means a gathering of dis-
tingulshed men, a1l of whom have
their best efforts directed along the
lines of & better and a more profit-
able agriculture for our nation, and
1 am sure the people of our State,
and the entire South, can not over-
estimate the importance cof this occa-
sion.”

est. On $200,000 this amounts to
$5,000. Of this anxiount the State
Treasurer takes $4,000 and pays tke
interest on the outstanding State
bonds, and has a surplus of $1,000.
Then to get his $200,000 to be loanea
to the same or cther counties upon
the same terms as at first prescribea,
the Treasurer puts this $1,000 into
the road fund and issues $159,000
ir bonds and sells them, and the pro-
ceeds arlsing therefrom are added to
the $1,000 sinking fund and the
wkole amonnt I8 loaned in the same
way as at firet indicated.

At the end of the first year the
State collects 5 per cent. on §400,-
000, whereas it pays out interest on
only £299,000. This process i3 con-
tinued semi-annually for 41 years,
and at the end of each six months
the State’s bond Issue is reduced by
the amount of the surplus, so that
the two shall aggregate $200,000.

A bareful computation will show
that there is a sufficlent income from
the county loans to pay the Interest
on the outstanding State bonds and
still leave & suficient amount to pay
off the first issue of $200,000 in State
bonds, And by further study it will
be seen that each succeeding Issve
always decreasing in amount, will be
retired in the same manner. Ths
sounties borrowing the morney wili
have paid but 5 per cent. per annurw,
yel their debt will bave been dis-
charged, and the Stale as such will
have paid nothing except for the sale
of the bonds and for the bookkeeg-
ing. It will have loaned its crejit
only and in return will bave reaped
an abundant harvest by way of add!-
tionzl taxes from increased propesty
values.

The counties are enabled to get
money at a greatly reduced rate of
interest and their sinking fund Is
bandled and invested under State su-
pervision, so that they are ot re-
quired to perform the impossible task
of collecting, handling and Investing
it so that it will mature their cdilga-
tions, and a county bond lssue is
chenged from a permanent debt, to]
be handed down from generation tc
generation, into a fixed yearly pay-
ment for a definite number of years,
long enough to keep the load from
resting too heavily at 2ny time, and
as short as accumulative compound
interest ecan liquidate the loan.

Survivor of Wrecked Steamer Tealls

How Men Died.

How the seamen < the Jil tank
steamer Rosecrans met deatnn after
the vessel crashed ashore at the
mouth of Columbia River Wednes-
day morning, was told tonight by
Fred Peters, the quartermaster, who
drifted ashore on a plank at Tioga
Oregan. According to Peters, Capt.
Johnson, of the Rosecrans, remained
to the last at his post in the pilot
house, directing and cheering his
crew, although he was suffering from
a broken leg.

There were eight men on duty at
the time of the disaster and twenty-
eizght men were in their berths. The
The night was 2 wild one, but it was
decided by the oficer in zommand
thet it would rot be too hazardous to - .
attempt the entrance into the Colum-
bia River. In the storm and rain the
man at the wheel, according to Pet-
ers, mistook the North Head light
for the lightship, which is anchored
off the Columbia, and stered the ves-
ssl upon tne rocke.

“The backbone of the Rosecrans
was brokez, and there was noiking
to do but to wait.” Peters said. “Ef-.
forts to launch the life beats were
futile. The wind and waves broke
them from their Iashings beforeany
of the crew could man them. The
men waited camly for the death that
appeared invetitable. Capt Johmson
stood at his post, directing the crew,
although his lez had beer broken by
a falling spar.”

Peters had just talked with Capt.
Johnson, when a big wave washed
him overboard. He grasped a float-
ing plank and rode it for five hours
before he finally drift2d ashere.
