These survevors say, however,
that in the whole county there are
910 square miles. ‘This would
leave 522 square miles in the old
county. Now the Dillon people,
after all the surveyving has been
finished, have secured a petition
for another amendment in the line
this amendment being taken to
the Governor by Mr. T. A. Dil-
lon, commissioner t or Dillon
county.- Governor Ansel has ap-
pointed March 2nd. for a hearing
from both sides on this question.
The proposed change asked for
would take back to Dillon Connty
the greater part of this eighteen
square miles of territory contain-
ing these same voters. Although
these fiigures, as above—910
square miles in the whole county,
388 in the new and 522 in the
old—have heen given out, the sur-
veyors, Messrs. T. C. Hamby,
'of Columbia and E. N. Beaty, of
Georgetown, have not made their
formal report to the commission-
ers. Commissioner J. C. Mace,
on the part of the old county peo-
ple, was in Columbia and failed,
after making strenuous efforts to
secure a. copy of the report, al-
though the surveynrs had several
days previonsly sent in to the
commission a final statement of
their accourt for the work. Itis
claimed that the commissioners
will not unnecessarily delay this
report; butas the survey was com-
pleted about a mo-~th ago, it is
difficult to understand why there)
has been so much delay. If the
matter is still further delayed, un-
til after the date fixed by Gover-
nor Ansel for the hearing, the old
county people will be at a consid-
erable disadvantage forlack of in-
bformation when aEp_ea.ring before
him. ,Of course, it cannot be pre-
dicted with any degree of certain-
ty just what action the Governor
will take in the matter, he having
already allowed one change in the
line, and this petition coming up
after the fnal survey was finish-
ed. The cost of this- survey has
already amounted to over $6,000.
