Water For the Bees.

Give the bees plenty of water.
They need a great deal and will fly a
long distance to get it

It there is no running stream or
lake of pure water near it is well to
place a pail of fresh water near the
apiary every day.

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PRACTICAL ADVICE ABOUT
DIVERSIFIED FARMIN
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Test With Dairy Cows,

The Department of Agriculture has
received a report of some tests at the
Mississippi ezperiment statlon with
dairy cows. Experiments lasting six-
teen and ten weeks, respectively,
were undertaken to eee i{f it paid to
feed cottonseed meal when cows had
an abundance of green feed. In the
former test the cottonseed meal gave
five per cent. better returns, but this
was not enough to pay for the extra
cost of meal. In the second test there
wags no increase In the yield of milk.

Using cows pastured at night but
kept up during the day, cottonseed
meal was fed at the barn in com-
parison with the soillng crors, alfal-
fa, sorghum and Johnson gzrass. In
& ten weeks' test it was found that
forty-one pounds of green feed gave
an average daily yield of 14.9 pounds
of milk for each eow, while the lot
fed 3.4 pounds of cottonseed meal
gave 14.2 pounds. The difference in
favor of green feed would have been
greater if the cows had had no access
to pasture. In a comparison of large,
medium and small rations with three
lots of cows, receiving respectively
thirteen pounds, ten pounds and six
pounds of a grain ration consisting
of wheat bran and cottonseed meal
2:1, the avernge weekly vields were
383, R73 and 743 pounds. In the
last case there was also some loss of
body weight. A second test with
three lots of nine cows each showed
that nine pounds of the mixture
¥ielded better results than eleven
pounds,

In a test of four months with thir-
ty cows it was found that silage re-
eulted in a saving of £100 aver a
feed of wheat bran, cottonsced meal
and Johnson hay grass.

During hat weather it was found
to be of no advantage to protect cows
from the heat by keeping them in the
barn, as they were more contented in
a shady pasture,

Another experiment showed that
with 149 cows, the average cost of
feed per cow per month was £4.10
in the drv feed herds and $3.50 in the
sllage fed herds, the averaze cost of
one gallon of mill being fifteen and
nine cents respectively, and a corre-
snonding cost of one pound of butter
fat of twenty-nine and twenty cents
respectively,

Goed Care Pays,

and harness seven years ago, Twice
every year I took the harness apart
at the buckles—washed it with s0AD
#nd then rubbed well with “neatsfoot
oil,"” fifteen cents' worth. Every sum-
mer when the wheels began to rattle
because of getting loose, I got a half
gallon of linseed oil and put in a
crescent shaped pan and boiled the
“felloes” of the wheels in the oil. A
tinner will make a pan for fifty cents

linseed ofl. For $1.00 1 bought
enough ready mixed carriage peaint
every summer and ireated the entire
cart to a coat of paint. As a conse-
quence my cheap harness and buck-
board did almost dally service for
seven years and was then given in!

There were oth-
ers who did not use oil and paint who
had three or four new gets of harne:s
and carts.—Mrs. M. G. Adams, ip
the Epitomist.

Wild Ounlons In Milk.

I had a cow that took to eating
wild onlons, so the milk was not fit
for man or beast to drink, and It
would spoll the milk of the other
cows if it was mixed with it.

1 have been putting about a half
cup of molasses in her morning fead.
Since I began using it there has been
no odor of onlons about the milk, ex-
cept one day. It was very rainy in
the morning, and as I did not expect
to turn her in the pasture I falled to
give her the molasses. But it faired
off about noon and I turned her out;
that night the milk was spoiled by the
onfons.

I don’t know whether the molnsses
destroys the ndor or taste, or whether
the cow omits to eat onions after eat-
Ing the molasses. 1 write this for
what it is worth.—W. H. Turrerting

Where Cotton Does Ilest,
Unquestionably cotton does better
In a moderately compact or firm seed
bed. 1If the land s to be brolen

deeply in the spring it shouid be done
carly and the land thoroughly har-
rowed two or three times before
planting, One of the most sucecessful
cotton growers we know  rarely
breaks hls land in the epring with
a turning plow, The land is well

broken the fall before and sowed to
rve or some other cover rron and
then In the spring simply disced and
redisced until a proper seed hed is
secured. No doubt the eaver crop is
an Iimportant factor in his sunceess,
but we are much inelined to the onin-
fon that the firm deep sofl with a
fine seed bed of three or four inches
on top is equally important,

Spurs For Poultrymen,
Sitting hens should be dusted with

a good Insect powder three times
during the hateh.

Skim milk is the best summer egz
producer and has heen shown to be
worth one and a hall cents per quart
for that purpose.

Corn alone will not make gonod
chickens or produce a profitable egg
vield. Tts value will he greatly in-
creased when supplemented by green
and animal feeds.

Chicks may be ratsed suceessfully
either by hens or in a brosder. It
raised by hens, keep the hens con-
fined to coop for two wecks after
chicks are hatched, allowing the
chicks to run out and in at will.

Use an inecubator to hateh early
chicka for market, but hateh breed-
ing storks with kens. If hatched by
hens, care should be taken to keep
them perfectly free from lice. and
even incubator hatched chicks will
get lousy if the brooder is not kept
clean,

A comfortable hounse which Is dry
—one that will keep out the rain
and always have a dry floor—is a
good Invesiment. Allowing the rain
to get into the house to drown lice
is a poor way of getting rid of them
and will canse other troubles as bad
ns lice. Poultry cannot be kept
‘healthy for any lengih of time in a
damp house.

In grading np from enmmon stock
use pure bred malezs of the same
breed each vear and in a few years
the flock will be uniform in appear-
ance and, for practical purpeses, pure
bred.

Improve the poanltry, whether
pure-hred or grade, by selecting the
best hens from the flock as well as
by geleeting n zood male bird, Most
