The Simms Cotton.
Mr. A. J. Hunter, who is the largest

planter of the Simms long staple cotton
in this section, dropped in to sec us last
Saturday, and we had quite an interestingconversation with him in reference
to it, and from him we get the following
facts: Mr. Hunter planted this season
thirty acres of this cotton. He has shippedten bales so far, has two more gathered,and has at least four bales more to
gather. The ten bales shipped averaged
over 500 pounds to the bale, so it is safe
to say that he will get at least sixteen
bales from the thirv acres. The cotton
was planted on common, sandy land,

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balance of his crop. Mr. Hunter says he
can make as much of the Siinms

long
staple to the acre as ordinary staple cotton,and the difference in price is great.
Mr. Hunter, as already announced in
this paper, ships his cotton to Boston,
Mass., through Hon. 11. C. Folk, and the
cotton he has sold so far brought 13i
cents per pound. He expects to plant
this long staple cotton exclusively next
year, and he lias some of the seed which
he will sell or trade. It certainly seems
to us that it would pay our farmers to
plant this cotton, as Mr. Hunter has demonstratedthat it can be successfully
raised here.

Capt. E. R. Walter also planted several
acres of this cotton this year, but he has
not ginned his yet, as he is endeavoring
to purchase a special gin for ginning long
staple cotton. There is a. gin made
specially for this cotton, and it is said
the staple is much better when ginned on
it. The staple turned out by the ordinarygin brings about 13 cents per pound,
while the staple from this special gin
brings from sixteen to eighteen cents per
pound. We will keep our readers posted
as to the result of the captain's experimentwith this gin.

G. Frank Bamberg says he can't sell
buggies high enough to give away money,
but he is very nearly giving away buggies
and wagons.
