REQUESTS TO REOPEN REFUSED

Dewey's Report Is Entirely Ignored
And Only Majorty Findings.

Are Considered by Navy
Department.

A Washington special says: SecretaryLong has disposed finally of the
Schley case, so far as the navy departmentis concerned, by acting upon
the findings and conclusions of the
cuui i ui mquir)'. j

He approves the findings of fact and
the opinion of the full court; he approvesthe majority opinion where
there is a difference in the court; he
holds that the court could not have enteredinto a consideration of the questionof command at the battle of Santiago,and finally he accepts the recommendationthat no further proceedings
shall be had.
The secretary also has declined the

application of Admiral Sampson's
counsel to enter upon an inquiry into
the question of command and has notifiedAdmiral Schley's counsel of that
fact as a reason for declining to hear
them on that point.
Secretary Long's approval of the

majority report was as follows:
"The department has read the testimonyin this case, the arguments of

counsel at trial; the court's findings
of fact, opinion and recommendation;
the individual memorandum of the presidingmember; the statement of exceptionsto the said findings and opinionby the applicant; the reply to said
statement by the judge advocate of
the court and his assistant, and the
brief this day submittel by counsel for
Rear Admiral Sampson traversing the
presiding member's view as to who
was in command at the battle of San-
nago.
And, after careful consideration, the

findings of fact and the opinion of the
full count are approved.
"As to the points on which the presidingmember differs from the opin-'

ion of the majority of the court, the

opinion of the majority is approved.
"As to the further expression of his

views by the same member with regard-to the questions of command o\

the morning of July 3, 1898, and of the
title to credit for the ensuing victory,
the conduct of the court in making no

finding and rendering no opinion on

those questions is approved.indeed
it could with propriety take no other
course, evidenceon these questions,
during the inquiry, having been excludedby the court.
"The department approves the recommendationof the court that no furtherproceedings be had in the premises.
"The department records its appreciationof the arduous labors of the

MUST PAY TO CONSOLIDATE.
Atlanta Street Railways and Commit,

tee cf Council Reach Agreement
After a Long Wrangle.

An Atlanta dispatch says: After

a wrangle lasting many days the conferencecommittee of council and H. M.
Atkinson have agreed upon terms for

consolidation of the properties of the
Atlanta Railway and Power Company,
the Atlanta Rapid Transit Company
and the Georgia Electric Light Company.This agreement will presented
to council for consideration.
The terms of the agreement are as

follows:
In consideration of this agreement

to consolidate the properties of the AtlantaRapid Transit Company and the
Atlanta Railway and Power Company,
Mr. Atkinson agrees to pay into the
city treasury $50,000 for the privilege
of making physical connections and
for the right to operate power companycars over the Whitehall street
viaduct.

Also that the folowing payments on

gross receipts of combined properties
shall be made:
One per cent of gross receipts for

the first three years.
Two per cent for next three years.
Three per cent the next two years.
Four per cent for tne next two years.
Five per cent every year thereafter

until the expiration of the franchises.
It is expressly stipulated that in the

event the assessment of all the propertyconsolidated exceeds $2,200,000
during the first ten years of the agreement,the company is to receive a rebateof 1 1-4 per cent of this increase
on the percentage of the gross receipts
to be paid to the city. During the secondten years this assessment is restrictedto 13,000,000, and during the
third ten years it is restricted to $3,500,000.
The assessment of the combined

property is now $2,200,000. The city
rate of taxation is 1 1-4 per cent.
The lives of none of the franchises

of the street railway companies, electriclight companies and steam heatingcompany are to be affected by this
agreement. The consolidation Includes
the Atlanta Railway and Power company,Its electric lighting plant and its
steam heating plant, and the Georgia
Electric Light Company.
The first payment of gross receipts

is to be made February 1, 1903, and
will cover the year 1902- The agreementprovides that the city council
shall appoint a board of examiners
to ascertain from the books of the consolidatedproperties the correct
amounts of the annual receipts prior
to the 1st of February of each year.

It is agreed that a system of interchangeabletransfers shall be establishedbetween the two street railway
companies.
