My respect
for the Jews has been too often ex-
pressed in my letters to be question-
ed. It is not mere respect, but it is
wonder and admiration. I rejoice witl
them that the ages of persecution have
passed, and that they can now worship
God according to their conscience and
the faith of their fathers. Their ances-
tors apreared at the very dawn of crea-
tion. They have been broken up and
scattered time and again, but have pre-

| served their sacred literature and cus-

toms and religion and have outlivedl
every nation that oppressed them.
They have had no king nor ruler nov
political head, and have been scatterel
among all climes and peoples, but have
pever lost their nationality nor mixed
their Llood with any other people.
They have for ceaturies struggleld
against the Egyptians, Syrians and Ro-
mans and survived them all. They
were in later centuries proscribed by
the Catholics of Spain, the Protestants
of Norway, while their persecutors
sang the songs of the Psalmists and
taught the wisdom of their prophets.
We rejoice tlat their deliverance from
persecution came along with that of
our own when'we proclaimed religious
liberty and-civil equality to all who
made America their home. I have long
admired that people, who have ex-
celled ‘n domestic virtue, in obedicnce
to law, whose children nonor and oby
their parents. Rarcly among them are
found convicts or criminals or drunk-
ards or suicides, or divorced mcn cr
women. Their names seldom appear
on the doclkets of the courts. And yet

Property Belonging to Subjects of
Uncle Sam Frequently Seized by
Government _Ofmcials on
S.ightest Pretext.

merous complaints were made by
American citizens during the revolu-

tary authorities of that government in
ex-appropriating tnecir mules and other
property.

Mr. Beauprie, the American charge
at Bozota, in the absence of Minister
Hart, writing to the state department
concerning the rights of citizens of the
United States as to the ex-appropria-
tion of property, cited a case that
came under his personal observation.
An American citizen who had dined
with him found upon going to look af-
ter two animals he had purchased
that the saddles and bridles had been
taken by a governmcnt offigial, who
had left a receipt fixing the value of
the articles taken at 1,000 pesos, whila
it was estimated that the American
citizen would be oblized to pay 5.000
pesos to duplicate his lost articles.

Speaking of this case, Mr. Beaupria
said:

“There are a dozen stores in Dogota
selling the saddles, and hundreds of
saddles for sale,” and then asked-
“Whence the urgent, immediate and
pressing emergency?” that would jus-
tify the forcible ex-eppropriation of
the saddles, etc., from the American.

“Certainly under the system of arpi-
trarily fixing the value of such prop-
erty, it is much cheaper to get it this
way and the day of payment is indefin-
itely postponed, but I cannct believe it
consistent with the guaranties of pulr
lic treaty or the laws of nations. It
is altogether probable that in the ma-
jorty of cases the regulations for ap-
propriation are no more valid nor jusi
than these in the case just cited.”

Assistant Secretary Hill; in a cowu-
munication to the United States lega-
tion at Bogota, said among other
things:

“The declaration of the minister of
war that all foreigners should be
deemed public enemies cannot but L2
regarded as gratuitously offensive and
this .government must remonstrate
against such characterization of its
citizens availing th ¢#nselves of Lheir
conventional rights of visit & so
journ in Colombia. It should have
been made the occasion of instant and
vigorous protest.”

The attitude of this government to-
ward the seizure by Colombia of prop-
erty of Americans for military pur-
poses is shown by the following in-
struction sent by Dr. Hill, as acting
secretary of state, to the American l=
gation at Bogota:

“You will notify the Colombian gov:
ernment that this government will hold
it responsible for any proven cases of
seizure of American property for mili-
tary purposes without due compensa:
tion.”

Among the other subjects of the dip-
lomatic exchanges between Washing-
ton and Bogota contained in this voi-
ume are the seizure of vessels and al-
leged discrimination against American
enterprise in Colombia, the -reopening
of United States schools at Baranquil-
la, Medillen and Bogota closed by the
Colombian authorities, and the ques
tion of neutrality of aliens.

asked his opinion of the decision, Mr.
Williams said:

“I am satisfied that when they
come to study the matter carefully

From a logal standpoin®
it accords with the opinicns of many
of the ablest lawyers of ths country,
and it seems to be forufied with au-
thorities and roasoning too strong *e
be shaken.

“I have no ferr that the supreme
court will reverse or seriously modify
it. Public policy, public sentiment and
established principles and precedents
of law combine to sustain the eircuit
court. From a commercial and practi-
cal railroad standpoint the soundness
of the court’s position s indisputabls.
It volces the judgment of probably
nine-tenths of the most conservative
business men of the country. Last N%o-
vember, in New Orleans, in an address
before the trust company section of
the American Bankers’ Association, 1
took the ground that there must be a
check to the processes of merger and
combination. I found my position was
heartily approved by most of my hear-
ers and by the public genc~ally, ¥ I
may judge from press comments, ard I
am satisfied the country at large will
welcome the court’s action.”

Discussed in Washington. :

A Washington special says: The
possible effects, politically, of the
merger decision which has ecreated
such a stir in the industrial world are
being discussed very prominently by
politicians of both parties in Wash-
ington. While nobody wiil te satisfied
until the prineiples involved In this
case are passed upon by the supreme
court of the United States, there Is a
general disposition to belleve that the
action of the cireuit court of appeals
may be taken as fairly indicative of
the final decision of the highest court

The first credit for the success of
the case brought by the government 8+
given, by those who understand tha
history o. the proceedings, to Attor-
ney Gzneral Knox—and that is where
it belongs. While President Roose-
velt was preaching the necessity of an
amendment to the constitution in or-
der to pave the way for legislation
which would recognize the “new rela-
tionship between capital and the gov-
ernment,” wnicn he was proclaiming
in his speeches, Attorney General
Knox took the position that the laws
upon the statute books were sufficlent
to cure some of the most flagrant
evils which had grown up as a part of
the trust system, and that the fault in
the past had been largely due to lack
of aggressiveness on the part of the
officials of the department of justica.
In his speech at Pittsburg, Attorney
General Knox took this position and
his prosecution of the case against the
Norqlern Securities Company was In
line with his declaration in that
speech. It is well known that Presl-
dent Roosevelt had no part whatsoever
in shaping this case until after Attor
ney General Kncx had drawn his bills
and had made his case complete.

The credit for the suceess of the
government’s casc belongs, therefore,
to the attorney general,
