BURLESON* A\I) FREE DELIVERY.

Postmaster General Denies Desire to

Curtail Service.

Postmaster General Burleson does
not want to curtail the free delivery
service. Stories have been publishedall over the country to the effect
that he wants to do away with weak
routes and make the patrons thereof
?o further for their mails. So alarmingdid the reports finally become
that Representative Lever, of South
Carolina, wrote to find out about the
matter.

Mr. Lever wrote as follows:
"I have been thinking a great deal

ibout the matter of our conversation
the other day relative to your policy
in regard to the rural delivery servicein the country. The more 1
think about it the more fully convincedI become that if you put into
effect the plan you have in mind of
curtailing rural aeuverj sei viw, ,>v/u

Rill not only work a serious injury
to the people.but make it impossiplefor the Democratic party to hope
to win the next presidential election.
"The postal service was never in:endedto be a profit making concern.It was established for the convenienceand education of the people:and you can as little afford to

curtail that service as Secretary
Houston can to curtail the construc:ivework of the department of agriculture.I am writing this as your
friend, and as a friend of the administrationfrom President Wilson
3own to the humblest member of it.
[ earnestly beg you, and 1 know I am

voicing the sentiment of every Dem-
ccratic member in congress, not to

put into operation any plan by which
rural delivery service will be hurt.
Fhe country people are entitled to

is good postal service as the city
nonnio anH we must do nothing that
Rill show any discrimination against
Lhem."

Air. Burleson's reply is as follows:
"This is to acknowledge receipt of

your letter of February 6, in relation
to the rural service, which I have

carefully read.
"I fully concur with you in the

view that the postal service should
not. and must not, be conducted as

a 'profit making concern.' and that
the rural delivery of mail was established'for the convenience and educationof the people.' So fixed am I

in this conviction that it shall be my

policy to increase and extend, instead
of curtail, this very important postal
facility so that, not less, but more,
of the American people shall be furnishedthe advantages which it affords.Co-ordinate, however, with
this policy good administration demandsthat satisfactory postal facilitiesbe given to the people at the
least possible expenditure of public
funds. i

"It is sincerely regretted that in

times past this desirable service was J
not always established or maintained
in'well populated communities where
it could be utilized for the convenienceand education of the people,
and that the expenditure of thousandsof dollars for unusual or unnecessarymail facilities has interI
fered with the proper application of
available resources for the extension
of this service. Therefore, many of
our people cannot be provided with
these means of convenience and educationthat are more than liberally
supplied to others.

"Then, again, there are other inequalities.For example: In communitieswhere road conditions and

population are similar, the mail facilitiesafforded should be equal.
There are certain sections of the
country where one community will
have a route affording tri-weekly
services and another where the conditionsare identically the same, a

route providing daily service. Now,
either the community with the triweeklyservice is entitled to daily
service or thecommunity withthedaily
service is entitled to only the triweeklyservice. In other words, the

service should be established with
regard to the actual needs of the

patrons of the particular route and
should be equitably distributed betweencommunities where the conditionsand requirements are identicallythe same. The logic and justice
of this is apparent both in the interestof good administration and
fairness to the patrons of the postal
service. That some communities
should have more service than is es'- 11 1 . of n 11
sennai ana oiners less ui uuuc «*»,i

is manifestly wrong. Effort is bejng
made to eliminate these inequalities
and it is believed that when this
shall have been done, there will be

no further cause for complaint from

any source on the score of unequal
or inadequate service.

"I'nder this conception of my duty
as an administrative official. I am en-j
deavoring to ascertain whether a ruralservice equally satisfactory and

serving a larger number of our peoplecan be provided at a less cost.

But you may rest assured that no

action will be taken which will injureor needlessly curtail the service.On the contrary, it is mv endeavorto discover a satisfactory
means of providing this service for
a larger number of our people, and|
