DAMAGE TWO MILLIONS

Water Supply Shut Off at Dallas and
Authorities Fear it Endangers the
Public Health.— Oklahoma Railroad
Traffic Stil Demoralized.—Tornado
Kills at Least Four Near Alva.

Dallas, Tex., May 27.—Trinity riv
er fell four feet during the nizht, and
it is thought the worst of the flood
is over. As yet there is no street
light or electric lights of any kind
except those furnished by private
plants. The city water supply is still
shut off, and the citizens are depend-
Ing on artesian wells aad cisterns
This constitutes the greatest menace
to the people of the city, as without

sewerage the authorliles fear the ef-
fect on the public health. It is be
lieved, however, that the pumps ean
be started today. The damage to the
city of Dallas alone will reach a mill
fon dollars. The damage to rallroads
leading into the city Is estimated at
another milllon dollars.

Few Trains Moving in Oklahoma.

Tulza, Okla., May 27.—The flood-
bpouad trains, stalled for three days,
began moving out of Tulsa today.
The train service is still demoralized
however. The washed out tracks af
the approach of the St. Louis and
San Francisco bridge over the Arkan-
sas river were repaired this morning
and trains departed for the south. No
traing can be run on the Texas di
vision further south than Sapulpa,
until the Red river bridge at Denison,
which washed away yesterday, is re
paired. This may take several days
No trailns are yet operating In and
out _of Tulsa on the Missouri, Kansas
& Texas or Midland Valley roads
The Santa Fe has resumed running
on the Tulsa and Chanute division.
