The replies were
carefully Inspected and the most im-
portant of these cases were followed
up by an investigation by an assistant
secretary of the League, on the spot.

Charges of coercion of office holders
by the president to secure the nomi-
nation of a particular candidate have
been inguired into, but ewvidence o
sustain those charges is wholly lack-
ing.

From those lists it would appear that
presidential appointments prior to the
convention were made in the usual
manner on the recommendation of
senators, congressmen and others
claiming the patronage of the offices
involved.
