LOSS OK LIFE

In tho Texns Flood DlHdict
Urontly Exagporntod.

a'alveaton. Tex., July 6. Report from
a apodal correspondent of the News Indi-

cates that while the property loss by the
recent ilfloode has been enormous, the
Ism of life has beengreatly exagerated
Aodrdlng to the News only five lives liavo
been lost in the lower Brazos ood. From
1.SQQ to LOW colored people were caught
in the valley In Austin, Waller and Fort
Hand counties and were forced to take
to the trees and housetop.

Governor Sayore appealed to the war de-
partment for permission to send govern-
ment life saving- boats from anlveeton.
Permission was granted and the special
train left this afternoon for the Hooded
dkorict carrying several government and
a number of private boats. It is beblev--
ei that nearly all the people lodged In
trees and on house tops have been rescu-
ed, hut tho boats sent from Galveston to-

day will patrol the uooded district and
make a thorough search for stragglers.

The war department has authorized Gov
Bayers to distribute 10,000 army rations
among the Hood sufferers, the rations to
be furnished the governor from San An
tonio. The rations will be distributed at
Wallis, Sealey, Richmond, Rosenberg,
Thompson, Dunke, Areola, Futehear, Che
nango Columbia, Velasco, Navasota, Cal-

vert, Ilearne, Bryan and Beroham. In ad-

dition to th war departmetn rations,
Houston and Galveston have sent several
earioaas or groceries into tne Hooaea
district It is believed there is now too
enough in transit to feed the negroes un
til the waters recede and they oan return
to plantation work.

The next trouble will be at Velasco ,the
mouth of the Bazos, which point the
floods Teashed today. The town may be
out off from elmmunloatlon 'with the world
for a day or two but bo toss of life is
anticipated because the people had two
days notice that the flood had broken
loose above. The revenue cutter OsJvee-to- n

will leave here tonight for Velasco
to reseue those really In danger at that
point. The sending of government boats
to the flooded district was advisable, al-
though it is believed nearly every person
In danger has been rescued The donation
of the war rations was most timely as
several thousand homeless negroes will
have ti be fed for ten days

The flood situation is now well in hand
The destitute will be fed anl given work
on railway until the flood will permit
them to return to their homes

Reports up to midnight from the Bra-
zos valley flood districts' reveai

Umsj of life. Toe Brazos Is rising
now only near its mouth. Four hundred
mile island the river is about at a stand-
still and beyond the twl (hundred mile ra-
dius to falling rapidly. Four hundred ne-

groes are housed tonight In box ears at
Duke. The distribution of rations is rap-
idly assuming system and there would
seem to be no cause for further suffer-
ing.
