1IAHEAS UOlll'US FOR MAA.

Alleged Tliut Cotltlctetl Munlrrrr llml
Ileeii Adjudged limine.

11 abouB corpus proceedings wore filed
in the Bupreme court today by Judge
R. B. Forrest, of El Reno, attorney for
Conrad Maas. recently sentenced to
thepen for murder. The case Is styled
Louis Mass, guardian of Conrad Maas,
plaintiff, vs. W. II. Phillips, sheriff of
Itlnina countv. defendant.

Plaintiff alleges that Conrad Mass s
an insane person, adjudged so by me
Insanity board of BUIno county on the
11th day of February, 1609; that on
the 11th day of February, 18H9. plain-
tiff was duly aud legally appointed to
be tho guardian ot said Conrad Maas
bv tho probata court of Blaine county;
that at tho October, 1809, term of court
Maas was tried, convicted and sen-

tenced to lifo imprisonment in the
penitentiary. Plaintiff alleges that
Maas Isbolng held Ulogally, as he was
i.t the time of his trial and sentence
an Insane subject, as the verdict of
the Insanity board had not been re-

versed or modified.
On March I tho grand jury in Blaine

county returned an Indictment against
Maas, charging him with the crime of
murdering bin wlfu on December 5th,
1898.

Judge Burford set the case for hear-

ing November 0th. at 10 o'clock.
