John W. Donlol, whom a host of
Southern fiomoprats would Uko to see
nominated for tho presidency next
your, vas sixty-fiv- e years old today
end was reminded of the fact by

numerous congratulations
from his follow townsmen and from
Sricmds and Admirers In all sections
of tha country. . Menator Daniel was
bora In Iynchburg and 1ms a'waya
xnado his home here.

It Is now nearly forty yoara since
Senator Daniel began his politico!
career as a membiir of the Virginia
house. In 1881 ho was defeated as
IemocratIe candidate for governor by
"W. E. Cameron, and returned to law
!.Titlce. no-we- nt to congress trr issg.
and Va& following year siicceedel
General Mehouo in the United Statps
Senate,

Thcro is one Interesting chapter It
the life of Senator Daniel villi which
th general public Is not familiar. His
father was Judgo William, Daniel, of
lnc$Hirg, a mau of promlaenco and
wealth. Although his fortune was con-
siderably Impaired by tho war, ho
stilt had a lucrative practice, and dur-ia- g

tho ten years which succeeded ho
"jsus among thos who foresaw the
great commercial development of tho
country, and Interested himself in
numerous speculative enterptlsos.
But-h- o waB sanguine to tho pojnt of
bolng visionary. Everything scorned
to him promising, and It wag his
habli first to anbscrlbo lo $10,000
worth of stock aud then to ask what
was the natfJo of the enterprise.

In 1873, when he died, it was found
that his, eatato was nopeleasly Insol-
vent. There woio claims by creditors

vor and above tho asset amounting
to more than J 100,000. Those olalms
the son John assumed. He liad been
practicing law in his father's office,
but there was no obligation on htm
of a moral or legal character. The
Hchejnes and speculations had boon
entered Into without Ills knowledgo
or advice. The bankruptcy law af-

forded wide door for cscapo. Ho
could have wiped tho slate clean and
started tho world aiiQw. Hut he chfcse
wthorwlbc. To hlpi It seemed that tho
only houornblo course was lo pay his
father's dobto in Ml and with Intor-ost- .

If It took all the earnings of his
life to do it Accordingly he notified
ihi creditors of Ids Intoutlon and bo-ta- n

unon the herculean task.

the constitution of the United States
Is the "supremo law of the land."
This should eliminate any question of,
the state right of socossloni and ro--
cognizes tho binding forco of the Fed-
eral Constitution. It Is not expressly
declared, howeirer, that the laws of
the United States made In pursuance
of the constitution, and the treaties
made tinder fp authority of the Uni-
ted States, are . lso the supreme law
of tho land, as does the constitution
of the State of Kansas. But as tho
Federal constitution ltsolf mnkos such
laws and treaties, along with the
constitution, the supromo law of tho
land, the limited declaration that tho
constitution Vas such lnw would by
necossary Implication, seemingly, In
cludo iho Fedornl laws and treaties.
Tho dootrine that the treaties of tho
Federal Government are tho supremo
law of the land, aud thet tho states
nriMt obey them, is one that may In
time be fraught with grave conso-'Ittonco-

for the reason thnt there aro
no limitations upon the charaoter of
the treaties which tho Prosldent and
two-third- s of the Sonete may make,
other than possibly those found in tho
