An exhibit
purporting to show the hours which
locomotive firemen and engineers
work was introduced before the board
of arbitration in the western railroad
wage case here Tuesday by W. J.
Lauck, a statistician.

It indicated that 12.3 per cent of
the men work less than ten hours;
S7.7 more than ten hours and 34,7 per
cent twelve hours or more a day.

J. M. Sheean, attorney for the rail-

roads, adduced that the percentages
were calculated from compensated
time as shown in an exhibit by the
ranroaas ana mat wereiore men wno
by the speea ot tneir train nau Deen

The average earnings of locomotive
engineers in the west are $143.17 a
month, according to statistics intro-

duced and based on statements of 873

engineers. This is only $6 less than
the estimate made by the railroad
managers.

Lauck introduced an exhibit to
show what these engineers would
have earned had they worked an equal
number of hours as brick masons,
plasterers or plumbers. They would
have earned more, but it was pointed
out that the engineer has the advant
age of continuity ot employment

Mr. Lauck analyzed the statement
of earnings of engineers and firemen
in October, 1913, as presented by the
railroads some time ago.

"Their wages ran as high as $225 or
over, but only 5.15 per cent of the
28,446 engineers represented here
were so fortunate as to receive these
relatively high rates of pay and only
14.13 per cent earned as high as $200
or over," said Mr. Lauck. "By con-

trast, 69.65 per cent of the engineers
earned less than $175; 50.16 per cent
less than $150, and 28.33 less than
$125. Of the 32,321 firenlen repre-
sented here while 13 per cent earned
as much as $125, 55.30 per cent earn
ed less than $91.66.
